Tlio attorneys in tho caso nro R, G.

Blckford, representing the shipyard, and

Messrs. Meredith and Pollard, of Rich¬
mond, and Colonel Maryus Jones, of this

city, representing Jones. Mr. Blckford

began to .epeak this morning when the

case was taken up and was sneaking when

court adjourned to-night. Mr. Meredltn
will probably open for tho other side to¬

morrow.
i WHAT PLAINTIFF CLAIMS.

In 18M A. J. Jones leased a largo tract
of oyster lands, located Just abovo the

plant of the Newport Nowe Shipbuilding
o,nd Drydock Company, from the govern-
-inentv ¿? ,1898, .when stocks wero built
lor-the;battleship? Missouri, the shipyard
company, It Is claimed, occupied a por¬
rón ot Jones's oyster grounds, noon

which the lessee had planted oysters four,
years before. Soon afterwards this suit
was entered, Jones bringing an unlaw¬
ful entry and detainer action to secure

possession ot hie property. The shipyard
¦ecured an Injunction restraining the
plaintiff from prosecuting tho common
law action, and "throwing the case Into

equity, Dépositions have been, taken from
time to time, numerous surveys have
been made, and, after hearing the argu¬
ment,of the-attorneys, Judge Blackstone
will have to decide to what extent Jones
tuts been damaged.

Jones claims that tho yard occupied

¦omethlng over flftcon acres of his oys¬
ter beds and damaged, In all, one hundred
and twenty acres. Ho asks for IIBO per
year sixteen years, on one hun¬
dred and twonty acres.

Th»
excelsior business·'has been quito profit¬
able, but owing to low prlces-ánd lack of

Feeding the Birds.

FREDERICK'S HALL, VA., Feb. ¦!«..-
This has« been tho most severe weather
thus far in tho recollections ot tho oldest
Inhabitants, both in point Of continued
cold, also numerous snows. It Is under¬
stood that game Is fairing badly. Espe¬
cially it là.true of partridges, many of
which aro reported as being starved and
frozen' to death. An effort,Is bolng mado
to feed nnd otherwise protect them, It
is especially true of Dr. B. A. Terrell,
who feeds regularly a flock of twelve in
his yard every.'day; also other citizens
aro Interested in like manner.
Wednesday night 'was the coldest on

record thl« winter. This (Thursday) morn¬
ing the murcory reglsteied at threo de¬
grees below zero at eunrlse, and tho earth
Is a complete sheet of lco. Cattle suffer
intensely, and business of all character Is
at a complete stanüf-tlll. Making fires and
fortllng stock are tho principal avocations
of tho country folks.

Cold in Dinwiddie.
(Special to Tho Times-Dispatch...

REAMS, VA,', Fob. IG..Last night and
night before were as cold ones as we
havo had this winter. The thermometer
stood at fifteen minutes to 7 A. M. to¬
day at elx degrees abovo zero. Gentle¬
men who havo traveled the county roads
say they never saw so much Ico on the
public roads before, and one said he would
not. venture to Petersburg until the ice
was melting. Ho.would not run the risk
o flnjurlng his horses, although business
called him. It has been several months
since any work was done on tho county
roads. When a thaw conies they will
be even worse than now.
One of the road commissioners started

t otho courthouse yesterday to meet the
board, but after getting a portion of the
way had to turn back, because his horse
could nt stand the Ice. County merchants
have carried a good supply of groceries,
notwithstanding tho severo winter, which
hae been much to the convenience of the
public.

SPARTA, VA., Feb. 16..Everything Is

In tho grip of another cold snap. The
thermometer registered four below zero
this morning at 7 o'clock. Two days'ago
tho mercury stood at five below at 7
o'clock. This is the coldest weather by
far since tho storm off 1889. Farmers·
have been able» to do little work since
Christmas, except to look after their
stock and keep up their Arcs. The saw
mills are not working half the timo.

Mecklenburg Frozen Up.

SMITH'S CROSS ROADS, VA., Feb. 10.
The coldest spell of weather since 1856
has reached Mecklenburg county» so say
tho oldest inhabitants. Th* ground has
been covered with Ice and sleet for nearly
two weeks, an'd travel lias bocomo very
difficult and dangerous. The thermome¬
ter has hovered just above the zero mark
for the past few days. Nearly every
saw mill In this section of tho county,
of which thoro Is quite a number, have
been forced to shut down work, owing
to the Inclemency of tho weather.
