Minority Makes Ineffectual Ef¬
fort to Reduce Aggregate

of Appropriation.

FIGHT MADE ON ORDER NO. 78

Memorial Services in Honor of

Late Senator Quay 'to. be...

WASHINGTON, Feb. «..Tha" House to-

duy passed the pon.sloas appropriation bill

carrying $138,2)0,100.. The minority led by
Mr. Underwood, made an Ineffectual et-

. fort to reduce tho aggregato of thtJ ap¬

propriation so as to exclude pensions
allowed under "order No. 78,)' which,,. It
was stated, would Involvo about M,500,0«X),
It was contended that tho order wad
.without authority of law.
Under a special rule, the House to¬

day passed about twenty-five privato bills.
Adjournment was taken until noon to¬

morrow, when memorial services in honor
of the lato Senator Quay, of Pennsylva¬
nia, will .be hoUl. Mr. Underwood (Ala¬
bama) elaborated the views of tho minor¬
ity of the Ponslon Committee and gave
noUco that he would iriòvo to strike from
tho bill HBOO.OGO, tho amount which hq
(¡aid was estimated as required to pay
pensiona under what Is' known as order
No. 78. Ho contended that this ordor
was not authorized by law and objected
to paying pensions under it: He said that
the people who paid one-third the taxes
of the country wuro.not opposing the pay¬
ing of pensions, but demanded that pen¬
sions bo paid under tho law and not in
violation of It.

Grosvenor Hits at Parker.
Mr. Grosvenor (Ohio) defended order

Mo. 78, saying It was In-line of law, and
In lino of justlco. .

Tho President,· he
said, had taken a satisfactory, wise and
intelligent view of tho w'holo matter.
Mr. Grosvenor reviewed tho course of

Mr. Underwood sold If the majority

WASHINGTON. Feb. 18..Tho adoption

without discussion this week of a reso¬

lution to investigate the affairs qf the
Standai'd' Oil Company, following'close on

tho decision of tho* Supreme Court,
knocking out the beet trust, and the
order Issued to the Secretary of Com¬
merce and Labor Friday by tho Presi¬
dent, directing that tho investigation of
tho affairs of tho oil monopoly be com¬

menced and conducted with nil possible
colerlty and' thoroughness, causo many
to believe that we nro about to witnose
tho overthrow of the greatest trust tho
world bus known.
A most significant featuro of tho talk

of ;ofllclals of the Department of Com¬
merce and Labor concerning the Investi¬
gation Is tho use of the words "criminal
prosecution." There was not a crlmlnnl
prosecution of tho Beef Trust, and thero
will hardly bo any unless tlio packing
companies should disregard the order of
tho court. Thero was no criminal prose¬
cution following the decision of tho Su¬
premo Court in the Nortliorn. Securities
caso, 'though officials pt the trust wore
clearly liable to fine and imprisonment

Roosevelt's New Attitude.
A Republican member of Congress .said,

to-day ho believed Mr. Roosevelt had
come to'tho conclusion· that he had been
proceeding along wrone lines in advocat¬
ing, the regulation of trusts. He ox-

pressed the opinion, based on. recent
utterances of tho President, that Mr.
Roosevelt had come to .the conclusion
that It Is foolishness to talk of régulât-'
ing trusts. The President is said to be¬
lieve, and it is a new belief with him,
that a trust is In its modern signifi¬
cance, essentially unlawful.
This Is precisely tho view of Tom Daw-

son, expressed In his "Frenzied Finance."
A truBt, he says, in his picturesque way,
Is "inside, outside, topsldo and bottom-
side, Illegal."
Tho President is said to bo of tho same

mind. Certainly It would appear as

though ho had come to believe that trusts
should be suppressed instead of regulated.
Thero Is a world of difference in'tho two
words.

Two weeks (from to-dn.y the session

will end, and It would seem, wltn the
muss of appropriation bills and other
necessary legislation which tne ndmlni..-·
trillion of government dómanos, utterly·
Impossible for the Senate to attempt to
put through any matter of such Impor¬
tance ns tho bill in question.· Tho most
fervent advocates of. this measure aro
about ready lo '«.y down, so far as action
before Marcii 4th· is. concerned. They
say that should, the bill be laid Imme¬
diately before the Senate, thero would re
found votes enough to make It a law, but
they approdato tho fact that Chairman
ElklnfJ, of. tlio interstate Commerce Com¬
mittee, who has It in charge, has. no
inclination to let It get put of his hands,,
if he can help It. The great obstacle,
they say, lies In tho.dctcrmlned attitude
of tho committee not to report the meas-
ure, <ind not in tho Senate as a whole.
There Is no doubt that the men be¬

hind the Townsend-Esch bill will bring
all tho pressure ctf which they are capa-
blo to bear upon the Presldont to have
ure, and not in the Senate as a. whole;
The belief now. Is, however, that If the

President does take -such action, Con¬
gress will not be- convened Immediately
after.March 4th, but that he will allow
tltfl senators and :'. representatives to re- ·

tuen to their homes and bring them bask
to Washington again in May. He will
then let them sit through the summer,
months and "roost them Into line," as
one of hJs friends said' to-day.
