I NEW ATHLETIC
It Seems Necessary to; Harmon¬

ize Matters in This
Section.

FOUR COLLEGES SUGGESTED

Georgetown, Virginia, North
Carolina,and the Polytech¬

nic Institute,

(Special to Tho Tlmes-Dlspatoh.)
CMAÄLOTTISÖVILL-, VA«, Feb. 22.·-

The recent announcement that Georgetown
and Virginia have practically settled their
athletic differences, coming, as It does,
upon the heel« of Virginia's withdrawal
from tlio Virginia lntercólleglato Athletic
Association, points toward the organiza¬
tion of an association among tho etroiigor
Institutions of this section of the /South.
At all events, this look« to bo tho most
practical eelutlon of the present condition
of affairs.
Both from a geographical standpoint

and for the welfare of athletics, such un

orgnnlsíatlon seems necessary. A dividing
lino Is already closely drawn botwepn
the stronger athletic teams of this soctlon
and thoso further south. This Is illustruted
by tho fact thut In estimating tho strength
of Southern teams, the .records of iho
teamr in this section are not given the
«amo consideration by elthor Northern or
Southern writers as those of tho teams
composing the Southern rntcrcoileglato
Association.

FEW EmRONG TEAMS.
This gap haa existed slnco the forma¬

tion of tho Southern Association some
years ago. The territory embraced Is a

large one, and comprise« a great many
colleges, but thero are a few teams which
stand out pre-eminent. Consequently It
seems desirous, that the leaders should
get together and formulate an organiza¬
tion, under equitable playing rules, suoli
as prevail among «the larger Eastern In¬
stitutions.
An association composed of Georgetown,

North Carolina, Virginia and the Vir¬
ginia Polytochnlo ??e-tltuite, for instance,
would lie a formidable one, and would
at once demand recognition ln% the college
world. This "Big Four" of the South¬
east would bo to Us section what Yalo,
Princeton, Harvard and.Pennsylvania are
to the East; Michigan, Chicago, Minneso¬
ta and Wisconsin to the West, and what
Vanderbltt, Sewanee, Clemson and Au¬
burn are to the far South.

FORMIDABLE COMPETITORS.
Aside from the inter-asBoclation contests,

which would settle the championshlp.each
season, these teams would still remain,
and even to a greater extent, the strong
competitors of the Northern teams.
Georgetown haa shown marked strength
In her foot-ball · games with Princeton,
Bucknell, Lehlgh ahd Holy Cross, not to
mention the prominent «position she holds
In the -base-ball eWorld. North Carolina
bos proven that she is a strong factor,
both In base-ball and loot-ball. That Vir¬
ginia Is holding her place Is shown by
Fer recent contests with the Carlisle In¬
dians and the Naval Cadete. Again, few
teams havo come Into prominence as rap¬
idly aa the Virginia Polytechnic Institute.
Her strengt his not spasmodic, and she
-has natural advantages which will enable
her to maintain tho position which she
has already attained. Among the number
of «ridlron stars she has produced Is the
brilliant Carpenter.

A MOVE FOR H-A'R-tO'NY.
It is a fact to be regretted that the

University of Virginia has seen fit to
withdraw-«from the eta to A-ssoclatlon,' but
such action sobmed" almost "uhavoldaible.
For some timo there have been dissensions
in the association, which Tiave led to con¬
siderable dissatisfaction and oven bitter
feeling. Since a rupture seemed Inevi¬
table, and now that It has come, the or¬
ganization, of the association mentioned
a"bovo would bo a decided step towards
harmonizing athletic Interests, and woula
do much towards eliminating such mlsun-
derstandngs as havo occurred In the past,
A strong, well conducted organization,

with proper eligibility rules, -would unite
these institutions on a satisfactory basis
and foster pure athletics among thoso
where the greatest amount of rivalry
already exists.
This organization should in no wav In¬

terfere with the present Virginia Inter¬
collegiate Athletic Association and with
tho good work It Is doing.
