NEW ELECTRIC LINE.
Planned to Run From Staunton

in Augusta and Rockbridge.
(Special to The Tiiiies-Dispatch.)

STAUNTON, ArA., March 25..It Is un¬
derstood that the Middlebrook and New¬
port Railway and Electric Company will
begin work with a large number of hands
In the southwestern part of this county
on Monday, to construct a railroad or
electric car line.
The line will begin at a point near

Staunton, and will run in a southwesterly
direction to a point at or near Newport,
Augusta county. I>ater on the company
proposes to extend the line to a point at
or near the village of Rockbridge Baths,
in the county of Rockbridge. The charter
was granted the company by acts o'f
Assembly approved March 3S. TXC. and
undi-i- the law, If the company falls to
l*irin work within three years from the
pksskge of the act. their charter will be
forfeited: therefore Monday and Tues-
..!.»>- will be the latest the company can
^oriimctice work in order to save their
charter.
The charter gives the company the right

to operate its line with steam, electricity
or other mechanical power, for the pur-
post of transporting passengers, freight,
baegage or malls for compensation, and
for such other c?:s and purposes as rail¬
road corporations are chartered to sub¬
serve in the State o'f A'irginia;-to estab¬
lish or maintain, on or near its line, one
or more electric plants. The company has
the right to acquire any property or

right it may need for the operation of its
road. The capital stock of the company
shall not be less than ten thousand, hor
more than one hundred thousand dollars.
