Chief Executive was driven through the

streets to a public stand near the Oriental
Hotel, whero ho delivered an address.

The streets wore densely packed with

citizens and visitors and tho reception
accorded the President-was nothing-short
of a continuous ovation,
After delivering his speech the Pres¬

ident and party attended a. dinner at the

Oriental Hotel tendered by the citizens
of Dallns.
His train will leave for Waco, Austin

and San Antonio at 5:40 o'clock to-mor¬

row morning.
When Mayor Byran T. Barry, of Dallas,

finished his address of welcome here to¬
day, President Roosevelt said:
"1 can in a sense, claim to bo by bloody

at least, a typical President, for I am

half southerner, half, northerner. I wan

born In tho East and I have a great deal
of West In my spirit.
"The Civil War has left you as a heri¬

tage of honor, not merely the memory of
mighty deeds dono In it', alike by the
men of the North and the men of tin:
South; it has left, us ns an inspiration
tho way In which those men when tho
.war was through, returned to tho ca'nnss
of war nnd wrought in peace with success

exactly as they had wrought In war."
Cheers and shouts frequently Interrupt¬

ed the President.
Speaks on Statehood.

When tho President awoke- this morn¬

ing, his truln wits traversins the plains
of Kansas. At every station, large and
enthusiastic crowds were In attendance,
all bent on seeing and if possible hear¬
ing the Chief Executive. The. special
train entered the Indian Territory before
noon. At Vlnltn, a short stop was made,
and the President briefly addressed a

lar^e crowd. When Muskogee was

reached, fully· 10,000 people'surrounded the
railroad station^
A stand draped -In the -national colors,

had been erected nearby,, and· although'
the programmo did not call for a speech
here, tho President, yielded to the loud
acclaim of the people and escorted hy a

committ'e'o who boarded ids car made a
brief address, ills subject was "State¬
hood." nnd ojUhu.slus.tlc applause greet¬
ed his'declaration that the Indian Terri¬
tory would add Its star to the galaxy of
States within a year.

Reception in Denison.
Brief speeches were also made at South'

McAlestor, Atoka, Caddo and Durant, af-.
ter which tho trim crossed tho Stato,, line
Into Texas. Denison was reached at .1:35
o'clock. Preparations for tho arrival of
the train had been made, the yards had
been cleared of cars and all work was

suspended. An Immense crowd had gath¬
ered to greet the President, who was

standing on tho rear platform smiling
and bowing his appreciation of the cheers
which greeted him as soon as the train
stopped. A party of school children ad¬
vanced to the platform nnd presented the
President with a mugnlflcent floral offer¬
ing In the shape ?? a Texas fing. A card
attached, read:
"Presented by the children of the pub¬

lic schools as a welcome to tho President,
the State of Texas and tho city of Deni¬
son."

in presenting the floral offering Miss
Paulino Everett, as spokesman, said:
"In former times the children strew¬

ed flowers in the pathways of Washing¬
ton and Lafayette; to-day the school chil¬
dren of the first free public school build¬
ing ever erected In Texas givo you this
floral emblem signifying honor and integ¬
rity."
The President, replied briefly. When the

train pulled out for Sherman, the Pres¬
ident standing on the platform, waved
his hand and smiled in responso to the
repeated cheers.

President in Fine Spirits.
At Sherman one of tho largest crowds

of the day greeted tho President. Ho was
escorted to ? stand where he spoke for
fifteen minutes. Cannon boomed and tho
city was hi gala attiro in honor of the
visitors.
Prom Sherman tho train maintained Its

schedule to Dallas. The President was
In splendid spirits after tho long day's
ride and shortly before reaching Dallas,

TALKS OR APPOINTMENTS

He ,Admits Hearing Mr. Wise
Talk .of Scdtlon Matter.Re-
conciliating, the Factions.

Congressman Campbell Blcmp arrived
last night from Washington nnd is at
Murphy's Hotel,' Ho stated that his visit
to Richmond had no political significance,
that, ho had not come here to· meet any
one, but was horo on his own privato
business,
"Of courso, I may meet some of my

friends while here," added Colonel Slemp,
"but I am not hero to meot anybody." »

Colonel ßTomp was in bed at tho hotel
whon a reporter talked with him laet
night. Ho stated that he had cone from
his home at Big Stone Gap to Washing¬
ton and had determined to return by way
of Richmond, that was all. The only Vir¬

ginia Republican congressman, reputed'to
bo the most potent frtctor In the distribu¬
tion of Federal patronage In this State,
talked freely of official and political mat¬
terà in the State.

"1 think wo are going to carry the State
this fall," said the Ninth District repre¬
sentative, "nnd wo are certainly going to
mnko the effort,"
When asked If it was not generally con¬

ceded thut Judge L·, \j. Dowls, of this
cty, wouldJ)e the candidate for tho gov¬
ernorship, toloncl Slemp spoke very high¬
ly of the District Attorney, but. added
that there were eeveral good men avail¬
able. He was Inclined to tho belief, how¬
ever, that .ludgo Lewis was the most
likely nominee, but he would'not attempt
to predict who would be named for lieu¬
tenant-governor and nttorney-gencral.

A Few Barking.
-!¿Do you anticipato .that the old organ¬

ization will sulk or show, a disposition to
be lulaewurm?" the [congressman was
asked. *

"Oh,. there may be a few barking, but
I think practically all will get Into line.
I don't see what elso they can do. They
have nowhere else to go but In tho Demo¬
cratic party, and I hardly tnink thoy will
do that."
"What about the story that Mr. Seddon

will be named to succeed Postmaster
Knight?"

"1 have heard it, but I hardly think
there is anything In It. It's too far ahead.'
1 did hear Mr. Wlso speak of the mut¬
ier, but V hardly think the President
has .reached any such determination."
As for- tho collectorshlp of Internal rev¬

in India.

LAHORE; INDIA, April fi..The hill sta¬
tion of-Dhnrmsnla. was practically razed
to. the ground-by the earthquake. The

native quarter was entirely obliterated,
many of the Inhabitants were burled In

the' ruins, most of the housos In the Eu¬
ropean quarter were wrecked and nine

persons were killed,
Tho people are sleeping In thé open air,

food is not procurable and tlij» great dis¬
tress, prevailing Is accentuated by a keim
frost.
The entire population is homeless nnd

encamped on the adjoining hillsides with¬
out protection and practically entirely
without medical aid. A relief party was

dispatched from here to Dhurmsala to¬
day.
The Europeans killed, at Dharmsala

were Mis. Robinson, wife o'f the colonel
commanding the troops there, nnd her
two^iuglitors; Mrs. Holdcrness. Captain
Muscrift and four members of the Indian
civil service.
Seventy natives were killed and inarty

were injured when the nativo quarter of
Lahore was demolished by yesterday's
earthquake.
¡Reports from various points indicate

that the earthquake caused very wlde-
sprcad disaster. The towjis of lAmrlts of
.Ttillundlr, Perozoporo. Multai and -Hawai
Plndl as well as Mussoree were Tjadly
shaken and damaged and great rlnmiis»
nnd loss of life arc reported from Kasli-
mlr, Dn-lhousi, Dehra'dun, Patrala and
Malerkotla. The telegraph service is dis¬
organized and news Is coming In slow¬
ly-
The mortality In thin city Is estimated

at between fifty and one hundred, ail na¬
tives. «NO Europeans are reported miss¬
ing.
