swapping of yarns, "fit It all over

again."
The regular morning trains brought in

more people from both directions^ and
special and excursion trains swelled the
throng to Immense proportions.
Govornors Glenn and Montague got there

at 9:30 o'clock by the regular train from
I.ynchbtirg, accompanied by ft. Pullman
carload of dignitaries from North Caro¬
lina and Virginia.· ? Lynchburg special
followed closely behind the regular train,
and that was followed by tho North Caro¬
lina special, which had corno via Durham
and Lynchburg.

Special Train.
A special, with six crowded coaches,

came from Farmvlllo: The notable pas¬
sengers on this special wore two hundred
girls from tho Stato Normal School, who
bad been given ;i day off to conio up and
study history on historic ground.
These brave girls refused to be carted

to the grounds. They- came to sec and
to learn. They wanted to marcii- where
Lee's men marched forty years ago, and
so they formed p lino, and, under tifo
leadership of President Jnrman and Major
Cox .and others of the faculty, they
trumped the two dusty miles and minded
not the rays of a rather vigorous April
sun. The "formalités" attended the
exercises, heard, the patriotic speeches,
helped to sing the Tar.Heels' Slate hymn,
and then they "tppk off their knapsacks"
and had .a glorious picnic dinner on the
old camp «round. »

A speakers' stand, small but tolerably
substantial, had been erected in the
sbruco pine grove, within ft few fcet of
t*o veiled monument. The. State,flag of
North Carolina floated over the stand,
and' later on the headquarters' flag of
General Grimes and the battle flag
of the regiments of Cox's North Caro¬
lina brigade were unfurled. The two
latter were, held by veterans who fought
under these same flags forty and more

years ago.
The exercises were In charge of the

North Carolina Apppmattbx Commission,
a body created by the. Legislature of that
State to have made, erected and unveiled
this" monument;

The man of God prayed fer¬
vently for our country? that It may bo
the leader of nations In all things Hint
tend to.elvllluiUlon and righteousness, He
earnestly plead that our God shall mako
the stave of every Confederate soldier
on earth hallowed ground and that every
surviving Veteran may bo special objects
of God's mercy nnd love.

Introductory Address.
Carolina's Claim.

Major IL A. London, a prominent mem»

ber of tho North Carolina. Legislature
and the chairman of the North Carolina
Appomnttox Commission, made the Intro¬
ductory remarks, nnd said in part:;

. "This monument Is the Hrst and only
one thus far erected rtt so historic .1

place, nnd ft Is eminently proper that
North Carolina should have erected hero
the tirsr monument· or memorial. With¬
out disparaging tho bravery of any other
Confederate soldiers (for they wore all
bfttve). North Carolina proudly bonita
that she was the "last at Appomattox,."
because of the following four facts:

"(It A North Carolinian, Major-General
Bryan Grimes, planned tho last battio
fought here, nnd commanded the Infan¬
try engaged therein, the greater part of
which were North Carolina troops.

"(2) A North Carolina brigade, com¬

manded by General W, R. Cox, mndn
the last charge and fifed the lnst volley
of any organized body of Confederates,
Immediately preceding the surrender.

"(3) A detachment of North Carolina
troops from the Fourth and Fourteenth
Regiments did the last fighting of any
Infantry nrter tho withdrawal of the main
body of Infantry.
"(I) North Carolina troops, Roberls's

brigade of cavalry, captured here tile last
cannons that were captured by the Army
of Northern Virginia."
Major I/omlon then pnid ? fitting tribute

to those Confederate soldiers vho fought
the last bnttlcs of thli war, saying that

they deserve more credit than those who
fought tho earlier battles of tho wnr.

During the Hrst half of the struggle the
South wns confident of success, and
until tho last campaign there was yet
hope of success. This hope cheered and
encouraged the brave men, but when
Richmond and Petersburg had fallen, and
the thin gray line had reached Appo¬
mnttox, all hope.had fled. And yet that
feeble remnant of, what had been the
grandest army that ever shook a conti¬
nent with Its tread, fought ns-gallantly
at Appomattox as at Mnnnssas.'1

A Word of:Welcome.
In concluding his remarks. Major Lon¬

don gracefully presented Governor Mon¬
tague, who-was received with thunders
of applause. The Governor's address of
welcome was entirely Impromptu, but
was eloquent, graceful nnd inspiring. He
spoko of tho cordial relations that had
ever existed between Virginians and
North Carolinians, The two States were

never divided In sentiment nnd seldom
In Interest. Each has ever been helpful
to the other and both have done as much
or more than any other Commonwealths
to help build up our American -civiliza¬
tion. ,

In the dark days when tho country
was divided, tho sons of North Carolina
flocked to Virginia but they came not
as invaders but her noble troops eamo to
defend Virginia and Virginia's Idea of
American liberty. The Governor then
spoke briefly of tho glorious causo for
which the two States fought and said it
was better to" havo experienced the .try¬
ing of heroic effort for a great causo

and lost than never to have experienced
It at all. He spoko of the matchless
commander who led Virginians and Car-,
olians to battle and.especially dwelt upon
bis life after.the war when ho set about
with energy'and marked Intelligence to
serve his people as nobly as ho had served
them In war. Ho Invoked tho spirit of
Lee In civil life no loss glorious than thai
of his military life that It may sot us

anew to tho task of making ours the
greatest republic the world can over

know.
The Governor again referred to the tics

of affection existing between Virginians
and North Carollnans across tho border
linos between which States there had
never boon and never can I o strife, and In
conclusion ho most cordially and affec¬
tionately welcomed tho Tarheels to Vir¬
ginia spll, especially those old mon who
had come forty and more years ago to

defend Virginia.. The applause that fol¬
lowed, was long and oiithusiastlc.

Carolina's Governor.
Governor Glenn's response to the word

of welcome was simply grand. Ho thank¬
ed Governor Montague and all true Vir¬
ginians for this grnnd welcome when no

and his people had como to commemo¬
rate tho heroic deeds not only of North
Carolina soldiers but also those of Vir¬
ginia and of all the South. In that great
four years' struggle there was glory
enough for both Virginia and North Car¬
olina. Tracing the. history of tho two
States, he showed bow their glory and
their deeds were -similar.
Coming down to the events of '(il-'fïi,

he said North Carolina, troops wore, the
first to reach Virginia soil and the battle
of Bethel wiih fought hy VlrglniaiiB and
Carolinians sl'de by side, and shoulder to
shoulder, nnd In the providence of God
tho first blood of a Confederate soldier
to sanctify Virginia soil was shed by Hen¬
ry L. Wyatt, of the First North Carolina
Regiment. He quoted from Virginia pa¬
pers of that date to show that there was
no question as to this fact, The speaker
then went Into a most thrilling story
of the battle of Gettysburg, and said tho
last charge on the third day was made
by Virginians and Carolinians. They were
ordered to charge and take If possible the
lock fence on the ridge. Tho Carolinians
happened to bo on the loft and Virginians
on right. The rock fence was not straight,
but curved, and It so happened that tho
part In front of the Carolinian« was

further from the »tartine point than was

the par». In front of Virginians, Tho
troops of both States did what they wore
told io do.they went to the wall.neither

of Major London's. General Grimes and
Cox, acting under General I.eo's orders,
were with North Carolina troops protect¬
ing ¿he retreat" and, trying to clear the
road toward'"¦Lynch burg.

Major Arms explained thai, although a

General Robcrts's Address.
General W. P. Roberts, 'who was the'

youngest man In the South to wear a

brigadier-general's star, was next Intro-·
dticed.
General Roberts commenced his speech

with a magnificent tribute to the cour¬
age; bfavery and daring of tho Army ?G
Northern Virginia and the Confederate
soldier, saying: "His splendid' valor and
knightly bravery upon the field of battle,
his chivalrous gallantry to his foes, h!s
generous rivalry for martial honors, his
patient endurance of tho winter's cold
and the summer's heat, his moderation In
victory and his cournge In defeat, Und no

parallel In the history of the world. His
wns* tho courage that considered not
hardships, a pat'.ence that knew no weari¬
ness. His Was a devotion that triumph",]
over privation, fntlgue and want, and
fought on for a country that scarcely
had food nnd raiment to give him. snlen-

' did valor, splendid devotion, worthy of
a linai success, that never was to come.

"Of tho men who warre.l under the
star-lit biinner of an Ill-fated cause", It
may be said without extravagance of en¬
thusiasm that four hundred years will
rend with mptureo of thrilling delight nnd
swelling soul the wondrous story of theli
heroic deeds and more than human sac¬

rifices, and give thanks to God that such
men have lived. The" example of these
men's lives will continue to exert un

unseen influence In moulding the char¬
acters of coming generations to love of
nil that Is good and manly In men, long
after the marble shafts which commem¬
orate them shall have crumbled Into dust,
and as long as the universe shall en¬

dure."
Of tho army he said; "It was tho grand¬

est and noblest army the world ever saw

or over will sec, and the noblest and
grandest hero In that army was Its Im¬
mortal commander. Only such a man

was worthy of such an army; only "such
an army was Worthy such a man. One
could scarcely have been possible with¬
out the other.
"Robert E. Lee listened not to the te'mp-

Latlons and solicitations of ambition, but
refused the crown to accept the cross."
The speaker rendered with. beautiful

effect "The Sword of Robert E. Lee,"

fighting. Thus ft happened that they wore
tho last to nuit firing and.the last troops
to surrender.
Referring to another inscription he!

quoted from official statistics to show
that in the war the whole South had kill¬
ed 74,524 men, and North Carolina's loss
In killed was 19.GÎ3. Said 'he,, "The dust
of most of them lie In Virginia'soil. Sure¬
ly noble Virginians will not object lo our
honoring their memory and will not ob¬
ject to our ¦Inscribing upon their tomb
what the history records as facts. He said
there were soma Virginia soldiers
hurled In North Carolina soll, and, turning
to Governor Montague, Governor Glenn
said; "Whenever you wish to place ,'i
monument over their dust, we will wel¬
come you with wide open arms; you may
write anything you please In the stone to
their honor and glory, and all tho power
of North Carolina will be exerted to pro¬
tect and defend your tablets. I leave the
monument we to-day unvoll on your soil
In your keeping, ntul pray you to protect
and defend it." Amidst the shouts of the
multitude the two Governors cordially
shook hands on that proposition.

At tlio conclusion of Governor Glenn's
speech, and when the cheering liad
censori, the great throng, led by the
Land, sang "Tho Old North State."

fection. And this creative power 'was
wisely content with Its triumph and has
never been rashly imprudent enough to
hazard Jtn fume und glory by attempting
any Improvement or innovation.
"Out tho superior oí all superiors Is the

woman of the· South. Her character is
so grand that no eulogy can be extrava¬
gant. Indeed, the limitations of human
thought and human language make It im¬
possible to do justice to her worth. With¬
out her, our country would bo a dreury
wilderness without a sun. To tho service
of her God and her country she Is over

willing and ever ready to dedicate the
prayers of her soul; the energies of hor
minili and the strength of her· hands.
Everything that sho loves, everything
thrft sho expects or hopes for, she· delights
to Immolate ujion their altars, and this,
with tho enthusiasm of the martyr und
tho constancy of the patriot. Hers is a
courage which, being born of a devotion
to duty, which counts not numbers, knows
not fear, contemplates no culpable means
»and thinks of no rewards. Her judgment
knows nothing· but honor, Justice, truth
and charity, lier constancy is the same
In sunshine and shade, and her soul is
strengthened and refined by the'gleam of
adversity. Hor naturel timidity is In the
hour of danger and trial, supplanted by
polirti Be, whoso deeds have astonished and
delighted tho world. Sho knows no com-'1
promise with oppression, no apology for
cowardico and to hor martyrdom is bet¬
ter than dishonor, Her words inspired
tho Southern soldier to mighty deeds of
chivalrous valor; restrained him from ex.
cess In the hour of .victory and sustained
and cheered him In the darkness of de¬
feat. Sho hod the numi) sublime faith In
the'justlco of our cause ascili« ¡Musselman
feels when he turns to tlio Mecca, or the
devout Christian when he looks from
Calvary to Christ· Sho was the (ingoi of
his hospital, gliding along on noiseless
feet, ministering to tho needs bf tho sick
nnd wounded, wiping the death damp from
the brow.of the dying and closing tho
eyelid's of the dead,"

binatimi of railroads to exact unfalr^and
unjust rales, itnd sold the heavy hiihd of
the law W'1» needed to restrain corpora¬
tions from avarice and greed. He stated
that lio had endeavored to be placed on
such committees and to occupy such po¬
sitions as Lo best servo tho material In¬
terests of his State, and from his posi¬
tion as senior Democratic member of the
Committee on Claims, ho had been In a

position to secure appropriations of mnto-
rial benefit to the people of Virginia.
Ho cited further his nmendment se¬

curing Southern representation on tho
railroad rato bill and his Intention to

press same, because bo thought It of
especial bonclU to tho people of tho
South to have a friend at court.

Tongue of Slander.
Senator Martin said! the. tongue of the

slanderer had connected him with tho
railroads. He luid at ono time bc¿n con¬

nected with a rnilroad as attorney, for
It, and In several counties at thousands
a year a« retaining fee. He said he had
resigned the position when he wns elected
senator twelve years ago, and he further
said that when he was elected, Mr. .In¬
golle,' the president of the Chesapeake
and Ohio, nnd every other railroad presi¬
dent In Virginia, opposed him and so far
as he knew and believed, every railroad
president opposed him now. ,

He advocated Federal appropriations to
roods, nnd said he proposed to fight for
such nn approprinoli.' stating that too
much of the monoy obtained by taxation
of the whole country was .expended In
the North for pensions nnd appropriations
for public buildings nnd harbor improve¬
ments, but said that the only way a

rural community could get any benefit
would be by Federal aid to roads. The
senator concluded his able speech by ask¬
ing his audience In an Impressive mnn-

ner to search his record. If 1 have been
unfaithful; If I have neglected your In¬
terests; If I have In any particular failed
In my duty to the people of Virginia, vote
against me. he said. In closing, he suited
that he was willing to be Judged by the
voice of the people of the Commonwealth
and to abide by their Judgment. Sena¬
tor Martin's speech was listened to with
rapt attention and was applauded through¬
out, especially was it commended for its
highj and dignified plane, and the abso¬
lute absence of nil personalities and per¬
sonal allusions.
