NEGRO STABBED TO DEATH

Police Detectives Can Find No
Trace of Senator Bcasley's

Missing1 Son.

NORFOLK, VA., April 12.-The crew

of tho three-masted schooner Blanche
Hopkins, Captain .1. 15. Harvey, of Phila¬
delphia, was saved this morning. The

vessel was discovered stranded by the

life-savers of Chlcainlcomico nnd Gull

Shoal Llfo-Savihg Stations at midnight,
and the surf boats of both stations went

to the rescuo and saved the nine men of

the crew and brought them to the shore,
where they were provided for.

Tho statement of Captain Harvey Is

tjiat the schooner was bound from New
York to Savannah, with a cargo of ce¬

ment, and was strnndud by coming too
near the beach. The schooner lies In

eight foot of water, with six feot of
water In her hold,, three miles north of
Gull Shoal Station und thirty miles north
of Hulleras. The Mcrrltt and Chapman
.Wrecking Company will send a tug from
here to-night to be reudy to (assist the
stranded schooner at daybreak In the
morning. She could not have arrived to-
duy In time to be of any service to the
vessel and the cargo,
William S. Ireland, of Philadelphia, is

the owner of the schooner, and she wus

built ¿it Camdcn. X. J., In 1880.

SING KEE GOES HOME.

Judge Waddill Declined to Send
Htm a Prisoner.

NORFOLK, VA., April 12..Sing Kee,

a Chinese latindryman, sixty-eight years
old, who was some months ago arrested
by Immigration Inspector Morton for de¬
portation, because of his failure to pro¬
duce papers of residence under the Gary
exclusion act, but whom Judge Waddill,
on account of the Chinaman's age and
bed health, refused to send out of the
country, has of his own accord left Nor¬
folk ami gone back to China to spend tho
remainder of his days.
Kee, after bidding his many Chinese

and American friends here farewell, de¬
parted from Norfolk Monday for Van¬
couver, on the Cnnadln n Pacifie coa'st;
where he will early next week take pas¬
sage on a steamer direct for China.
Kee has lived in this country for. thirty

yenre, and his reluctance to return to
China was due to his belief that all of
his relatives and· friends were dead. He
refused assistance and paid $150 for his
passage out of his small store, rather
than appeal to the government to send
him back as a prisoner.

The, Ringing of Fire Bells Un¬
duly Excited Him in

His Illness.

PETERSBURG. VA., April 12..The

Petersburg Jail passed muster under the

closest. Inspection of a committee ap¬

pointed by the court. Dr. W. F. Drewry,

Charles M. Brlstow and Albert C. Tip-
ton submitted a report to Judge Mullen

to-day, commending the sanitary condi¬

tici of the building, and complimenting
the city sergeant and his deputies on

their management ot the Institution.
The report recommends a number of

important improvements, among which
are separate and properly equipped rooms

for sick prisoners, and a special apartment
for the accommodation of the Insane.
The committee also suggests the mainte¬
nance of a vegetable garden as a means

of providing outdoor work for the pris-
onersj and' emphasizes the Importance
of separating young prisoners from the
older and more hardened class of criml-
nais.

Liquor Men Appeal to .the Court
Against Council's Decision.

the Circuit Court. The' Town Council
has twlco refused to recommend nny of

the Circuit Court has refused to grant
the license without such recommendation,
The barkeepers now have in circula¬

tion a number' of petitions asking that
the Council recommend them favorably
to the court. They hope, by getting a

majority of the voters In the town to

sign the petition, that tho Council may
ho prevailed upon to give them tho. re¬

quired recommendation. Opposing peti¬
tions are also bolng circulated by mem¬

bers of tho Anti-Saloon League.
