State board will'tako up and consider the
charges Implied ,by Mr. J. D, lOggleston,
Jr., of, Prlnco Edward, In his announce¬
ment of oandldacy for State superinten¬
dent. Tho principal charge into which
tho board will inquire is that which al¬
leges that tho "board has boen imposed
upon and Hint exorbitant charges are
made for tho .Virginia School Register.
Just nlong what lines tho Inquiry will
bo had Is not Indicated, nor Is It stated
that Mr. Eggloston will bo formally .naked
to appear nnd state his ground for ,thc
assertions made. If Is not regarded as
probable that anything sensational will bo
developed. <

Will Combine Districts.
The board will take up tho work." al¬

ready tentatively undertaken, of district¬
ing tho State for division suporlntend-
ontR. Thero are now 117, of which sev¬
enteen aro city superintendent^ nlncty-

King George and Caroline, Ches¬
terfield and Manchester. Powhatan nnd
Cumberland, Amelia and Nottoway, New¬
port News city and Warwick county.

It
Is Immaterial, ho contends, whothor rip
was known to bo tho author of tho reg¬
ister or not. Mr. Thomas contends that
as tho book was designed to secure uni¬
formity of records nnd reports, it is nec¬

essarily a single list-book.

THOMAS'S STATEMENT.

Declares That He Is Proprietor
of Register.Law With Him.
Appended Is tlio statement of Principal

Julian P. Thomas, of tho Riohmond High
School, regarding tho. school register re¬
ferred to:
To the Editor of The Times-Dispatch:
Sir,.In the announcement of his candi¬

dacy for Stato Superintendent of Public
Instruction, Mr.. J. JD. Egglcston alludes
to the Virginia School Register In such
a way as to reflect upon the State Board
of Education, nnd possibly to affect In¬
juriously the reputation of others.

X deslro to stAto that.I am tho owner
of the Virginia School Reglstor, and that
no'ono else has any Interest whatever
in It. I desire further to state all the
facts about which so much lnqulsltlvcness
has .been shown.
Under the school law, I, as well as all

other teachers, have the right to write
school brinks or invent appliances for
use In the publlo schools, and to make
contracts with the State Board of Edu¬
cation for their,use. The statute says
so. But,. Independently of- the statute,,
common sense and common experience
show that this Is my right. Perhaps no
namo of any teacher in Virginia is held
In higher or more deserved reverence
than that of John B. Mlrior. late profes¬
sor of law at the University of Virginia.
He wrote the books that his students
bought and studied. But would It occur
to any one to 'belittle this teacher's repu¬
tation or his work or his reward for this?
Would any one criticise tho University
of Virginia for allowing it? The same
reasoning applies to humbler teachers,
and their humbler works. It cannot bo
contended, therefore, that I did not havo
the right to.compile a school register and
make my contract concerning it with the
State Board of Education.
But It Is contended that I was not

known, to bo the author of the register.
It Is Immaterial whether the board knew
the authorship of it or not. If they knew
It, then the contract was. mado as the
letter of tho law directs. If they did not
know It, then the work was selected
solely-upon dts. own merits, and this was
even moro In accord with the spirit of
the Jaw, which Is Intended to prevent
any undue- Influence by reason ofthe
teacher's position: for, the author being
unknown, his posif.jon as teacher was
thus prevented from Influencing the
board.
But Mr. Egglestoh's article Implles^hat'

the' law required the board to' do this
work themselves, and .that they neglected
to do so, or thnt they foolishly or Igno-
rantly. mado an Improper, bargain with
some scheming person, who has over¬
reached and outwitted them. But one*
might think that the State Board .of Edu¬
cation,-composed of tho Governor of tho
State, the Attorney-General, the Super¬
intendent of Public Instruction, besides
the eminent professors and teachers on

the board, would be capalble of making
a proper ipargaln with an ordinary teach¬
er or publisher; that they would exam¬
ine what thoy were buying and agree on

a fair price; that thoy knew their rights
and duties, the .attornoy-goneral being
their legal adviser.
But Mr. Eggleston speaks of tho regis¬

ter as a singlo list book. As the object
of tho register Is to secure uniform re¬

ports and statistics, it Is hard to see how
this could be otherwise. One would be
laughed nt should he contend for a dif¬
ferent form of tax books or poll books
Cor different localities.
But what Is the Virginia School Regis¬

ter, and what contracts have been made
concerning it In tho past?
In-_8fl Mr. t,. R. Holland, then first

clerk and secretory of the board, with
the Assistance of several teachers and
school officers, published a school rogls-
tor, submitted It to the board, and It was
adopted, Its prlco being seventy-five cents
a copy. From 388G to 189S It was repeat¬
edly rondopted at tho same price.
'In 1S08 I mado my register. To do this

T prooured some sixty school registers
from the most Important States and cities
in the Union. All these I examined with
the utmost care, so ns to make tho best
register I could. I examined nil the
changes In tho school Ia.ws,, so ns to make
my -register conform thereto. It con¬
tains full directions to toachers for its
use,with a carefully prepared page Illus¬
trating how tho school records 'should be
kept; tho' school laws nnd regulations
thnt tho teachers' have to he familiar
with; a suggestive dally programme for
recitations, nnd blanks for adapting It.to
the school; a dally_rocord of attendance
of pupils and tho"~studlos thoy pursue;
torm records; a register of pupils for
each term; a record of visitors to tho
school; an itemized inventory of tlio
school property, Including necessary In¬
formation concerning the school houso.
Each register is designed to lost each
school from four to six years, and tho
average cost to the State cannot oxceed
from fifteen to twenty cents per school
per year, In making this register J, of
course, took the chance of losing my
work should it not be ndoptod. It was a'
business vonturo which might ray or,
might not, just ns Is tho case with.every
school hook tliat Is printed. It contained
moro and cost moro labor than tho regis¬
ter formerly used.yet the price was tho
same. Prior to Mr. Holland's roglster. I
am Informed that such records cost the
State far more, hut I do not )tnow tho
facts «s to thoso older records,
*But whether It has been profitable to

too or not, a contract was made In, ro-
>rard to It by competent parties. The
State wns represented by her highest offi¬
cers, and thoy examined the work and
agreed upon n- price for It which they
deemed proper, nnd which was proper.
Now, who wero tho men representing

the State's Interest in these contracts for
the post eighteen years?
