The
defense offered the evidence of wives and
relatives of prisoners who swore that
tho defendants were nt home- In »bed
when tha crime wns alleged to have been
committed.

Whitecap Cases Called.

JACKSON. MISS., May 12.--The Frank¬
lin county white cap cases were called
for trial to-day In the Federal Court.
The cases agajnst A. M. Newman, coun¬
ty assessor; J.' N. Halford. county treas¬
urer, and six others were called first.
Demurrers were filed alleging that the
indictments charge no specific offenses.
Judge Nlles took the matter under ad¬
visement. United States Senator Mc-
Laurin is among the attorneys for the
defense. Throe hundred Franklin coun¬
ty citizens are under Indictment, charged
with intimidating government home¬
steaders.

Visible Cotton Supply.
(By Associated Press.)

NEW ORLEANS, May 12..Secretary
Hester's statement of the world's visible
supply of cotton, issued to-day, shows:
The total visible is 4,064.433 bales against
4,077,S24 last week and 2,728.580 last year.
Of this the total of American cotton is
2,704,443 hales against 2,823.S24 last week
and 1.643,580 last year. Of all other kinds,
Including Egypt, Brazil. India, etc., 1.300,-
000 bales agaitiBt 1,264,000 Inst week1 nnd
I'.OW.OOO last year. Of the world's visible
supply of cotton there is now afloat and
held in Great Britain nnd Continental
Europe 1,970,000 bales against 1,096,000 last
year; in Egypt, 186,000 bales against 107,000
last year. In India, 877,000 hales against
458,000, and In the United States, 1,031 000
bales against 508,000 last year.
It must be remembered that weekly,

monthly and season's comparisons in Sec¬
retary Hester's reports aro made up to
corresponding dates last year and year
before, and not t(i close of corresponding
weeks. For Instance, May 12th, this yenr,
compares with May 12th in the three pre¬vious years.
