"The 17nited States hos heretofore and
now reserved to taclf, by means of pro-
tective tariifs, ‘a large mensure of the
commeree incident to supplying the needs
and wants of ita elghty milllon people,
That which It ylelds to others it yields,
with few and unlmportant exceptions, lo
ull on equal terme, und glves no prefer-
enges to any country or lo any people.
The [few carafully gunrded oxceptlons
only emphasize the polley, nnd the slight
advantage grinted ‘the republic’ of Cubi
bul evidences man's nuatural regard for
his offspring, and does not mark the
Innuguration of o new poiley.

“1 hape It will not be consldered out of
plaee to add (hat the United States is
conalstent ‘with Itself, in that it criticlses
no witlon for levying dutles, be they ever
=0 high, \vhe;n levied either for purposes
