The Committee's Blunder.
The primary plan adopted by the Demo¬

cratic State Convention provides that
"nil persons participating In any of said
elections shall thereby be considered as

binding themselves to vote for the nomi¬

nee, or nominees, In the ensuing general
clecUon." In other words, the convention
plan does not pledge the voter to do
more than support the nominees of thnt
primary In the next regular election.
Yet the City Committee, which Is acting
under that plan, proposes to hind all vot¬
ers In tho local primary "to support the
Democratic party in city, State and na¬

tional elections."
It Is clear to us that tho committoo has

transcended its* authority, but whether
so or not. It has committed a íblunder,
and its action should he reconsidered ns

soon as possible. Democrats of Richmond
cannot bo driven, and If tho broad and
far-reaching plcdeo which the commit¬
tee proposes bo printed on tho ballot,
many Democrats will either erase it or

refrain from voting.
The object of the committee should bo

to bring out as largo a vote ns possible,
not to discourage and exclude.

The Dust NuÍ3ance Abroad.

The action of tho water is, therefore, but
too often very disintegrating In effoet.
equal, in fact, to a really heavy thunder
shower."

But tho Russian masses

arc ignorant nnd havo becomo nccus·

tomed to the domination of tho Czar.

There Is no middle clnss In Russia The

population Is divided Into the nobles and

the pensants. Of course, there are work-

lngmen nnd thero nro merchants, but

they aro confined to tho cities, and con¬

stitute a small fraction of tho whole

population.
Mr. »Melville E. Stone, general manager

of the Associated Press, brings out those

facts admirably in an nrtlcle, appearing
In' the New York Tribune of Sunday.
At the outset he states that of tho onn

hundred and forty, millions now com¬

posing tho population of Russin, ono

hundred and twenty-six millions aro en¬

tirely Illiterate, and tnko no ¡ntorest in

and exert no Influence upon public af¬

fairs whatever.
That simple statement Is enough in It¬

self to tell tho story and to show thnt

anything like a sudden and general''revo¬
lution In Russia Is Impossible.
V'Four days after the war broke out,'
says Mr. Stono, "I left St. Petersburg
for Berlin, and all the wny down to Wlr-
ballen, on the Russian sido of tho fron¬
tier, was naturally anxious to know ot
any new developments at Port Arthur.
While tho whole civilized world outside
of Russia was throbbing over tho dra¬
matic story of the torpedo attack upon
tho Russian ships of war and tho de¬
struction of the Yarlag and Korletz nt

Chemulpo; while this exciting news was

known in the homes of every town In the
United States, I loft the train both- at
Wllna and nt Dvlnsk to ask the station-
masters: 'Havo you any late news?'
'·" 'News of what?'
" 'The war.'
" 'What ivarV
"They stared at me with polite sur¬

prise and stolid Ignorance. I did not
answer, because, as thoy were merely
Russians, I feared that tho facts might
not interest them.
"I went back to tho train and waited

for Wlrballen. At tho news stand of tho
station I asked for tho (French nnd Ger¬
man papers. They offered me the Illus¬
trated papers and comic Journnls of the
week preceding. I explained that I
wanted the dally papers, and they
promptly offered mo a Berlin paper four
day.*» old. But It ha;! been to St. Peters¬
burg before It returned to Wlrballen on

tho train preceding mine, and contained
no reference to the wnr.
"All tho peoples of tho world knew of

tho war except tho Russian peasants.
Tho great current of their common Ufé
moved ¡on without disturbance. Men
cnmi! and wont to their ordinary; avoca¬

tions; fow knew that thero .was,a war,
nnd nil wero entirely Indifferent' respect¬
ing It. So they have moved ever since,
and It would bo entirely safo to say that
a vast number of tho people oí ¡Russia
do not know to-dny that a war has been
In progress. And when one' talks ,of a

revolution, which Is either a great popu¬
lar movement or nothing, how is a revo¬

lution-to occur among a people nine-
tenths of whom aro plunged In "a crass

ignorance which Is equaled only by their
utter ¡ndlfferenco?"
True, tho peasants may be educated,

but if so. It must bo In the schools of

tho Czar, and at best It would take' many
years of careful training to teach such

a people tho art of self-government. Rus¬
sia is not America.
