CLIFFORD'S INN'S
LINK IN AIM

Sir Purdon Clarke Unravelled a

Mystery in an Exquisite
Treasure of thc Past.

PENHALLON-PENWARIN ARMS

In Portsmouth and in " Boston
Live Those Whose Ancestors
Founded Enduring Name.

LONDON, .May 19..It has not often

happened that to find missing links In

family histories,.or to establish the au¬

thenticity of antiques, England has fait It
necessary to turn to America, but that is

Just what has happened in tho case of
one of tho latest acquisitions to the South
Kensington'Museum. The story is of ad-'
dltional .Interest to. Americans from
tho fact that Sir Purdon Clarke,, the. di¬

rector of that Institution, recently accept¬
ed the charge of the Metropolitan Mu-'
scum of Art In New York.
There is now etandlng In London, but

about to bo demolished, an old building,
a sort of rookery, which for" centuries
has been to solicitors Just what por¬
tions of'.the Temple havo meant to bar¬
risters and literary' men.houses, offices,
In short," a sort of profeaslonal abode, with
on atmosphere of· Its own. ·'

Clifford's Inn dates from 1310, having
been built by Robert de Clifford.' la 1344
his widow let to the students "of the law
for the .sum of 'flU.0 per annum",' and
from that time it grew'-.to"be a sort'.of-
adjiinct to the'Inner Temple.. Coke, the'¦
famous laws er, once lived .· there,/ and
much later George Dyer, '-mentioned-:'by
Chnrlea Lamb, who Leigh Hunt," the" poet,
often visited.

An Example of Wren.
In the hulldlng'was a room whose rich

panel decorations had long been fam¬
ous. Though-the fine carvings and tra¬
ceries had been hidden under layer after
layer of paint, the beauty was still there,
and when the building was sold, two

years ago, Sir Purdon Clarke and several
other distinguished architects who saw

the chamber pronounced it unmistakably
an example of the time of Sir Christo¬
pher -Wren.
At Sir Pur.don's suggestion 'the South'

Kensington Museum purchased the room

at nn outlay of about £600, nnd the whole«
of the paneling has recently been eet

up in the Museum, where .thero are a

number of, examples of rooms ot differ¬
ent periods.
The paneling ,of this room Is in oak,

of. beautiful grain, and the carved deco¬
rations are partly In cedar. Over the
mantel is an exquisite design of roses and
leaves, in the center of which Is a coat
.»(¦-arms. -It was this shield whlch'fur-
nlshed a clue to the origin, of. the room,
and at the samé Unie provided a puzzle'.
When any new acquisiton is made by

the South -Kensington Museum,'the di¬
rector has made it a practice to learn as

much as possible about \ its history, and
Inthls case patient research was begun.
After a time it was found that the room
had been tenanted by John Penhollow,
who was admitted to the Inn in 1674, tho
chambers being afterwards known as Nd.
3. ;.
The building was rebuilt in 16S6 and

John Penhollow was afterwards admtUed
to the chamber in which the paneling,
was erected, nnd also to another cham¬
ber over it, "in consideration," so run
the records, "of the interest which he had
In his old chamber before It was rebuilt,
and also of tho money which, he. hath
laid in rebuilding the same chamber."
Penhallow was evidently a man of great

wealth, for the money which he expended
in rebuilding the chamber must havo
represented a considerable outlay. He
was, in consequence of his act, not only
granted two sets .(leases) for his own
lifetime, but also two assignments that
Is to say, for two further lives.
Anything further about John Penhallow

it was difficult to learn, though tho
"conies feeding,'· on the shield above the
mantel, wero easily found to bo part of
tho coat of arms of the Penhallow fam¬
ily, now extinct in England, except
through tho Cernale line. The shield had
been painted .in fancy colprs, and -this
put investigators off tho track, as color
plays such an important part in heraldry.
After moró patient research it was

learned that a John Penhallow, of Corn¬
wall, hnd married a Mnry Penwarin, In
tho time of Henry, VIII., and that tho
quarterlies on the shlold with the Pen¬
hallow conies were the arms of her fam¬
ily. Tracing the family down, It was
found that though this particular branch
had become extinct· here, one scion, Sam¬
uel Penhallow, by name, had emigrated
to America toward the close of the seven¬

teenth century, where he hod become a

Judge In Portsmouth, ?. H.
Looking over a copy of Matthew's

American Blue Book, Sir Purdon Clarke
found there the name of Mr. Charles Pen¬
hallow, of.Boston, with the coat of arms
identical with tho ono over the mantel of
tho old room, and wrote to him about the
matter.'
Mr, Penhallow was oblo to supply Sir

Purdoi) with some interesting details,
from,whloh it appears that the last John
Ponhullow was a cousin of Samuel, John
Penhallow occupied No, 3 until his death,
which took placo in 1718, Just ton years
before that of his American cousin. His
son,- Benjamin, succeeded him In the pos¬
session of the chamber, which after Ben¬
jamin's death passed into other hands.
The panels and decorations of the cham¬
ber have been scraped free of paint*« and
it is looked upon as a valuable acquisi¬
tion to tho Museum.
S|r Purdon Clarke Is naturally much

pleased with the successful outcome ot
the research, and particularly that It
had an important American connection,
That Sir Pùrdon will be sorely missed
at the South Kensington Museum .Is evi¬
dent from what I have hoard officials of
tho Museum -ay,
"It would be easy enough to get a mere

museum director," said one, "but where
are we _olne to find, another man who'
knows about everything1 from architec¬
ture to carpets, who has traveled every¬
where, who keeps' travellig, and* who is
always picking up art treasures In tho
most out of tho way places "

Separation of Church and State
Still thc Preoccupation of the

Hour, Though No Ono
Knows Where Great

Debate Will
End.

PARIS, May 27..Throughout the entire

week tho Chamber of Deputies has con¬

tinued to debate tho.project for the sepa¬
ration of Church nnd State. But the con-
dirions are not now what they were.

You'have not forgotten that the òppo-
sltlon and the socialists have come to an

understanding on Article 4 of the'pro-,
posed measure, the article that provides
for the transfer of certain Church prop¬
erties to various religious societies which
are yet to be formed. The right had
thought that surely the majority would
profit by this transfer to turn over tho
said property to certain black sheep ot

,Uif) Church. So you can easily imagine
the joy that permeated the eight when
tho socialists let it be known that no so-

clety could take over the property oí the.
associations unless those societies were

strlctfy jln accord with tho whole Cath¬
olic organization.
The meaning of,this was not to be ques¬

tioned. The wealth of the. associations
was to go to no one not acceptable to the
Pope and the Bishops. The most ordinary
sense-of honor wqitld.of course, have dic¬
tated that such should be the case. The
article, in this sense, had the full support
of M. Jaurès. :,

many ordinary' judges 'to bring dishonor -

upon themselves "by taking a dishonest
advantage or their position In settling
any possible dispute.
So this squall, too, has passed over the

horizon. But, In the meantime, day. after
day drags on. It looks now very ,much
as though the chamber could not get
through with this debate until the month
of July, and ns for the Senato, It could
vory well keep the matterrgoing on Into
the* year lflOO,, when tho general elections
will bo held. So oven after, all that has
been done and said, no ono can say ex¬

actly, where It will.all end.
This parliamentary struggle, bo It un¬

derstood. Is'tho great, "hot to say, absorb¬
ing, thème at the present; moment. Other
matters come and go; but this Is the
great preoccupation.

Strike of the Lyons Police.
As a samplet those lesser events that

como and go was the strike of tho police
forcai at Lyons. Por a time. Indeed,
there were serious fears for the safety
of that second city of France. The po¬
licemen were in tho right.there was no
denying that. Nor did the Minister of the
Interior deny It, but by a display of tact,
as well as flrmness, ha had them all
back to work with but trifling delay.
Ho granted tho Justness of most of their
claims and promised to concede thorn,
but only after they had resumed their
duties. Tho strlko came to an end with
commendable speed. The strikers won,
and yot so did publie authority.
It was tho sama at Corrozo, where all

the railroad employes, the motal workers
and the oivlllan personnel of the arms
manufactory went out. Thero was a quick
understanding, and tho strikera were back
bofore tholr strlko had fairly begun.
And now wo nro getting' ready as best

avo may to greet the young King of
Spain, who Is to oanie hero shortly on
a friendly visit. In splto of the abortive
efforts of some« incorrigible "loaders" to
bring about manifestation» of an un.
friendly naturo, It is pretty certain that
the Spanish monarch will get a cordial
reception here. The French public Is not
disposed to accept a bad reputation from
the hands of a fqw disgruntled révolu-
tionarles. j. oORN£U.Y.
