The opening wa* firm at an ad¬
vance oí í'a¡ points on over-night buying order*
and Utile bull «support, encouraged by very firm
»pot markets at nil points, particularly at Liv¬
erpool, whero prices were 28 American point*
higher on sales of 8,000 bales. Liverpool future*
wero somewhat under expectations and the
.\yaether, with tho possible exception of rather
heavy rains In the vicinity of Llttlo Rock,
was favorable, but after some Irregularity the
market continued to advance, and shortly after
mid-day readied a net gain of 6«_5S point* on ac-
tivo months. Bull* were disappointed, appar¬
ently, that fresh stop-loss orders were not un¬
covered at 9c. for October, and the market at
this Jevvl met Increased pressure from both
accounts. Further fluctuation* were very Ir¬
regular, but the market generally speaking,
worked downward nnd closed eteady In tone,
but at just, abovo the lowest for the nesslon.

SHOT TO DEATH

His Head and Body Were
Riddled With Buck¬

shot.

WAS ASSISTING IN AN ARREST

Shooting in the Dark, and Not
Known Who Fired the

Buckshot.

(8pcc!al to Tho Times-Dispatch.)
DUNN, N. C, June.2.1..Qeorgo C. Bas«,

a rural freo delivery mall carrier, wns
shot to death this morning between 1 and
2 o'clock about seVfon miles from here,
whllo assisting tho sheriff and his depu¬
ties in their efforts to capture William
Henry Smith, nn escaped convict from the
chain gang ot Wayno county.
Smith is a notorious, desperate and

violent criminal, nnd the sheriff had sev¬
eral deputies nnd assistants, all well
armed, to assist him. An examination
shows that Bass was completely riddled
with buckshot from the back of his
head down; soveral entered tho hack of
his head. Ho dlod in about two minutes
after it was found out that ho was shot.
It all occurred in thé dark, and several
shots wero fired. It seems that Smith
was up and apprehending troublo; It Is'
not known who nop how many woro
there to assist him in resisting tho at¬
tack of the o'fficera.
AC present it Is not known who did

'the fatal shooting.whether it was an
occidental shot by ono of the sheriff's
posso or by somo ono stationed o.n the
outside of the negro hut to prevent the
arrest of Smith. It le reported hero to¬
day that the posso became scattçrod or

divided, and no ono knows who dealt
the death-dealing shot. The facts In full
will doubtless conio out beforo tho cor¬

oner's Inquest.
The scene of this sad affair was In

what Is called tho "neck" section, be¬
tween the Capo Fear River and tho
Beaver Dams, and also between Upper
and Lowor Little Blvors. Tho nogro
house is situated in a cotton field' and an
orchard surrounds the houeo.
Boss was à young man of about thirty

years of age and of good' character. Ho
waa highly regarded here, and his death
Is greatly deplored. Ho leaves a wlfo
and small child.

Th- couple were very much
embarrassed,; as they were' strangers
and knçw no one in town. But good
luck was with them, ana after a wait of
about half an houi;, Mr. R.. B. Simpson,
a tobacconist, of Martinsvllle, was found,
and he gladly said the word 'which re¬
moved the first obstacle. But. the regis¬
ter said he must have some one to Iden¬
tify Mr. Simpson, and Captain Phillips,
of the Norfolk ana Western, did that.
