General Indications for Cotton

Are Not Very Good.
(By Associated Press.)

WASHINGTON, July 18..Tho weekly
bulletin of the Weather Bureau on crop
conditions «ays:
While too rapid growth of cotton and

light fruiting are very generally reported
throughout the cotton belt, an Improve¬
ment Is indicated In many districts. The
crop continues to suffer from lack of
cultivation, especially In the central and
western portion« of tho pelt, where, how¬
ever, the weather of the past week, has
been favorable lor cleaning the fields,
a work which ha· been pursued vigor»
ously. In Mississippi, Louisiana and Ar¬
kansas, reports of abandoned fields con¬

tinue. Pamege by boll wenvlls In Texas
generally is not great, thou«ii consider¬
able in localities.
Too much rain ha» caused injury to

tobacco In Kentucky, Virginia and Mary¬
land, where the crpp has suffered from
lack of cultivation, hut notwithstanding
these condition», the outlook in Kentucky
1« promising. A marked Improvement Is
noted In Opio, Pennsylvania and New

York, the crop le doing well in Now

England, Indiana and Wlsconain. Cleav¬
ing is progressing in the Carolinas, where
tho yield ia below the average.
