
FISHING PARTY FROM
MILLER'S SCHOOL

[Experiences of Seven Youngsters
on a Trip Into the

Valley.
(Special to The Tlmcs-Dlspatch.)

Mtitilan SCHOOL, VA., July ?!·..Our

jinrty of seven, composed of ISlllntt Vaw-
tor, Eugene ?. Taylor, Phil Taylor, Charlie
Jennings, Mercer Farrnr, Charles Ham¬
ner and Kobort Douglas, left the Miller
BchOòl after a delightful preparation,
early M outlay morning, July ??? 17th.
The moon was shining brightly, and with
nothing but Bntesvlllo to impede our

course, we took It easy, On passing Mi··

Cue's residence, one of our party claimed
ho saw a light burning In the haunted
house; whether fnct or fancy, wo do not

know; but one thing Is certain, It did not
take long to get away from that place,
nnd ever after that wo had the misfor¬
tune to miss one. of our party, but whom
it was we do not know. Further Up the
road Phil. Taylor's car suddenly became
a. "little buggy." "Doctot*" litigone. Tay¬
lor was quickly drawn to his ear and
resorted to heroic treatment, such as to¬
bacco smoke and water Inserted by main
force nnd awkwardness The bug con¬

cluded thnt "where thnro Is so much
»¡moke, there must be fire," so It quickly
backed out, much to the delight of the

jvitlont. Long Ilvo "Doctor" Taylor.
Wo passed through Afton at 3 o'clock

fn the morning. We nrouscd the sie
lng ticket agent, who took us for ? gang
of desperadoes (for we wore uniforms
resembling those of Jesse James's gang).
The top of the mountain was reached

by 4:30 A, M.i where we prepared our

first breakfast. Climbing the mountain
jiut our appetites on edge, so wo ato

After
passing through Basio'Oty nnd Wayne«-
boro, the tent was pitched for camping
on the bank of North River.
TJhat morning Hamncr and Jennings

were sent to tho nearest spring for water.

They not only returned with spring
Vator, but with a spring chicken.
Tho party did not question as tó the

coít thereof, whether conscience or allver
.wero at stoke.
In the afternoon the party visited tho

famous city of Waynosboro.soma to see

their girls and others to create a sensa¬

tion.
The people thought that we were tho

'Augusta Guards, and with due respect
to that organization, we did not deny
them this honor. We told others that we
vero a special surveying corps from
Newport News, but nothing In their esti¬
mation could equal tho Augusta Guards.
Tho most trying thing on our nervous

System was the continuous gaze of mul¬

titudes who (as one of our friends said)
came clear outside of the population Just
to see us.
That night we wero compelled to keep

¦natch. Vawter and Farrar wero to watch
until 11 o'clock. They entered upon their

duties without murmur, but at 9:30 they
became sleepy; therefore they pushed
Father Time up to 11 o'clock and called
for Douglas and Informed him that "his

hour had come," also adding that a dog
of Goliath proportions was lurking around

Uio camp, and to keep a sharp lookout
for trouble.
Douglas said. "Thank you," and con¬

tinued his journey into the Land of Nod.

The chief Baker and Butler were

awake a' ? o'clock, and after much ex¬

perience in domestic science, announced
that breakfast was ready*· at 7:30 A. M.
But the sleeping beauties decided that

We encountered a large auto¬
mobile, which scared our "thoroughbreds'1
and nearly upset our vehicle. fining up
the mountain, WO had to "ride and tic,'
but we finally reached Mountain Top at

12 o'clock In the night, where we camped
for the night. Wo slept soundly until
very early in tho morning, when WO
were awakened by rain, and after belli ?
well-soaked by rain, we fed our horses
and »torteO f·«*· homo^
Wo reached the school Saturday morn¬

ing about ten O'clock; singing "There's
Ño Placo Like Home." Our friends were

In time to see us.

Add from 2 to 2 1-2 pounds
of silgar to tho gallon. It may bo sot
away until fermentation ceases, then put
stopper In the bottles.

We know of no law allownlg the treas¬

urer to rent oui land for tho purpose of
collecting the luxes, though section 824 of
the Code of Virginia authorizes tho
treasurer to levy upon the goods and
chattes of the tenant or other person
In possession of tho real ostato under
the right or estato assessed with taxes

on the land, giving to the tenant the

right to in- reimbursed, out of tho rent.

The Mann Law.
Editor of The Tlmes-Dlspatch:

READER.
Tho "Mann law" Is an amendment to

the general revenue law, Just seven lines'
In length, and provides tho method of
securing a license to sell liquor In tho
country, It doos not npply to oltlos,
lowns of over five hundred Inhabitants
or to watering places.
About forty thousand voters petitioned

tho I-eglslaturo to onnot the law. The
Methodist, Baptist and Christian
Churches, by their ofllolal State bodies,
endorsed tho law, and nil the other
churches favor It, It was passed by a

Democratic Deglslaturo and signed by a

Democratic Governor, and will bo found
In the Acts of Assembly, 1902-3-1, page
220, linos 13-1«. It became effective April
10. 1903.
Tho law Is not a prohibitivo measure.

trary to a sound publie, policy or Injuri¬
ous to the moral or the material Inter¬
ests of tho community,

Along with the "Mann law" there was

an amendment to the revenue law dou¬
bling tho tax on bar-rooms.
The following are some of the benefits

which have been derived from tho law;
There aro ,707 fewer bar-rooms In Vir¬

ginia than before tho law was passed.
G? consequence of the Increased tax on

the saloons which remain, there has
been an annual Increase In-the revenue

derived from liquor licenses of a little
over $107,5CO.
Thero has been a material decrease la

the criminal expenses in tho districts
affected by· tho Taw.
Thore has been a marked Increase In

tho security and prosperity of the coun¬

try districts.
But, perhaps, the most slgfnlflcant ev-.

Idoneo of the good accomplished by the
law Is tho fact that not a single case

ot a criminal assault upon a white wo¬

man has been reported from the district
covered by the "Mann law" since it be¬
came effective; nor has there been a

singlo lynching In tho country dlstrlay/.
I have not attempted to discuss the

merits of the law, hut huvo merely
stated a few facts, which I believe the
people should know.
