TO WEIGH SIXTEEN OUNCES

Sub-Committee Adopts Measure,
and Sends It to City

Attorney.

After bearing discussion pro and con

for over two hour« last night on the
DonLenvy ordinance, rotiulrlng tlm't all
bread' «old ln Richmond shall weigh na

much as sixteen ounce« to tho loaf, th·
eubconimltttco from the Ordinance Coni-
mltteo having tho matten ln churge,
adopted nn. amendment offered' by Mr.
Lynch, fixing the minimum weight at
fourteen ounces, and referred tho ordi¬
nance to the city attorney for his oplnloa
as to Its constitutionality,
Mr. Ulalr offered an urneiidment making

it fourteen and one-half ounces; nnd whor
this was rejected, he served notice that
he would submit a minority report and
fight for It at the proper time.
The subcommittee was composed of

Messrs. Umlauf (chairman); Blair nnd
Lynch, and they were all present. Mr.
DonLcavy, the patron of the proposition
was on hand, ns wero a large number
of bakers.
Mr. DonLenvy was the first speaker. Ho

presented petitions from some 10,000 clt-
Uens, asking that tho ordlnanco be adopt¬
ed, and made a brief speech supporting
tho ordinance. Mr. Lynch wanted It re¬
ferred nt onco to the city attorney foe
hi« opinion but the patron said Mr. Pol¬
lard had told him It was valid, nrid that
he would bo willing to go before any
court with It.

To Protect the People.
He declared ho was seeking to protect

tho people and not to Injure the manu¬
facturing bakers. He said other cities'
now had such measures nnd that Rich¬
mond people worn entitled to protection«
Mr. DonLenvy said that In Washington,

where such·a law exist«, bakers get from
$10 to $26 per week, while they are paid
only $11 to $11 here, lie contended thnt
a barrel of flour, when 'made, up, would
net the' manufacturing baker $2~2S, ami lie
submitted· figures by which he sought to
establish this contention,
Mr. John M. Ryall spoke for the ordi¬

nance, representing the Central Trade«
nnd I-nbor Council, In which the Idea
originated. His speech was brief, but
was a strong plea for the relief of his
people.
Mr. A. J, Clarke was tho flMt speaker

against-the mensure. He submitted state¬
ments from ? number of members of the
Master Bakers' Association, designed ,to
show that should the ordlnanco prevail
they would lose money when tho price of
flour was up.

What It Costs Them.
Somo of these were as follows: L.

Broom.cost of ono barrel of flour and
Its manufneturo Into bread, $11.22;: price
at which the bread «ells. $12.00; profit,
seventy-eight cents. If scaled nt sixteen
ounces, Mr. Broom's statement said he
would loso $l.m per barrel.

11. W. Mocflta's net profit, sixty-six
cents per barrel, under present conditions.
Js'olde, profit forty-four cents, at present;
loss eighty-eight cents, If standard Is
fixed nt sixteen ounces.

A. J. Clarke, profit fifty-two cents now;
loss $1.50 per barrel, If changed.
There wore other statements, and they

nil varied slightly as to figures. It
was stated by Mr. Clarke that a Mr. Ruth
was the only master baker not In the
association.

Mr. Clarke submitted letters from
commission merchants, showing that tho
price of flour Is now ranging from $0.20
to $0.fi0 per barrel.
He also rend a letter from the presi¬

dent of Master Bakers' Association, of
New York, declaring that there wns no

bread law In that Stnte. Mr, Clarke
produced letters from prominent Wash¬
ington bakers, saying that such a law
as Mr. Don Leavy proposes Is In forco
thoro, nnd that It works a great hard¬
ship upon the bakers. The letter wont
on to say that nn effort will be made to
have Congre«« repeal tho Inw at the next
session.

Say They Lost Money.
Cosbuy Brothers, also of Washington,

wrote that his concern had lost $14.000
last year, owing to the law and the high
price of flour. Mr. Aug. Müller, a local
baker, spoke briefly against tho meas¬

ure, and ho declared that Its effect would
be to drive small bakers out of business.
Mr, R. J. II. Moestn, representing H.

W.. Moesta's bakery, spoke at some

length, nnd undertook to combat Mr..·
Don Leavy!« contentions as to the cost

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LONG-ROWV NOTED HANOVER
HOUSE, WAS RECENTLY SOLD.

Tho noted Long-Row farm of linn-
over county near Ocaver Dam and
Hewlett's Biatlon, has been sold by
Messrs. .1. Thompson HroNvn & Co., real
ostato agents of this city, to Mr.· Charles
C. Brown, also of. Richmond.
The farm comprises botween 700 and

.800 acres of land, nnd'la'a part of tho
original grant to General Thomas Nel¬
son, one of ¦· the heroes of the Revolu¬
tion. The historical old homestead was

originally built by William Kulchor, a

well known and thrifty land owner of
ante-bellum times, the length of which
nearly equals a modern city row of
tenements, from which doubtless the
fnrui took Its name. Every sill and
Joist was hewn, sawed and squared by
hand, Is of fine heart timber/and Is
sound and good to-day, apparently, ,as
ono hundred years ago. Tho dwelling
Is ono Of the oldest In the county, and Its
preservation attests tho substantlablllty
of Its construction,

One. of tbo most striking features of

the place, however. Is the large brick
outbuildings, one of which, the brick
barn, is four-stories In height nnd us

farge as the old mansion house, costing
perhaps originally inoro than the dwell¬
ing Itself.

It Is tlio bfstrolc section of old Han¬
over and bounded on the south of· New
Found; River, made illustrious by tho
story of that name by Thomas Nelson
Page, whose unces tra Home, "Oakland,"
Is near by, where still resides his brother
and vonerablo and beloved mother, a

link to that never-to-bo-forgotten past,
In which old Hanover outshown or- ri¬
valed her slstor counties In lavish hos¬
pitality, grand family reunions and en¬
tertainments, so happily pictured In
Tom Page's works. Mr. Brown has al¬
ready moved In and commenced his 1m-
porvements on the buildings, and-hopes
to restore It to Its former attractiveness,
his Intention-being to use the rich bot¬
tom lands on Now Found River for pas¬
turage of cattle and sheep, and to de-
volop It Into a fino stock farm.
