JAPANESE WILL
CONCEDE NO MORE

People Want Even1 Harsher
Terms, and Declare War

Must Go On.
(By Associated Press,)PORTSMOUTH, N. 11., Aug. 24..Ac¬

cording to competent Japanese authority
Baron Komura kind Mr. Takahlia nro
opposed to toll waiving of Japan's de¬
mand for reimbursement of war ex¬
penses, Tills authority said:
"In conferc'neo the Jnpnncso contention

wo'b that In conceding tho ante-bellum
demands of Japan, Russia admitted
either that sho was beaten or Unit her
attitude prior to the war was unjustified,
and In either case Japan holds that Rus¬
sia should pay the cost of tho war. Japan
feels that Russia's tulle of 'saving her
face' is hardly reasonable, claiming that
her face was lost 'when she conceded tho
ante-bellum demands' which constituted
tho real casus belli."
Advices received by tho Japanese mis¬

sion from homo Bay that Japanese public
opinion Is not only bitterly opposed to
further concessions, but favors even harsh¬
er terms than thso originally presented.
The Japanese people feel, and their feel¬
ings, it Is said, will be respected by the
government, that to weaken now would
mean that Japan must reopen too war in
a decade.
"Hotter light It out now, whllo wo have

an army In the field," they say, "than
make a truce for 10 years or more and
then reopen hostilities."

RUSSIA MUST MAKE
PEACE, PAPER SAYS

Semi-Official Temps Declares Re¬
fusal to Pay Indemnity is

Serious Blunder.
(By Associated Press.)

PARIS, August 24..Tho semi-official
Temps to-day has a notable loader re¬

electing the growing French sentiment
that Russia is losing ground by her de¬
lay In accepting tho peneo terms, even
though they are hard. The paper says:
"After tho long und constant roversos

suffered by Russian arms In tlfo Fur
East, Russia will do well If she succeeds
in preserving tho Integrity of her terri¬
tory and escaping with tho mere payment
of Indemnity, which Is not a mortal
wound. Resisting tho efforts of Presi¬
dent Roosevelt, and putting off the con¬
clusion of a peaeo already ripe, amounts
to n, refusal to look the facts in tho fnce.
It reverts to tho fatal Russian system of
.'nltchevo,' which neither In diplomacy
nor In wnrfaro conduces to Russia's
welfare."

Tuesday night It Is known that ho
was drinking excessively, nnd In fa.ct
had been in an Intoxicated condition ever
since Friday. The decomposed condition of
his body Is attributed to the fact that
he was an excessive drinker.-
Immediately after the body was found;
