SHIP PAID FOR IN ONE VENTURE

Thrilling Narrative By An Ameri-
can of a Side of the \WWar Never
Before Published,

The present  Russo-Japanese  War in
Manchuria, as mlght well L expected,
wis lopdstone enough to attract numer-
ous advepturous splrits 1o tho Orient,
gome for the cxcltemenl of actunl sir-
fare In the hope of attachlng themseclves
to wither one or other belligrrent’s forees;
athera to chage the nimble dollar by sup-
plyving the contesinnts with' the sinews
of war In the shape of commlissariat sup-

plies, ete., this class golng  under the
name of contrabindists or hlockado run-
ners.  There woere otlors, those with

money o spend, who went 1liere just for
the sike of breathing the sangulnary
nimosphere of warfare,

Of the foregoing threo clnsses the for-
mer and  the latter were badly left,
whilst the Intermedinte partics reaped
n glovious golden harvest Those nspit:
ing to military fome under the flag of
the rlslog sun were polltely told when
offering their services that no foreleners
wore reguired. Japan had men and o
gpnre, and Intended fighting her own bat-

© promiuent thoronghifares, belng Lhe first
in the field, nnd having o cortaln repu-
tation In Lhe trnde they were nhle to
cateh the Hussinn eye, cusiom nnd caslii,
Thelr first operation, whieh, hy the bye,
was done gulta off thelr own bint, was
gaid to he so successful Lhal It pald the
price of the ghip und left a §50,000 (Mexi-
cun) prafit to boot.
