If he acts
otherwise he Is still relieved of lesal,
but not altogelher of moral responsi-
bility, cases of forgatfulness being poa-
slble exceptions, The law in the case,
however, s Hko law pertaining to all oth-
er contracte, Llablllty censce at explra-
tlon of .lertn of contract and a new
contract s necessary to renaw lla‘hfllty.
