brought out somo now points. Ho was

frequently Interrupted by applause.
Robert W. Blair, ?G Wytlie, followed

Judée Lewis In a good speech, and ??".
II. Eggborn, Republican candidate for
Commissioner of Agriculture, closed the
meeting In a brief address.
At tlio meeting hero to-night the speak¬

ers wet·,-· Introduced by Mr. John M.
Oriniti, tho popular postmaster of. the
city and former city chnlrtnan. Judge
Lewis was the llrst and principal speaker.
Ho said' bo did not seek tho nomination
for Governor, but accepted it as a call
of duty. He complimented the Roanoke
convention and said It was as flue a

gathering of men as ever met In any
convention In Virginia.
Ho roferred to national Issues and

praised the Republican party as the party
of progress. Ho spoke of tho Republican
policy of protection as haying brought
the nation to its present condition of un¬

exampled prosperity; referred to the
achievement of President Roosevelt In
bringing about the pease settlement, and
proclaimed him ono of the greatest men
In the world.

Long Lease of Power.
Taking up Stato Issues, he said sny

party intrusted with power for forty years
would become lnefllclent and corrupt. He
repeated the statement made In a former
address, upon the authority of Lieutenant-
Governor Willard, that tho Auditor had
not been able to state within ten thousand
flollars of tho amount of tho Sbeppard de¬
falcation.

the public schools aud school boo t«;
quoted authorities for certain charges he
had made, and showed the differente In
price of books In Virginia, North Caro¬
lina and Tennessee to tho disadvantage
of Vlrglnln.
He discussed good roads and said the

Domocrats could not longer hesitate to
join the Republican party because of the
supposed fear of negro domination. He
dosed 3>y praising his associates on tho
ticket anc3 asking the suffrages or the
voters.
