THE LATEST BOOKS
UNDER BRIEF REVIEW.

TI 113 MAN OE ? M13 HOUR. By OclnVO
Thatiot. Pv. <T7. 41,60. Bohbs-Mor-
l-lll Co., .InrtliinapollB.

"The Man of Ihn Hour" Is easily recog¬
nizable as one of (ho fow foully, notable
novela of the past twelve-month. Tho
hypothesis on which It Is. based Is both
orlgnml and interesting, and tho author
has worked It out' through channels In
which bIu> has long since shown herself
to be perfectly at home, with convincing
ability. "The Mali of. the Hour". Is In
Us filial development, a labor story of
the generili typo with which Octavo Thn-
net's »amo In closely identified^, and Hie
«nine umícrstiindlng, the sanio grasp and
sympathy, tho sumo ability to construct
? logical narrative that havo character¬
ized lier short stories, are evident In this
longer one. Perhaps nothing is inora
striking'»bout Octavo Thnnot'.i writ than
her masculinity. Sho writes of mons'
subjects nnd handles them llko a man.
Conspiring socialism, militant trudus-
ttnlonlsm, and Rlrlke, dedicated to a vic¬
tory of any cost, are not pretty and
engaging subjects for llrst-hnnd observa¬
tion, nlid not at nil tho kind óf lillas
thru the wohltut writer would lie expected
lo .lie draw to. Yet Octavo Thnnet writes
of all these thliiigs ns though sho had
often moved among Ihcni and taken part
in them herself.

"Tlie Man of the Hour" Is,· however, a

good deal inoro (han a spit licci and well-
told labor story. Indeed, Judged by the
standards of, delicacy, subtlety and¦ ana¬

lytical skill, the part of tho story devoted
to tho familiar struggle of employe with
employer is much less noteworthy than
the earlier parti describing tho hero's
youth, and Interpreting the lines upon
which his future must be worked out.
Johnny VVInslow hart an odd heritage.
Ills father was n hard-headed, shrewd,
successful plow manufacturer from Now
England, and his mother was a Russian
Princess of the blood. How plain Josiah
VVInslow ever Won a gloi'iou.s creature
llko tho Princess Alga fJollLsutn the read¬
er will Und satisfactorily expia Inert. The
first quarrel Oitmo on tho honeymoon, and
others followed rapidly enough, To the
day of lier death, Joslali ¡overt Olga, but
the temperamental differences between
thorn were too enormous not to Und ex¬

pression in constant unpTiatahtnossos; in
all of which .little Johnny instinctively
sided wllh his mother. Finally there came

a cllmnx which all Joshih's patience sim¬

ply could not pass over, and Olga is sent
bacie to Russia. How much his father
loved him, and how sorry lie felt for his
loneliness at this lime, Johnny never aven

guessed until long, long alvüwniil.

Even Johnny's name showed his mixed
parentage.fohnny-lvun. tho latter liulf
tolllg tacked on to gratify Olgti's passion¬
ate race prejudices. Rut the name wasn't
the worst of it by a long shot. Johnny
himself wns hnlf Russian and half Anglo-
Saxon, i-lirlf of him ('lung yearningly to
his mother's beautiful Tolstolun doctrines
or the brotherhood of man and prompted
him to give away nil the money that ho
bau.winch was not so inconsiderable a

.sum.and then climb down and clap a

shoulder to the wheel; nnd half of him
know fthut Ills father's Massachusetts
horse sense was right In this ns iisttal--
that this was & world whore people hart lo
help themselves, and thnt the aspirations
of socialism Wero the dreams of a'

Utopian.

Stili johnny
followed his convictions through to the
end, find lio came out of the experience
Hie bigger and Iho more capable for It,
ami certainly the wiser. And all In good
time he works back to his father, Old Col¬
ony plow works, where rwgood many peo¬
ple hud been Imping he'd turn up some

day, and makes good in a'way that Is
peri eel ly satlsliietorv to everybody.
As it whole the story Is developed with

it skill that leaves little room for criticism.
Johnny's growth toward a suror and
stronger grasp on life is well done; he is,
as his father said, a fine follow, and it
is pleasant to rend about him. There arc

sonic other good characters In the book,
too, Tho best work appears In the ac¬

count of Johnny's boyhood, with tho deli¬
cate and excellent delineation of the two

parents, unti their attitude toward each
other and the boy. Pew writers could
bave dono this any better. Tho book, be¬
sides being a keen character study (not
merely of ono bin ot many characters,) is
a vivid picture of a certain phase of
American III'.'· and ? pulsing and Interest¬
ing story.
