In general, however, the com-
mltteo has recognized certain underlying
economic principles.for example, that
the saloon, unless existing conditions aro
changed, Is hero1 to stay. To eliminato
tho saloon, you must eliminate Its at¬
tractiveness, either directly or Indirectly,

America Is Indebted for tli' -icovery of
the body of Jcihn Paul J. .1. Ctenomi
Porter's own etory, of the oenrch for the
body Is published In the October Century.

by raising the moral and educational tone
of the saloon's present customers. Tho
sociability and "workingman's club" at.
mospiiere of the saloon must bo supplied
by readlng-ro'omri, societies and other
wholesome agencies. The 'People's Res¬
taurant House Association Idea, which
has done good .work In Ungland'by abol¬
ishing the bar-keeper/s¦ protit on the salti
of alcoholic drlnkSj la also recommended.
Competition with the saloon froo lunch,
dllllciilt as It Is, Is also urged as nn Im¬
portant consideration; as Is, In tho con¬
viction tliat the "rightful competitor of
the saloon Is the home," the need of
Improving· domestic conditions amons tho
prolétariat. But tho commltteo ends al¬
most where It began, In stating the evi¬
dent truth that tho real solution of tho
problem "Is seen to rest finally In thu
moral equipment of tho Individual," How
may that equipment bo bettered and Its
pressing temptations removed?
This Is an extremely Interesting; book

and a very vuluable ono. Into a brief
spaoe It has compressed a su,tnma)ry of
the Important economic facts which fifty
unoommonlv Intelligent men htivo spent
somo twelve years In amassing, For a,

succinct exposition of the many ele¬
ments entoring Into one of tho most far-
reaching and complex questions In Amer,
lean civilization, we know of nothing bet¬
ter, It Is an admirable introduction to a

more detailed study. Its wide olrcula-
ton would be distinctly In the Interests
of our better Information and Improved
understanding.

1-113 AND IUECUBA..By Baroness von
Kutten. Pp., 299. »1.00. D. Appleton
St Co., New York.

The clevorness und bold originality of
"Pain," published last winter, won Its
author consideratilo favor und llftscl Its
author higher In tho scale of popular
esteem than sho had ever been before.
That book held ???^,a certain promlee for'
the futuro which this one quite fulls to
fulfill.
"He and Hecuba" la distinctly a long

step In tho wrong· direction. Notwith¬
standing that It has certain elements of
Interest, or, at least, of readability, It
Is a second-rate pleco of work, Tho story
that It has' to tell Is no less -unpleasant
because It Is ancient, and Its unlnvltlng-
neas Is not redeemed by any great ß????
In the tolling.
Tho oplsodo which gives tho volume Its

title strikes us, almost whenovor we run
across It, as among tho least convincing
of conceptions. "He and Hecuba" Is tho
name of a book which Rev. King Hardy,
the rather repellent hero of the book,
writes In a few all-night sessions, and
which has a tremendous salo, somewhat
larger, wo might guess, than will fall to
the lot of the Baroness von Hulton'« ao.
count of It. Hardy Is an awkward, un-
coum, unonguglng man, but, of course,
"strong," as a woman reckons strength.
Ho carried his Ideas of charity to such

extremes that he almost starved his
wretched wife and the ovor-lticreaolng
trout) of unkempt little Hnrtlles, In leis¬
ure hours he wrote books, which always
came back to him. Tin n a bookseller
gives him a hint that (lie public now-
udays only bought hooks that wero oft
color, and on Idea struck the eccelline
clergyman. Hardy was a man with a

past, a reasonably scarlet Past, with ti
capital F, and he sat down nnd made a
boult out of a woman ho had lovrd un¬
lawfully In his callow youth. The book
caught on Ulto wildfire, und Mrs. Hardy
at lint could have a now black dro-is.
The lovely Rosalba Perez Is another

person In tho story who had a past.
Rosalba really had a husband living,
but «lie did noi go around advertising
llial fact. People were given to under¬
stand that she was, In short, a widow,
i· rom their llrst meeting It was evident
how Rosalba was going to corno to feti
about Hardy. The novel-writing rector,
with a background of fraotuied com¬
mandments, has not personally cknwn
u.s, hut It must be said in fairness that
ho, did not ylold to Kosalba. Tho lady
kissed him passionately, und ran away
Into tho night. That stoloii kiss canto
freighted with diphtheria, and Rosalba
dies. Indued, the hist tew papers raoord
a veritable pliiguo of diphtheria, which
discriminate!}· swobps off everybody
Whose continued existence tends to cuni-

pllcatu the plot, Rosalba'« bereaved suit¬
or Is, of eour.se, promptly attached by
Ladv Yarrow.
Wo. suspect that tho Baroness von Hut-

ten spent little longer on "He and Hecu.
ba" than did the clergyman In tho book.
It reads as though U had been tossed
together with more hasto than thought.
Wo shall hope to see better wont In her
next.

CONSTRUCTIVE DEMOCRACY^ By
William E. Smythe. Pp. 457. The
Macmillan Company, New York.

Mr, Smythe has based his advocacy of
trust reform on the scherno for railway
regulation presented In tho United dtates
Senate last January by Senator Francis
G. Nowlands, of Nevada. Senior New-
,.ui,.'s pi.,,?, u will be rt-membored, differs
from various others, notably In that It
provides for the railroads it llxed condi¬
tion, both In the matter of taxation and
dividends. A reasonable dividend on the
capital actually Invested Is practically to
be guaranteed by the nation; and tuxes
amounting ultimately to Ilvo per cent, of
tho gross receipts and assessed by the
Ketleinl authorities ftfe to replace the
existing system of taxation on the valua¬
tion of the property, as 'assessed by noeta
of officia s through the several States.
With Its regular Interest thus assured,
capital may bo expecied to work1 for a

niuc,h smaller return than Is looked for'
In enterprise of a more or less speculativo
character. The Increase in value, due
to the expansion and growing prosperity,
the economist's "unearned Incroment" Is
to become tho property of the nailon,
whlcli creates It. All surplus earnings
over the guaranteed dividend Is also to
revert to the people. In the form of Im¬
proved, service, higher wages or lower
rates. Taxation being mathematically
llxed on a definite basis, nnd the amount
of tho profita of ownership being specifi¬
cally limited, tho Impulse toward corrup¬
tion wo tila O'e practically removed, and
tho roads' would be, at least to a large
extent, wiped out of politics.
The Newland's plan Is Interesting as

being the first really scientific attempt
to solve tho problems of transportation.
To the lay mind, Its r^aso.Mng appears
to be sound. It has found u warm cham¬
pion In Mr. Smythe, who, at least, con¬
siders it eminently practicable, Mr.
Smythe, furthermore, goes on to show
that the problems of regulating organ¬
ised capital are everywhere the same. A
scheme for regulation should be first tried
on the railroads, only because the roads
are more nearly ready for national con¬
trol than any other system of corpora¬
tions, bocaiiBO they are moro perfectly
consolidated and nearer to bolng a per¬
fect monopoly. But the same principles
which upply to tho roads apply to all
trtiBLs In general, and when methods havo
been found which satisfactorily disposo of
tho undesirable features of railway mo¬

nopoly, those some methods, modified as
occasion may require, must be applied
to all Iho monopolies.
"Constructivo democracy," says Mr.

Smythe, In his opening sentence, "Is the
genius of the peoplo engaged In building
meir Institutions."
The rapid changes In tho Industrial

worid effected in a comparatlvoly^short
tfmo through tho principles of co-opera¬
tion and consolidation, replacing the old
wasteful competition system, till organ¬
ized capital has reached almost perfect
monopolization, suggests that the peopl'ó
must get to work and build new Institu¬
tions adapted to the now conditions.
These Inetlrtrtlons, ,Mr. Smythe hûlleves
and skilfully maintains, may weTf Take
tholr fundaments from Senator New-
land's plans for the rogulatlon of the
roads. This is the keynote of the argu¬
ment. Mr. Smytho's mannor of exposition
Is more popular than floholarly, but It Is
never dull. Ho has detailed what ho calls
"tho economic of a square deal," and ho
has written It not for the studont but for
the people. 80 he roads a good deal like
an editorial-writer on a popular news¬
paper. He has both his facts and his
logic at ready command, and ho Is usual¬
ly convrrrCÎÎTÏ?. Only occasionally does ho
allow his earnestnoss to lead hlnf to a
rather passionate ,ext?tifse, Under t|je
business Ideals of Individualism, the roans

have a perfect right to push their lines
only wherôie'ùcl*-ûxtenslon seems to tliom
dc-slrablo; and Mr. Smytho hardly car¬
ries us with him when he says of. this
policy: "It Is an outrago apon the rights
of men.all affront to trio nation's mtfjos-
ty.that Irresponsible private cupltal
should hold tho key to the United Btatcs,
and Insolently put that key In Its own

pocket until it has docldod that It will per¬
mit tho country to go forward to the
realization of Its destiny.
