Individual Improvement. Luck of edu¬

ond of theso is possibly moro or less

beyond our control, but even this, by
proper restrictions upon the marriage of

And In the meantime wo can

set about supplying both the education
and tho opportunity. To do away wifn

poverty, It will always be necessary to

teach tlio poor to help themselves. Yon

cannot make a man "well-to-do by net

of legislature. Good living .'wages will
not cufo tho ills of the man who does

not know how to apply them to Intelli¬
gent advantages!

Editor of Tho Tlmes-Dlspatch:

other editors of luuflentliil papers con¬

The Sunday-
school says tho samo thing, l.duonilnn
everywhere says that even thn moderala
uso of alcohol Is detrimental to mental
activity, that It etupernee tho brain, open¬
ing colls Ihat will not close again, und
creating every drink taken a stronger
deslro for another drink, whllo It weak¬
ens tho will power and makes tho drink¬
er lass able all tho time to obey his'bet¬
ter Instincts and quit drinking. Tho hot¬
ter elument of tlio medien) profession
says that ali»ohol Is of doubtful value
ut tho bost, as a drug, while it 1b of no

valuo at al) to tho regular drinker; that
It deranges tho vital organs, rendering
it difficult for them to respond to any
kind of medical treatment. About ono

man in five dying dally owes his death,
moro ov leas, to tho uso of liquors, niyl
In many cases it Is actually tho determ¬
ine* catiBs, Tho business man has learned,
and especially the man of largo affairs,
thnt hu cannot trust u man who drinks.
Roth his memory'and his moral naturo
are affected and ho Is tint lo fall at a

crisis when falluro Is a crime,
ßadly enough, when nil the tisful world
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my of civilization and progress, tho social
world senni., to have become moro mad
than over In the us« and dótense of nl.
cohol. .Much ,<jf tho so-called high so¬
ciety of th« present day recks with the
rottenness or strong drink, men and
women being almost equally Its victims;
and a sud'Iiiterlor view ot the manj' homes
nnd liven It 1|uh wrecked aro exhibited al¬
most dally In the divorce comÙ. St r.,.-
torlous la this In our national military
establishment that many good citizens
aro alarmed for, our national defense.
How can men who spend their days and
nights In ihn debauchery of strong drink,
nnd drag tholr women -Into tho »amo
shame and fllegrnco,, be efficient defender»
of tho naLI'¿a.· honor and welfare In Urn»
of need?
The other sad feature of the present

Easily the majority of men in any Slate
aro against tho liquor business.this Is
true of many men who drink. If th«
men who arc "actually against tho liquor
business could by some means come
