of canals or wells. Canals are literally
built upon the top of the ground, two
parallel embankment« aro mado, and
between them tho water rune. SJvery*
thing Is above the avorngo surface of the
ground where the rice Is planted. Tho
water is pumped anel led direct to tho
lend to be irrigated without a. reservoir
tb draw from In caso of need, becau*e It
Is olwnyB a case of need during a period
of at least ton weeks.

¦' In some parts of the country wells of
Inoxhnustablo water are found, and these
nro used Instead of canals, the water be¬
ing pumped direct to the ground. Rome
of them aro capable of watering from
360 to 250 acres. Tho pumping Is done by
small gasoline engines. It costs about
Î2.35 per aero to supply water.
Biro Is planted on ground that Is pre¬

pared as It would be for corn or wheat,
.nnd the seed is sown broadcast or put
In with a wheat drill, about 60 pounds
tr> the nr.ro being required. Tho water
Is turned on when tho rice has Coached
a growth of 4 eir 6 Inches high, and
remains on (lie land until thr» heads be¬
gin to turn yellow and droop. The depth
of water is from Ihren to six Inches.
Rice Is hnrvested with wheat harvest¬

ers, same ns wheat, oats or rye, but a

peculiar mill Is required to prepare It
for mnrkel. This mill does not make
flour, Its function being to clean the
rlco grains of their clinging, brown hulls,

being made· from land that has horeto-
foro consld·*·»·?·.! unavailable for any kind
of farming. But the best land for rice
Is that which will grow wheat, cotton
or corn. Rice l_u»d must be level, be¬
cause standing water la required dur¬
ing about seventy days" growth of tlie
crop. It must havo a clay soil, near the
surface, because It must hold' file water
with which It Is flooded. An abundance
of fresh water-is required, and It must
be kept on, tin« l.lnd for more than two
mont.hu.
Water Is put upon the land by means

MYSTERY HOVERS OVER
MANUFACTURE OF AGID

Plant at Pulaski a Veritable
Sphinx Among En¬

terprises.
("Special to The Tlmes-Dlspatch.)

PUt-ASKl CITY, VA., October 21..In
Ihe sulphuric acid plant, owned by tho
Pulaski Mining Company, Pulaski City
has a veritable sphyiix among manufac¬
turing concerns, albeit one that promises
to become lho lcadln« Industry ot this
prosperous and fast-grnwlng young city.
There Is nothing In Its new point and

conventional outlines that suggests the
mystery that hovers over and round
It, anel sets tho seal of nloofness from
the world upon Its threshold.
Noveriheless, It Is hedged about as ef¬

fectively ns If guarded hy a hundred«
headed dragon, like the »rolden flocco of
ancient mythology, or hy nn angol with a

twp-eelged SWord.
Vieltors are not admitted, and no mem¬

ber of tho newspaper fraternity has ever,
by hook or crook, succeeded in passing
the sacred portals or extracting from Its
officials more» than an atom of Informa¬
tion .concerning Its workings and the
amount of business It Is doing.
Thus a pliint which Is valued at flvo

hundred thousand dollars, and which Is
preparing to double Its capacity, has kept
out of the public eye, and only a fow
paragraphs concerning It have appeared
In the public prints.
Tho plant Is of more than passing In¬

terest, however, It Is not merely tho
only sulphuric ncle", plant In this section
of the State, hut the only ono employ¬
ing exactly the Bamo methods of manu¬
facture. Indeed, tho manner In whloh
tho sulphuric acid Is separated from the
Iron ore was an experiment. But It has
passed tho experimental stngo, having
been In opcraUon threo months, and the
fact that tho company is doubling the
capacity of Its plant proves conclusively
the success of the experiment.
Tho sulphuric acid plant is situated

In East Pulaski. nnd comprises about
twenty acres, carefully enclosed. The
office and laboratory building guards the
entrance.

The; following facts were gleaned from
reliable sources by your correspondent:
The Pulaski Mining Company, which Is

composed tif Northern capitalists, own
extensive mines in Carroll county, called
tho GosBan .Dead. The supply of Iron
ore or mundlco rock, as it Is termed. Is
practically Inexliaustlble, but contains so
much sulphur that It is not adaptable for
smelting. With the sulphur removed,
however, It Is more valuable than ordi¬
nary iron ore, and It was for this purpose
that tho now plant was built.
Accordingly, the company has two valu,

able tissets, the sulphuric acid and the
Iron ore, which Is crushed and refined by
the process of removing the sulphur, and
Is Unis more valuable than other crude
Iron ore, as It comes from the mines.
As a result of this superiority, It will

not only be sought after, but wll bring a
better price. The company has the fiii*-
ther advantage of a market at their very
doors. Pulaski has two Iron furnaces,
The Dora andatile Pulaski Iron Company
Furnace. >.'· i-SS»^

In an Interview with Mr. Howferd,
superintendent of the latter furnace, I
asked: Have you used any of the ore
from the sulphuric aoicl plant?"
."Not ns yet," he replied, but we intend

to do so. Just as soon as they will fur¬
nish It to us."

I have asked a number of prominent
business men of Pulaski, but have never

per ton. It is also being used to some
extent In the manufacturo of paper.
A standard bushel of rice Is 42 pounds.

The measures current, however, aro tho
sack and the barrel. A barrel Is 162
pounds, and a sack contains from 162
to ISO pounds of rough rice. This Is tho
grain as It comes from the machine,
nnd before It has been cleaned, and is
always sold by the (armer In that state,
JTlie crop Is rarely a failure, because
wet seasons always help, and Irrigation
does the work during dry seasons. Wliore
there Is an abundance of water, no fail¬
ure of the rice crop Is possible. Large
Irrigation plants are being established
all through Southern Texas, nnd the In¬
dustry Is being rapidly developed.
