Peculiar Movement in G. O. P.
Circles 9£ Sunflower
State,

(Speclal to The Times-Dlspatch.)
WASHINGTON, Oct. X.—Home wesks
ago thers camne oul of the West & move-
ment which ostensibly had for itz op-
ject opposition among Republicans o the
further  appointment of negroes to re-
gponsible  poslllons for tha government
al large from any Southern State. As
the propositlon appeared to. have the
support of weslern negroes, Lhere belng
guite & number of them In Kansas, It
was at first not easy to see what wog
the ulterior purpose involved. The Han-
sas colpred folk and their white Repub-
lican friends contended that, as the ne-
gTo was practically distranchlsed in the
South, thers was, no use glving him po-
litical rewards when he was politically
powerlegs. Negroes In the North, they
Ineiated, voted and had thelr votes count-
ed, and they ought to have represonta-
tion in the offices at large of the govern-
ment,
Lyons Highly Regarded.
It transpires that the object of this
peculiar movement g to provide a good,
easy place for Willlam' 1. WVernon, a
noted negro educator of Iansas, who
conducts an  [ndustrial  school for  his
race al Quindaro, in that State, an lnstl-
tutlon which I8 modeled somewhat after
the order of the Tuskegee Institute. Hia
friends  have thelr eyes centered upon
the registership of the treasury, which
has been held by ‘southern negroes—
Blanche 1. Bruce, of Mississippl, and
Judson Y. Lyon, of CGeorgla—since the
beginning  of ‘AcKinley's firgt adminis-
iration.
