He was fortified with state¬
ments and data, and was very frank In
bis explanations. Frequently he would
bpccmio bitter In IiIh reference to some
of his associates, and while his entire
testimony was of deep Interest and
cleared up many points that have hereto¬
fore remained In the dark, It was not
until late in the day that the sensational
features of his testimony were developed.
Mr. H>'do was called to the stund shortly
after the 'session opened ibis morning,
and he was under examination all day
until 11 few minutes before adjournment
was taken. In anticipation of. his pres¬
ence as a witness, there wns it greater
crowd iban has attended tbo sessions of
the committee heretofore, and extra po¬
lice were stationed in the corridor with¬
out the committee room to keep order.

Hyde Clears LoanMystery. .

Mr. Hyde cleared up the matter or tns

t&ñ,W> loan of tho Mercantile Trust Com.
'pany, which appeared on the books of
the Esultatole t.lfe under th« caption òf
th<j "J. Vf. Alexander No. 13 Account."
This account lias been under Investigation
t:n' several previous occasions, but none
of the witnesses heretofore examined
lins been aliSe 10 '".plain It.

.Mr. Hyde first heard of this account
ln the fall of W!2, when it was called to

his attention by President Alexander,
who snld that he and Mr. Jordan had In¬
curred the loan to take up stock that
was being bid up to llciitlous values, ?s
tha detriment of the company, to settle
Milts that were hampering the business
of r.ho society, and for. cnmtiaign contri¬
butions. This contribution was the one
to the last campaign* and was asked by
Mr. Frlck, who suggested It for the ben¬
efit of the society. To procure this
money Mr. Alexander hnd Mr. Hyde
write a letter lo the president of the Mer¬
cantile Trust Company, and this letter
practically placed him in the position
of a guarantee!'.

Hyde Made Good.
Later, when the settlement of the loua

dan rained all they could toward it. The
stock purchased with part of the loan
was sold to Thomas F. Hyan for ('¿12,00*1,·
und th« balance, J.l.,500, Mr. Hydo paid
personali}'.

Representatives of Five Great

Organizations Call on Pres¬
ident" Roosevelt.

SAY IT WOULD AFFECT WAGES

Conductor Huntley Argued Re¬
duction in Earning* Power

Meant Lower Salaries.

(By Associated Press.)
¦WASHINGTON. D. C. November K-

An earnest protest' was mado to the

President to-day against proposed rail-

read freight rato legislation. Tho pro¬
test was filed by representatives of the

five »great labor organizations contiocT-d
with railroading.the engineers,· firemen,
conductors, switchmen and trainmen. Tho

members of the delegation which caned
on the President represented the several

organisations. Thy pointed out to hint

that railroad rato legislation logically
meant tlie lowering of rates. ,Tfiis they
contended will bo followed by a lessening
of the earning power of the railroads and

consequently hy reduction eventual ly of

the wages of railroad employes,
Tho dole-ration whleli called on the

President came from twelve different

State, and represented all of tho larger

systems of railroads.

that railroad employes were ¡satisfied
tbat any legislation tending to reduce
tho earning capacity of railroad Unes will,
In the same mensuro, Interfere with the

prosperity, and generally satisfactory con¬

ditions of tho railroad employes.
Mr. Huntley stated that It had come

to be the attitude of the administration
and of prominent Republicans generally
that when a revision of the tariff Is made
the. changes should be hy its friends,
and not by Its enemies. "We suggest,"
said Mr. Huntley, "that a similar course

be followed In railway rate legislation."
In responso,' President Roosevelt as¬

sured tho delegation that It wns not his
purpose or the purpose of thoso who
favored railroad rate regulation to do
anything that migh't Injure the railroads
of the country, or Inoldentally the em-

ployes of the railroads. Ho said that It
was his purpose* that all classes.rail-
roads, shippers and employes.should
have perfectly fair treatment. Ho was of
the opinion that tlie proposed legislation
would not moan a reduction necessnrlly

MOB VIOLENCE
IN VLADIVOSTOK

Carnage Follows General Dussat-,
i.faction Regarding the Re- ?-

form Manifesto.

(By Associated Press.)
ST. PETERSBURG, November W..The

upheaval in Russia, following the pro¬

mulgation ot tlie reform manifesto, has

now reached Vladivostok and. Yenisesk,
and in the extremo points of the empire.
Confirmation has been obtained from va¬

rious sources of an uprising at Vladivo¬

stok,' where the condition of affairs is r

quite critical. Many persons havre been,
killed, and the foreigners have token

refuge on the ships In the harbor. Many

public buildings, stores and houses have

been pillaged and set Are to by the mob.c
The American embassy has received

from Consul Greener, at Vladivostok, de-
tails of »the outbreak, which began Sun¬
day afternoon, Immediately after the de¬
parture of the Russian armored cruisers
Gromobol and Rosslau. The people, who
had gathered In great crowds in the
streets. became excited hy Inflammatory
speeches. Many soldiers and sailors wero '

also In nn angry mood, having expected
to go home with the squadron. The mob ';
began to break windows and pillage, and
in tho evening set fire to the theatre,
the Golden Horn Hotel, to several blocks
of Chinese buildings ln the northern part
ot tho olty, and to tho officers· residences
and other buildings In the eastern quar¬
ters. The (1res burned all night. Seventy
building, wero consumed. Troops were
summoned to restore order and fired fré¬
quent volleys, killing many persons.
Just before the American consul tele¬

graphed to-dny the commandant of the
fortress of Vladivostok, Jisslst.d by
priests and tho leaders of the workmen's
organization, addressed tho mob, urging
them to keep tho peace, but the consul
said ho feared the attempt would lie'In
vain.
Mr. Greener added that twenty-four

merchant vessels In tho harbor wero now
crowded with Inhabitants. The consul
wna on board a steamer when ho sen1,
his dispatch, and he expects to remai«
there.
