cine should make wrilten application to
the Board of Pharmacy for the privilege
of selling it, and should fila with the
board an affidavit showing the Ingredients
of the medicine and a descriptlon of the
packnge in which It 15 sold. together with
the directlons and advertisements. Tha
regolution enlling for the Wttoduction of
the patent medicine bill was adopted by
a vote of 10 to f.

Recently & strong movement In oppo-
sltlon to’ these bille developed. Meotings
were held In this city by the druggists,
and tha drug clerks aos well, and an or-
gnnfzed fight began. Twelve members
of tha Virginln Pharmaceutical Associa-
tion, which hnd endorsed the bills, signed
a request for a special sesslon, and the
hody was called to meet in this city ves-
terdny.
