The attempt should be rather to tedach
them to nequire o lking for the new
food,

Animals wlll sometimes not toke readily
to new kinds of foods for several days.
Examples of which tre somotlmas seen
in the ense of sllages and cottonseed moenl.
After they onee nequire a taste, however,
they ent these foods ravenocusly. The
“putting on feed" process should theve-
fore be slogy and Adeliberate. A ylolent
change of foodstuffs roquires & new ad-
justment of the digestive eyvstem, and
many peaple moke the mivtuke of trying
to rush enttle on n hewvy graln: ration
in the beginning, with the result that
the appetito soon becomes cloyed and the
antmals go Uoft feed,’ something little
shory of o disuster to the feeder, With
new foods-and forced feeding from the
beginning, the digestion of tha animnlg
{8 likely to he upset, sBo the cloying of
the dppetite and “getting off feed' i
often ot a simple matter, but something
whose elfecta moy be felt for severnl
months.

How About Green Food?

1t your hens are to thrive this winter,
green food I8 essentinl, and cabboges,
mangels, or something of that noture,
should ba provided for the birds, It is
snfe to feed all they will ent of green
food, prit and oyster shells, and they
will ponsumoe consideruble if It is within
pasy access of the flock, Keep the grit
In hoxes made for that purpose, and feed
the mungels the firet thing in the morn-
ing. Have lorge mails: driven into the
wulls of thelr  houses and lmpole the
mangels on them, where they keap up out
of the dirt untll nearly consumed by
the fowls,  Well-cured clover huy ls
relighed oy fowls, and thoy will est con-
slderabla of It In the dry stnte.
