KILL THEMSELVES
WHEN CRISIS COMES

Captain and Chief Engineer of
Valencia Swear They Will Never

Leave Ship Alivc.
(By Assocluted Press.)

BBATTLE, 1VASII., January K..A
". re,nrkrKoi.t.%;rre fJl EHfa Post-In-

telllgencer wlred from Port Angles at
X:.".u A. M: that the roacuo ship Clty of
Topeka plcked up a life crart at 1 o'clock
yesterday afternoon, slx mlles off Cape
Bcal, with twenty survlvora of tho
Valencia on board. The men were ln n
pltable conditlon and ahnost dead from
exposure.
Tho men on thelr frall support battled

bravely with a palr of oars to reach the
Clty "f Topeka, whlch, owlng to the dan-
gerous ofi.ist, could not run in any closer
to therfx. Wlthlu half a mile from the
raft a boat was lowered from tho deck
whlch was with much dlltlculty mado
fast witli a line to the riift. The specta-
tbrs on tho Topeka watcbed the struggle
of the gallant aeamen preathlessly. One
mlnute they were hlgh in the alr and the
next lost to slght. At last they succecded
Ir. brlnglng tho raft to the slde of tho
steamer. The slght of the poor creatures
on the raft brought tears to tho eyes
o* the sallors on the vcssel. In the stearn
of the raft sat an old man. Hls snow
whlte hair and pallld features were
(reaaed and torn by the flylng spray,
but the Instlnct of life was strong In
him and he held bri Sravcly to hls placo.
Three others were lying In a senseless
heap, In the rear washed by every swell
and retatned suKly by the laidies ot tho
other men who were closely packed.
Too Exhausted to Tie Ropes.

Tho work or resculng them was dan-
gerous. The mon wero too exhausted to
eyeii tie h ropo about themselvea.
Tho survivors told terriblo tales of tho

wreck of the vessol. When they left the
shlp thre were. about nlnety people on
board, most of them olinging to the rlg-
ging.
G. Willis, ono of the men rescucd rrom

tho raft, ln dcscrlbing bls uxperiehces,said two nf the boats wero smashed as
aoon as thoy strttck tlio water and a
thlrd fell Into the water stern rirst, pre-
olpltating the ocupants Into tho water.
Then. hi> said. an attempt was mado to
get a line ashor'c. "A fireman liamed
Cigales, agrecd to swlni ashore. He was
ln the water fully half an hour. bu*. was
unable to mako the beach. One man was
swept ashore nnd succeeded In landlng

atage of the trlal of Norman Hapgood,
editor of Collier'H Weckly, charge with
cllmlnal llbel ln the publlcatlon of a par-
agraph commontlng upon City Maglatrato
DoUl'a connection with Town Topica, was
reachcd to-day, when tho taking of tcstl-
mony was endod, and Edward M. Shop-
ard. of counsel for tho accused editor.
made the opcnlng argument for tho do-
fense. At the concluslon of Mr. Bhep-
ard's nddreas to the Jury, ln which he do¬
clared that everything stated ln tha par-
agTaph In Colller'a was tnie. and in which
he cornmentod soverely upon tho charac¬
ter of Town Topica as a publlcatlon, an
adjournment was taken untll to-morrow,
when Dlstrlct Attornoy Jerome will sum
up for tho prosccuUon.

In tho courae of his argumont, "there
I? ln Town Topics' ofllce," Batd Mr. Shop-
ard. "what ls called an Index, a hlstory
of llolchery. luat, diahoncaty, beaatllness
and gruesomo scnndal, gathered In the
home nnd elsewhero, by agents of Uie
paper, for uso at a moment'a notlce.
Think of the names of young gtrla and the
Bcandal Uiere preserved! Why. tho devll
hlmseif mlght laugh with pleasure as he
gooa through that treanure houan and
bllnd paragraphs."

Jerome Furnished Data.
Sevoral wltnesaos wero examlned dur-

Ing the early hours of to-day'a session.
The strlklng featuro of the testlmony
was glven by Mr. Hapgood hlmseif, when
he tnok the stand in hls own behalf and
declared that what he had wrltten about
Town Topica waa based upon information
furnished to hlm by Dlstrlct Attorney
Jerome hlmseif.
Mr. Jerome here cauaed some merrl-

rnent by hla atatement that it secmed af¬
ter all, he was the wrlter of the article
Involved- In the trial-
''That Is true ln a measure,' asFented

Mr. Hapgood.
Robert Colller. of Collier's Weekly, tes-

tifled to-day that Mr. Hapgood had wrlt¬
ten the article concernlng Justice Deuel
and Town Topica under Instructlons from
hlm. Dlstrlct Attorneyl Jerome recalled
Colonel W. D. Mann, editor of Town
Topics, to glvo hla verslon of hls deal-
ing with Bernard N. Baker. of Baltimore.
vAilonel Mann asserted that Baker offer¬
ed to udvertise In Town Topics, and that
he came to the concluslon that Baker
wanted notorlety.
Colonel Mann said that Burton Harri-

son wrote the Introductlon to "FadB and
Fancies," but that nelther Mrs. Clement
C Moorc, Mrs. Andrew Simmona, nor

Harry I>>hr ever gave him an item of
information. Nelther Prealdent Rooaevelt

DEATH COMES AFTER
VERY BRIEF ILLNESS

Ranking Officer of Confederate
Cavalry at Time of Death.
One of South's Most Gal-

lant Lcaders.Some
Notable Achievc-

ments.

NEW VORK, January 2.'..-Goneral

Joseph Whecler, the famous Confcderate
cavalry leader nnd brlgadler-general of
the Unlted States anny flncc tho war

with Spaln, dled at 5:35 o'clock this after¬
noon at tho homo of hls alstcr, Mrs.
Sterllng Smlth, in Brooklyn. Tho voU
sran of two wars was sixty-nlne years
old, but In splto of hls ng« there was

hopo untll yesterdfcy of hls reoovery from
the attack of pneumonla whlch cauaed
hls diath. It haa not yot been declded
where the body Will be burted. but prob¬
ably It will He ln Arllngton Cernotery,
near Washington.
Announcement of the plans for the

funeral will be niade to-morrow.
General Wheeler waa takon'111 six days

aco at hls alster'a home, where ho had
been living recently. He contracted a

severe cold, whlch developed Into pleurlsy
and pneumonla. From the flrst hls age
told agalnat him. but the family did not
glve up hope nntll last nlght. when the
dlseaso was found to have affc.-tod both
lungs.

Family With Him.
General Wheoler's Immodiate relatlves

were all with him. Hls daughtcrs, Mrs.
W. J. Harrla. and the Misses Anne, Lucilo
and Carrlo Whecler, had been s^inlmoned
from tho S^outh, and nrrlved early ln the
week. Hls son. Major Joseph Wheeler,
Jr.. Unlted States army, now atatloncd at
West Point, was also present, as well aa
General Wheeler's siater, Mra. Sterllng
Smlth, and her son. The family were
aummoned to the bedslde of tho patlent
at mldnlght last nlght. when the doctors,
ln consultatlon, concluded that the end
was but a matter of hour*. The General
was then awake and <¦.>* jelous, and hls
rtind wasapptirently Itctlvo. Hc seenied
to know that death was approachlng, and
though too weak to apeak, he succeeded
In glving signs of recognition and en-
courngement to hls chlldren. Lator the
General sank Into a peaceful alumber,
and at tho request of tho doctors, the
family quletly wlthdrew from the slck
man'a bedalde. General Wheeler waa
never agaln more than aeml-consclous.
He llngered untll this evenlng, and passed
away quletly.

JOE WHEELER HERO
OF MANY BATTLES

Served Gallantly Through Civil
and Spanish-American Wars.

His Public Life.
General Joseph Wheeler, soldicr and

statesman, beloved by hls soldiers and
clolmed with prlde by the two great
States of hls birth and adoptlon, waa
cburacterlzed by Presldent Davls as "ono
of tho ablest, bravest and moat sn....tul
of cavalry comutanders," an opinlon
fully concurrcd in by tho great niilitary
lcaders of tho South and slnco conflrmed
by the verdlct of crlticalj hlstory. He
waa born at Augusta. Ga., Scptember 10,
1836, and was graduat'ed at tho Unlted
States Mllltary Academy In 1SS9, with
promotion to second lieutenant ot
dragoons. At flrst asslgned to duty at
the Carlisle Cavalry School, ho was
thenco transferred to New Mcxlco. Feb¬
ruary 23, 1SG1, hc rcsigned hls Federal
commisslon, and reachlng Augusta, ln
March, ho was appointed flrst Ileutetinnt,Crops of Artlllery. C. S. A. In this ser¬
vice he waa statloned at Pensacola, and

Mrs. Burton alao asked that certaln

ofllcors of the courta of Richmond who
have or are supposed to have In thelr
kceping money that belongs to Burton
be eujolncd from turnlng lt over to Bur¬
ton or onybody else; nlao that XV. T.
Creekmore, who waa bondsman for Bur¬
ton, be enjolned from dlaposlng of any
funds of Btirton's that ho may havo or
may know about.
Tho Injunction wus granted returnable

at rules on the 5th day of February.
Tho papers were scrved on Burton in
jail, and on the other partlea named in
thelr ofllces. At least $750, p'oaaibly a
larger amount of Burton's funds has
thus been caught on thc 1ly and tho do-
aorted wlfe may got a sufflclent ahare
of lt to make her trip to Richmond In
the intcrcst of justice a prolltablc visit
for her.

Files Lengthy Petition.
Yesterday luornjixr. Mrs. Hattie N.

Burton, the Intehaeiy Indlgnant wlfo of
A. Chadwlck Burton, the "church work-
er," accompanled by Mr. Hill Montaguo,
her counsol, appeared beforo Judgo Dun-
lel Grinnan In the Chanoery Court and
flled a lengthy petition, which summa-
rlzed, sets forth the followlng fucts
Bworn to by Mrs. Burton:

SUFFICIENT TO CAUSE DEATH

GertifKcajte of St. Louis Physi-
cian Gave Measles and Pneu-

monia As Cause of End.

SCOTTSVILLE, VA., January 25..Mr.

Haden, of Palmyra, a traveling salesman.
nnd a cousln of Mr. Elmer Haden, of that
placo, who recontly dled in St. Louls,
wna In Scottavllle Wednesday nnd tclls
a now Btory of tho death of the young
man.

Ile left home, hls relativea aay,
Chrlstmas, wlth several hundrcd dollars,
and went to St. I/juls to aeek cmploy-
ment. Hls body, which reached Palmyra
a sliort whllo ago. was ahlpped In a zlnc
casket, sealcd, A doctor'a certlflcate on
tho casket stated that hla death was> the
result of measles, followed by pneumonia.
The caaket waa opened. and Dr. Smith,

of Fluvanna, made an examlnation of thc
body. He dlacovered a wound on tho
head, cauaed by a blow, and a deep gaah
ln the left aide, directly below the heart,
sufflclent to cauae death. Thls wound
had every appearnnco of havlng been
made by the stab of a knife. The brother
of the dead man.an cinployc of tho Nor¬
folk and Western Railway, haa gone to
St. I.ouls to Investigate the matter.

A Mystery.
Young Elmer Haden was reported In

speciai telegrams to this paper from St.
Louia as havlng dled from illncas, supcr-
Induced by havlng been Jllted by a young
lady, to wtioin ho was engagnd In Ronn-
oke, Va.

SHOULD OPPOSE
ON PRINCIPLE

Virginian Emphasizes That He is
Tired of Seeing Democrats.
Vote for Measures That

Should Be Hindered
in Every Way

Possible.

WASHINGTON, D. C. January 25.-

Reprcsentattvo Hay, of the Seventh Vir¬
glnla District, vofces the sentimcnt of a

conslderable portion of the minorlty of the
Houso when he protcsts that the Demo¬
crats aro making too few issues at this
sesslon. Tho fact that there Is so llttle
dlfferenco aa botween the nomoerats antl
Republicans of Congress this sesslon has
been noted many tlmes, but lt is now

more npparent than ever. Tlu? Demo¬
crats usod to dlffi't- from the Republicans
on tho subject of the Presldent. The
Democratlc feeling towards Mr. Roose-
velt was vcry much better last year than
this. So was the Republlcan. and It is
a well known fact now that if one wnnts
to hear the Presldent denounced lu
strongest terms. one must flnd a Repub¬
llcan rncmber to do It. And hc la not
hard to Und.
The Presldent ls no long'-r an issue.

The Democrats refused to mako the tarlff
much or an issue when tho Philipplne
tarlff bill waa under dlscusslon. and
When the vote came. It waa Insist'ed by
acveral of tho minorlty at the tlme and
they stlll inslst that the Democratlc sub-
atltute for the majorlty bill, whlch was
paased,' could havo been put through
the House. Then; la no flght on the rate
rcgulatlon bill, on whlch Democrats and
Republicans unlted ln the Committee on
Tnterstute nnd Foreign Commerce of tho
House. The bill will pass tho House with
no opposltlon worthy of the name. at
least. and Democrats will have the satis-
raction of knowing they helped pass a bill
known as the Hepburn bill, and eni-
bodylng the vlews of Presldent Rooso-
velt.

More Opposition.
Kepresentatiw Hay wants more oppo-sition. He said to-day he nns tlred of

aeelng Democrats voto ror thlnga they
were opposed to on prlnclple. He tnke's
the vlow of Senator Bailey, a stalwart
Demoprat If there ls ono ln exlstence.
that overy day a Republictui Congress
ls In sesslon is htirtful to the country.He would therefore hlnder leglslatlon at
every possible corner.

"I atn tlred of dolng buslness ln tiie
House nll the timo by unanlmous con-
sent." snid Mr. Hay. "I want to see more
objectlng on the part of Democrats. It
mlght bo a mlstako to object sometlmcs.
but on general prlnclples l should object
and rofuse to help the majorlty enact leg¬
lslatlon. If we aro to glvo the majorlty
all the aid lt wants, why two parllcs In
Congress or In the country? We say this
government ls a government of party.
Why not make the party in power as-
sume all the responslbility ot governlng?
Instead or that. we dlvldo tho responsi-
blllty with It. nnd yet it will recelve all
the credlt for beneflclal leglslatlon, whllo
we will be equally denounced for leglsla¬
tlon whlch proves unwlae and htirtful.
lieea.ti.se we did not opposo Jt when oppo-
cllion would have meant somethlng."
And Mr. Hay went on Into the hall o(

tho House, looking decldedly unplcaaant.
For be It known, he is a stalwart of the
atalwarta among the Domocmts. "I never
vote for anythlnp I atn opposed to," ho
said, grlmly, In a recent convorsatlon.
Such a rule forms the foundatlon or a

vcry slmple polltlcal ereod.
All for Flood.

Tho Virglnla delegatlon will meet ln a
day or two ti> eleot a member of tho Nu-
tional Congresslonal Committee. It Is
deslred that tho meeMng be held before
the rctlrement of Mr.- Swanson, on thn
30th, as he wtints to vote for hls friend,
Mr*. Flood, to sXicceed Mr. Maynard. who
will not ask to be re-elected. The frlends
ot Mr. Flood are confldent he will bo
mado chalrman of the committee. Mr.
Southall, of tho Fo.urth Virglnla District,
who hus been 111 In Rlchmond for sevoral
days, ls not ablo to be present at tho
meetlng, and it la probable that he will
palr with some member of the delegatlon
in case there should bo opposition to Mr.
Flood. Messra, Jones, l.amb and Rlxey
favored the ro-electlon of Mr. Maynard.
so long as that gentleman expocted to
ask for re-electlon, whlle Ropresenta-
tlvea Southall, Glass, Hay and Swanson
wero for Mr. Flood orlglnally. It Ls mi-
