_'ﬂia Amblers camea from Leeds eounty,
York, England, swhers tho father of
Richard  Amblor, the emigrant, was
sherlff of the cbunty In 1721, They firat
eettled In Yorktown,  Va. The tombs of
tha family bear the arms we glve, quar-
tered with thoss of Jaequlline, Richard
Ambler having marrled Ellzabeth Jne-
aulllne, of an old Hugnenot family. The
arms liera presonted are taken  from
Burk's General Armory of England in
1884, end form one of the most pleasing
designa, when put in eolors, of any of
the coloninl familles, They aro doscribed
as: "Arms, suble, on o fess, or batween
threa pheons; argent, n llon; possant
guardant, gules; crest, two dexter hands
conjolned sustaining n royal crown."”
Bishop Mfeade glves Wakefnield, In Hng-
Innd, ns the traditionary locatlon of the
Amblors thers; but Leeds and Walkeflold
ard both In Yorkshlre, omd quitn near
togather, Tha fact ‘that there waos o
“Leeds' Manor' in Fauquler county, Va,,
so mumed by some of the Amblers for
thelr seat In Englund, would prove It to
be tha correct place.  John Ambler, of
Yorkshire n.gland, 1721, was father of
the emigrant, Richard Ambler.. By his
marringg with Misa Jacqulline wera nine
children. Hlg sigter, Mary Ambler, mar-
rled the Rey, Goorge Shaw, of England,
nind was the grindmother of  Charles
SBhow Lefevre, Speaker of the House of
Commonsg, and of whoso descondonts are
tha Lefevre family of Virglnin, Of the
nina children of Rlchard Ambler, only
three sona left posterity—IiSdwird, John
and Jaecquiline: all the othars having
died early. John and Edward were adi-
cated In England at Leeds Academy.
John, born December 27, 1736, becams
great lawyer, and returning to Virginla,
located at Jamestown, whera lin rapte-
sented the township for many years In
the Colonial Asssembly. He went to the
Burbeadors for his health, but died thers
May 27, 1766. Jacquillna Ambler, the
seventh ohild of Richard and Ellzabeth
Ambler; was born at “Little York.” Au-
gust’ 9, 1742, Ha marrled Hebacea,
daughter of Lawls Burwell, of Glouces-
ter county. He bhecamae most prominent
In the colony, belng counclllor of Siate
during the Revolution, and at the timo
of his death Treaaurer of State. So up-
right and high was he esteemed, that
ho wos called the *Aristotle of Virginin.'
Tiring the tlma of holding tha treas-
uryship, the treasury was robbad by
onn of Its clerks of 6,000 pounds, which
Mr, Ambler himself discovered and re-
ported to the Leglslature, and at once
pald Into the treasury the 5,000, pounda
out of his own pocket, Hlis charity to
tha poor and aficted wnas unbounded.
Fle gave tha poor Scotch divine, John
Buchnnan, n lhoma for life, and sus-
talned the early church most liberally.
From him are descended many of tho
famlly of this day. Of Edward Ambler,
his brother, who was educated In Ing-
land with his brother, John, and trav-
eled over Furops, ha married at ahout
the pge of twenty-two, Mary Cary,
dnughter of tha celebrated Wilson Cary,
K=, of Ellzabeth Clty county, Va., &
descendant ‘of another cminent Nnglish
tamily.  This Miss Mary Cary, family hls-
tory says, was first’ addressed by young
George Washington before ha had risen
to fame; but old Mr. Cary repelled him
saying, when asked hls consent: “If that
la your business hers, alr, I wish you to
leave the house, for my daughter has
hesn accustomed to rida (n her own
ponal' It s gald this reply caused the
future Independence of tha Unlted States,
for if Washington had married In to so
much wealth as Miss Cary had he wonld
never have risen to the fame he did.
Tha atory Is also told that when Wash-
{ngton paased through Willlamsburg at
the close of the war, he waved a sn-
lute  to Mra. Ambler, at which she
fointed; but it 13 assertod that ahe nover
regrolted her coholce. THer eweet face,
howesver, was sald to have been very
much llke that of Mra. Custls, ond for
which renson Washington married her.
Edward Ambler, after hls  father's
death, was collector of the port of York
county, After Inheriting his  brother
John's property ot Jamestown he moved

(father of John A was the son of
Thomas Hroaddus and a grandson  of
Willlam Broaddus, who in turn was an
own hrother of the John Broaddus men-
tioned above. Edmund Broadus was tho
only one to drop one of the “d's" from
his name, for though his father had pre-
viously done g0, tha other sons expressed
the wish that it be resumed, all tho sons
except Major Edmund doing so.

In 1858 thero was published what ls
known ns the ‘‘Broaddus Book,'! com-
piled by Dr. Andrew Bronddus (the seo-
ond, or Andrew, Jr.), alded by Dr. John

concerning the Dunbar and Horbert fam-
ilies:

It |s belleved the Dunbars first settled
on Long lIsland, whicre we find, in 179,
Captain George Dunbar, of Hyde Park,
who came from Woodslde, Scotland, anid
brought with him the arms of the family,
being a “shield, gules, bedring a lion
rampant; or, within a border (or), hay-
Ing elght rosen of tha first (gules).

Crest—A horse's head, bridled; dexter
hand ecouped, fesse way; ppr., holding
bridle. The same arms aro borng by the
Dunbars of South Caroling, 1520,

Bome of the family wers early sattlers
in Virginla. Rishop Meado speaks of the
Hev, John Dunbar as belng in Charles
Clty county in 178, and was a minlster
In other churches prayvious to that date,
A. pketch was written of him by his
grandson, but tha blshop does not =cem
to have had a very high 'opinton of him,
for It is reported he once was bearer
of a challenge from Benjamin Harrizon,
of Berkelay, to Beniamin Ilarrigon, of
Brandon. Probably he did so  uncon-
sclously.

Among the Virginla miliila was Colonal
Duntmr, who commanded the Ilghteenth
Regiment In- the expedition to Fort
Duquesne, 1766. 1lenning also speaks of
