"About ono dozen i-.-.nal men wore

placed beforo the committee, who souglit
to provo fieyond tho shadow of a doubt,"
snid Mr. Houston, "lhat tho crab was

ntigi-iitory, and tbo committee offoreil no

evldeneo to the contrary. lt was shown
that at one season the bay was almost
full of crabs, while withln a few days
rione <'OUld be found. ln a short time
they returned. Moro than this, the un-
contradlcted fact was shown that crab
Ushers follow tlie schools of crabs as they
mako out to tbe Atlantic Ocean on tho
approach of wlnter. nnd catch them day
by day ns they get out farther and farther.
Now, some do not get all the way out,
but when cold wcather strikes them it
stupelies thom, and they stop. The crabs,
it was shown by Captaln Massle, of
Hampton, that winter in tho Chesapcako
nre those thnt nro left from tlie exbdus
to the ocenn, a'rid that the crab by no
means conics Into tho bay tn hibernnte.

lncrease Rapidly.
"Ono female crab produces about three

mllllon young. and then dlea, as is shown
by Unlted States Btallstlcs. If a crab
naclii.s some years uf age, it ls oither
a male or a barren female. Naturally

thereCore, they aro fouml
billlons upon billlons. ad intinitum, from
the coast of Massuchusetts all along the
Atlantic borderlng States, throughout
the gtilf. even to Central and South
Amerlca. Scoklng terriperato water. they
contlnually go north and south. For Iri-
stance, if a wall was erectcd from Cape
Charles to Cape Henry, and every single,
solltnry crab taken up and carried away,
when tho wall was removed after thls,
uhtold mllllons ,would come Into the
Chesapcako Hay and Its trlhutnrlcs
through this cliunnel from tho ocean.
"When tho theory of extermlnatlon of

crabs was llrst advanccd, not a fow in
Tldowater gave lt credenr-e, r.nd some
packers favored tho blll. Slnce tho
haunts nnd custorna of tho crabs havo
bcen carefully stiidled; it hns bcen found
that thls theory ls unciuestlonably wrong.
If thoro was truth in tho theory, overycltizen in Hampton would bo ligbting for
the bill, for, above all others in the State,
it is to tholr interest to proteel the crab.
Hampton is almost dependont upon this
Industry. For years it litis boen known
as old 'Crabtown.' Its interests In thls
industry aro greater, perhaps, than that
of the rest of the section.
"Selflshncss, if no other reason, would

prompt Hampton to throw ovory snfe-
guard about tho crnb, if hor cltlzens,
who have made nn exhaustlve research,
thought for an Instant that wlnter dredg-
ing hnd any tendency to exterminato
their 'frlend,' tho crab."

thow O'Kecfe, pastor of the Roman Cath¬
olic Church of tho rmmnoulato, dled to-
day of pnottmonlo, contraotod whllo re-
Hpondlng to calls tn nttond tho slck. Ho
was seventy-olghl years old nnd a ila-
tlve of Watcrford, Iroland.

'ihe oldesf prlosi in tho dlocese. Fa¬
ther O'Koofo v.an tho Inst survlvlng brl-
gnde chaplain of tha Confodornto nrmy,
iio havlng heen chaplain of Mahono's
brlgado of the tArmy of Northern Vlr¬

Diivls.
Father O'Koefe mado hlmself .famous

throhghout tho South by his work dur¬
lng tho butbreak of yellow fever at Nor¬
folk and Portsmouth In 1855, nnd In
1-SG9 won the roil rlbbon of tho Ivoglon
of Honor by hls nttendance upon the
Ofnccrn nnd crew of a fovor strlckon
Fronch frlgate that put ln at Hampton
Itoads. Ho Is sald to have dled practi¬
cally .pcnnlless, havlng dovoted his largo
fortuno to church work.

Was Mahone's Chaplain.
Rov. Matthow O'Koefe, tho 4thnplaln

of General Mahono's famous brlgado of
tho Confedorato army; tho wnrm porsonal
frlemi (.r Jofforson Davls nnd Oenernl
Robcrl E. I.eo. yellow fever hero and
member of tho I.cglon of Honor of Fnu.

Presldent Davls consentcd. but atlpulnfetl
thnt a Confederate colonel must nccotn-
pariy the oxpedttlon. Tlm ofllcer arrived
ln Norfolk. but becante Intoxlcated, nnd
when he becamo sober ngulu luavy reln-
forcements had nrrlv.-d at tho camp. and,
much to Father O'Keefe's dlnappolnt-
taient. tlm expcdl.ion had to b«> abandon-
ed.
Father O'Koefe urged Presldent Davls

tn set-Iho slaves free atul lo allow them
to take up arms iu defeiiso of tho
South. Tlm latter |q sald to have declar-
ed. after tho war, that lf Father O'Keefe'a
ndvlce hnd hpen hecded lhe result of tho
confllct would havo beeii iliffernt.

His One Sorrow.
Thoso who it.mw Father O'Keefo intl-

mately were awiir* that one sorrow hns
overshndOW.d tbe latter years of his life.
It wns his minoval fronr tlm pastorate of
St. Marv's Church at Norfolk. Th" then
ordlnnry of the dlocese, lt is said, dld not
approvo of Iho elaborate Improvements
Father 0'Keei> had ln hand, but he
shnwed hls approolutlon of tlie high per-
sonal esteem ln whlch ho held the latter
by offering hlm the pastorshlp of tho
most Iniportant church ln Rlchmond.
Father O'Keofe. however, left tho Dlo-

ce.-io of Vlrglnla forover and returned to
tho Arohdlocese of Baltimore, where he
was warmly welc.omod by Cnrdlnal Glb¬
bons nnd asslgnod to Iniportant work.
Father O'Keefo wns devnittly nttnohed to
people of Norfolk of all denomlnattons.
and thoy warmly reciprocated hls feol-
Ings. TJe was frpquenlly urged to vlslt
that clty ngaln and to be ton<!"r<vl n pub¬
llc roceptlon. but he decllned. and hns
passed the renmliilng days of hls llfo
wlthout OY.ei' uguln Bcelng thn clty he so

dearly loved.
Defied General Butler.

One Sunday durlng the Clvll War. whllo
engnged Inf Instruotlng somo children,
Fathor O'Koefe received tho followlng
telegnini from Gonernl Henjamin Butler:
"General Butler sends his complltrients

to Father O'Keefo nnd deslres. to know lf
he prnys for the- i''edernl authorltles at
the vosper service."
Father O'Keefe's reply Is charneterlstle.

Ho wrote the followlng on the back of
Gpneral Butle.r's note:
"Father O'Koefe dops not return hls

rompllinonlH to Goneral Butler. I do not
pray for the Foderal authorltles at the
vosper service. nor do 1 Intend to do so.
Furthormore, t nover heard of such a

Or courso. it wns thouglit hy every one
that on tho recetpt Of the reply from
Fnther O'Keefo General Butlor would Im-
medlatoly order hls arrest. However, he
did not. Years nftorwards General Butler
ii nd Father O'Keefo tuol. and tho Inter-
chnnge of telegrnms between thom waa
referred to,

"I would havo arrested you." s«ld tha
General. "but on account of tho charlta-
blo works you wero performinp."

"I was nnxlous thnt you should arrest
mo," replled th-* priest. "I wunted to get
to tho front. but tho vow of obedlonco to
my blshon'pi-evontod iik>. lf I hnd been
nrrpstod I mlght havo hnd un opportunltyto havo gone there."
