It la' a very IntereBtlng statement
bearing on the general wheat market
for the crop y.-.ir that seventy-nlne of
ihe leadlng mllls of the northweat have
turned out Blnco Soptcmber 1st 2,220,320
harrels more flour than they dld for the
same period fli year ago. It was this
Immenac consumptlon of whoat for
grlndlug that kept prlces up to a high
level for so long.
The forogolng flgures aro ftirnished by

the Northwcstem Mlller. whlch goos on
to «ay that stocks of flour aro not exces-
Bivo accordlng to the last statoment.
Mllls aro lncrcaslng thelr output slowly.
snd trade is expandlng peraiatently, but
not by great strldes. About 30,000 more

barrels was turncrl out last week than
the week before.
With no strong leadershlp on either

atde of tho market. there is quick rc-

aponae to all klnds of advices. During
the week thla was lllustrated when a

cable from Argentlne sald the surplus
thero waa forty per cent. below that of
3905. Thero was absolutely no corrobo-
ratlve cvldence of the truth of tho state¬
ment. and conaervatlve operators pald
no attentlon to lt. but there was a mo-

mentary (lurry on account of It. As a

matter of fact. aa It proved luter, thls
cable harl reference to llax.
lt Is probablo that the next statement of

the visible wlll bo a'n item on tho bull
Blde. but with lmmense stocks in the
Northwest and -with tho probablllty of a

large showing on world'a shipments, It
is linrdly likely the flgures wlll welgh
much In the general castlng up of the
cituatlon.
Somo of the more optlmlsfje aro trylng

to tlnd cheer In tho thought that Austrji.-
lla wlll be called upon to supply-.the do-
flclency ln Indla; that RusslalS shipments
wlll be dlvertod to Germany. and tlmt
the reat of the "deflcleucy" countrlos will
be obllged to take from tho* American
aurplus, seeliig that Manitoba Is not in
a posltlon to do much In the way of
forwardlng grain ut thls tlme of the
year. It would require a good denl" ot
courage to count seriously on thls con-

tlngency, slnce aimllar arguments all sea-

son have been nullitled by a stubborn
avoldance of American wheat, Bavo the
chcaper grades.
Short sellcrs talk bravely enough of

tho general sltuatlon, but they aro thnld
about dolng things .so,.long as tho dangor
of winter kllling mfeoPreal as it has been
for tho last ten doys- Forcirm markets
are atlffenlng up and primary recelpta
are falling off. From the vlowpolnt of
to-day, next wock's inarkets promlso to
follow tho uncertaln niovements wltnessed
durlng the past week, veerlng sonsltlvely
to every Inrgo and Bmall influence. Indlan
shipments havo fallen practically to the
lero mark, belng 48,000 bushols for tho
week, as compared with 1,280,000 a year
ago.
Prlces for corn suffered a slight slump

on account of tho hardenlng naturq of
the woathor, Increaslng stocks nnd'dls-
plriting clearancea. Tho cold weather
has roaultod ln tho better grndlng of
corn and stlmulat.ed^ho movement, which

. ls likely to expand consldorably unlesa
warmer nnd dnmper weather sots in. Sev¬
eral largo holders woro Induced to part
with a portlon of thelr corn on thls pros-
pect. Tlio cash sltuatlon Is weak, tondlng
to depress tho May as well as tho doforred
futuros. Tho outloolt In Argentlne la for
about tho siimo kind ot crop as that of
InBt year. Shlpplng and export business,
both here and at tho seaboard, Is slaclt.
For the week the Argentlne shlpmonta
hggregated 434,000 husliela, ns agalnst
814,000 a year ago. For the year to dato
they havo boen 2,644,000, agalnst 0,72«,0OO
bushels in 1906.

There was cotmld-
erablo dlsoppolntment cxprcsse,) over tho
fact that nothing offlclal had been an-
nounced In regard to tho so-called Cop-
por settlement or In the matter of tho
Unlon Paclflo dlvidend meeting, aud a,
great doal nf stock was liquldatcd ln tlie
late tradlng.
