Do Something for Himself.

Proceeding nmld groat applause, Mr.

GERMANY IMPROVES""
TARIFF TREATMENT

(By j\ssoclated Press.)
RERt-IN, February 15..Tho government

will go before the Reichstag within three
or four days with a proposal to give tho
United States the same treatment under
the new tariff, which becomes operative
March 1st, as that given to countries
with whom Germany has arranged reci¬
procal trado treaties. Tho precise terms
of the bill will depend entirely upon the
result of tho negotiations which are still
continuing at Washington, The German
government's proposal to give tho United
States this favored treatment Is only
for a fixed period, probably a year, so as
to afford time to conclude more perma¬
nent arrangements.

NEW YORK REPUBLICANS
.ENDORSE BENNETT BILL

NEW YORK, February 15..Tho Re¬

publican County Committee of New-York
county, of which Representative Herbert
Parsons is chairman, to-nlglit unanimous¬
ly adopted u resolution urging upon Con-

egress tho passage of th«,« Bennett bill,
now ponding In the House of Representa¬
tives, cutting down tho representation of
the Southern States in Congress nnd onll-
ing for a full Investigation of suffrage
conditions In tho South.. The resolution
was introduced by Gilchrlst Stewart, a
negro member of tho committee from
the nineteenth assembly district.

IMPORTERS WANT
OPEN HEARINGS

(By Associated Prcas.i
WASHING-TON, P. C, February 16.-

An Important conference was held at
the White House this afternoon, nt which
It,was decided that there should not be
cpen hearings before Hie board of general
appraisers In cases of contested valuation
of Imported goods.
Tho conference to-day grew out of a

request made by certain importing inter¬
ests In New York through a cominitteo
of tho Merchants' Association of that
city. Importers, particularly of German'
goods, desired that the .hearings before-
tho board of general appraisers should
be publie-. In their eleslro they had the
support of tho Herman government. In
view of the fact that the now maximum
German tariff goes Into effect on tho 1st
of March, and of the wish of the German
government that the hearings in contested
valuation cases should be open, the» con¬
ference assumed international impor¬
tance.
Although the decision against open hear¬

ings Is final, there were other suggestions
looking to a modification of some of the«
morn stringent regulations of the customs
sendee, which ««onimonded themselves
strongly to tho President and Secretary
Root, and which have been submitted
through Baron Speck von Sternburg, the
Gorman ambassador, lo the Gorman'gov-
ernment.

FORM PLANS TO
EXTERMINATE TICK

(By Associated Press.)
WASHINGTON. D. C, February 15..

Tho committee named by Southern mem¬
bers of Congress to prosent the demands
of tho South for a war against tho Texas
cattle tick appeared before the Houso
Commltteo on Agriculture to-day and
urged the appropriation of $200.000 for a
furthor scientific investigation of tho cat¬
tle tlcli, for a campaign of education as
to how to exterminate it, nnd for the
co-operation of the Federal government
with tho State governments In main¬
taining successful quarantine against the
tick. Secretary Wilson, of tho Depart¬
ment of Agriculture, and many other ottl-
cials of That department attended the
hearing. Representative RaiiBdclI <lx)uls-
lana) opened thu hearing with the state¬
ment that the tick Is costing the Soulli
annual estimated loss of $150,000,1100.
