Just Deep Enough As Good, Com¬
mon Sense Will Suggest.

Oats should bo ebvcred deep enough
to ,got mol.tluro nnd shallow enough
to get tho licnl nnd utr requln.-d for
Kcrmlnntion. In thls they dlffor from
no nthor r.rop. All crops reqtilrn tli s

depth. Th«* plant must llitve th'*si* tmei
thlngs; not ono or two of them, but
all threo.

Large One- Cold and Unhealthy
for Fowls.

Those who have been in the buslncss of
ntising poulfry the longeat an.l have
given lt the ilos.-st attentlon are a unlt
agalnst great. elabdrate bulldlngs. Thn
slmplest, nmst coriifortnble building ls
alwnys thc best. Two important esscn-

tlals aro that it shall be easlly cleaned
out, and that it shall contaln no harbors
for tho re.l mito that cannot eaally bc
reacjiod wlth a llqui.l spray.

II the house is'difficult to clean. it wlll
seldom bo eieaned. If it hns n bourtl
Iloor »r a dropping board. wlth ne-.|s ni,-

dor It, red mlles will get in an.l cannot
be dlslo.lgcd. They will get under tho
board Iloor by the millions, nnd one cun-
n.it reach them wlth any Insectlclde, nnd
nt night they wlll make life a l.urden
to the fowls restlng In th« house.
They get underneath a dropplnv board

by mlllloiiH, an.l If there nre ncsts under
It. they wlll falrly swarm in them. and
they are Bafe from harrri.
An open room is always best. wlth

perches hinged t» the wall, so they can

qulckly be turned up but nf Iho wny
when tho cleanlng is done. Nests should
bo slnglo, sn that they can qulckly be
einptlc.l and sprayed, an.l re placed.
Stuull houses are best. because they nre
wnrmest and easlly cleaned but.
X large houso is cold an.l full of .Irafts.

A dozen small houses crinhected togethcr
hy simplo scraichlns sheds nre vastlv
better than ono large house, antl they do
not cost so much. I nlwnys advlse the
building or Imiiso.s witli large scratchtng
sheds attached; then when shut in by
¦tormy weatlier, the fowls wlll livo in
tho Hcrat.-liing sheds, and only sleep nnd
ta_ In the houses. B*. B.

pnd particularly when wi-t. li Ih very
.langorous to turn cows on alfalfa If
ihoy havo beefi kept on dry food all win¬
ter. aa thoy wlll gorgo themselves wlth
the youne food untll illgostion is sus-

iionileii. fernratiori sets ln and thoy hln.it
to thut extent thal thoy aro choked to
death or possibly hy actual rupture of
paunch,
Remeilles for this dlseise, hovon or

bloat. aro well known. but tinless *lie
posturp Is n"ar tho lintis«\ whero tl> *

nnlmal's dlstress Is ..berveil n-ir.i- In
tho trouble. It will nrohablv dle hefor-*'
heln arrivps.
