The Mortgage Tax.
Eight months ngo, tho mortgage tax

law went Into effect In New York, nnd

the Sun has collected a ntlnit/cr "f ex¬

presslons as lo the rrn.-tlcat opcration
of the Inw. Tho flr-n witness Is R. S.

Donaldann. of Buffalo, sccretary of the

Erle County Savings Bank, and he tes-

tlfles that:
Slnce July 1, 1905, <>ur bank hns taken

forty-one new mortgages: If business
wt-re in its normal 4-ondltion we ought
to have put out thHt number In one

month. Thc totnl amount of theso -mort-
g>.grs is I8H.000, and four of this num¬

ber amount in themsnlves to »3:i.50u.
Since. July 1, 1W5, our bank hns beon
oMIged to add one-half of 1 per cont.
Ir.crensp to tho rate of lnterest on inort-
gngo loans. I thlnk that you niuM ad¬

mlt tlmt up to thls tlmo thls MI! has

not produced thc revenue expected."
Next comes ox-Judge Watson T. Dun-_

more. oi Utlcn, who relates tlils plece
of htntory.
"On July 1. when the law took effoct,

the Savings Bank, ot Utlcn, the Utlcn
Trust nnd Doposit Company and the
Cltizens' Trust Company of thls clty
Iniineiliately advanoed tholr rates of ln¬
terest one-half of one per cont.. and, if
1 nm correetly lnformed by those eon-

auctlng thoso Instltutlons. thero hns not
1>ecn n lnnn mnde whlch prior to July
I, lffVi. would not have been made at
a rnte of lnterest at least one-hait of 1
pei cent. lower than thc ruto exactod."
From Rochester, John 8. Bronk con-

trlbutea this Intrrostlng Informatlon:
"Slnco the mortgage tux law went lnto

effect 1 have porsonnlly drawn at leust
twenty ronl estato mortgnges on whlch
the rato of lnterest wns 51-2 per cont.
.Hnd it not hoon for the mortgngo tax
law the rnte of interost nn ull of thoso
loan* would, I am certain, have boen
o per cent. In tlils county many real
estate mortgage* arc belng recorded wlth
1he rate of interost 5 1-3 per cent., Vmt
untll the mortgage tax law went into
offect that was scldont the rate of in-
UTOst."

Thls is the experienee of the Oneida
County Savings Bank, ,ih told hy John
B. Edwards, its presldent:
"Prior to July I. 1IKV>, we made all loans

from J.">no m 15,000 at 5 per cont.. but
sinoe hnve mnde all loan* nt 5 1-2 per
cent., feellng obllged to do so in order
that our PHrnlngs nhould he sufllclont to
contlnue to pny 31-2 per cont. to our
depoyltors and hnve a little surplus for
protection. havlng only necumulnted
about $30,000 of surplus In the past ten
yenrs on nearly COOO.f.oo deposits, so It
cannot bo charged that we aro plling
up a largo surplus wlth the rato of ln¬
terest charged. The borrower wlth us
is a person ownlng a farm or n building
or buylng a moderate prleed house, nnd
as long as thore ls sny klnd nf tux on
mortgageis thc borrower wll) bo obllged
to pay H ln lnterest, or some other
wny."
Now for a word from Herklmer,

through the lips of W. C. Prescott:
"The current rate of intorest on mort¬

gage loans at thls place, has beon
6 per cent. for. somo >tlme, hut I have
not drawn afty, mowgagos; slnco July 1.
lWo, for a ¦l'eHs''rn"to of lnterest than B 1-2
per cent. Tn nearly overy case the bor¬
rower haa to pay tho Incrcased rnte of
one-half per cent."
Let tho 1-orrowors' side by told by

Blshop Colton. of Buffalo, who Knys;
"ln regard to the niattor of tho tax

on mortgage*, I ccinylder tho tux veryburdonsomo and shall be glad lf the
law be repealed. Our struggllng congre-
gations must needs ralsc mortgages on
their churches to help them establl»hInem, and they have all they can do to
meet the interost. With thls half per
cent. Increnso tha burden heretofore so
Jicavy beeomes unbeamble. EverywheroJ go thrpugh the dloc.ese, whlch covers
a slxth part of thls State, 1 nnd thedissatlifnctlon of pastors and people wlththia tnx, and the wish and hope nre ox-
pregsfld for Its repeal."
Thls ls proof upon proof. But Is any

.proof really needed? The consumer al-
¦ways pays tho tax, We may talk all
.we please about taxlng the monoy len-
d>r, but the borrower ls tho man who
pays the lender's tax. Ii ls an tnjuetlee;
lt Ia a hardshlp; It retards progresa; and
after all the money lendor sometlniee
dodges, even after he has sadaied the
lax on the borrower.
We hope to seo the whole wretched

system reformed in Virginia. We want
to see a system under whlch all proporty
will be assetised and taxed at ltB fair
market value and the tnx on deVts
abolished.

Judicial Salaries in Virginia.
We note with the metmnrfl of natls-

taotlon whlclt ari.ea from the pronpeci
of afraing Justice done to worthy mjn-
lsters of Justice that the. Senato Com¬
mlttee on Finance ho« reeommended un
increase of one thouaand dollars an¬
nually tn the salarlea of the Judges ol
th* Supreme Court of Appoals of Vir¬
ginia. Some weeks ago wo puhllshed ar
artlcle from the DecemOjer, l&», num¬
ber ot the Virginia Law Reglster, In
Trhlch attentlon was callefi to the fact
that, under o«cllon 103 of the Conatltd-
tlon of Virginia. unleen tho salarles n(
tbe juasee ts.ro Increased by the Ooncvil
jUsenjbly now ln ieaalon, lt wlll not bc
powlWo tor .ubeequont L*eLlnturee u
effect the chenuo nnd at tb. .ams ttmi
ma-We 1M salarles. of tlie flva Judges unb
Iw-m, ihAt section provialng that theli

.nlnrle- "shall not >c Inereaaerl or dl-
mlnlshi-a" durlng tholr terms of oltlce,"
and sn-tion 01, provlding fnr the electlon
Of iho Judg«» for tefme of dlfferont
length. Tho samo artlolo also callert at¬
tentlon tn the inadequaoy of tho pres-
ant aalary, four thousand dollars, nnd
gave n. tabulntoft Htfltemant of the gnhi-
rles pnld by the several Btntes of tho
Unlon to thelr appellate nnd trls.1 Judges.
From thle the Stato nf Virginia nppeared
among thoso plnclng the lowest valua-
tlon upon Jnrtlclnl nervlees.
Wo commended the Register nrtlcle *6

Iho thotightful attentlon of the members
of the Oenernl Assembly, nnd now have
renpon to bellovo that It has nt least
proven h faetor In the dellberntlons of
tho Senntc Commllten 011 Finance, the
setlon of whlch, we belleve, wlll be
endorsed by hoth branches of the leg¬
lslaturo. Certalnly It Ib a concluslon
thnt. just men must npplnud. AblHty and
hard work should be holh encouraged
nnd Invited ln every Airnnch of our gov¬
ernment. A pollcy whlch looks only to
nceiirlng thy. lowpst-prlcod Inlair cnn

hardly bc dlgnitlcd, even wlth the namo

of pcnny-wlsdom, for It Is rather th«
folly of the man whose rango of vlslon
Is oo-extenslve wlth tho length Of hls
nose. A much sounder pollcy Is thnt of
estlmatlng prnfesslonal servlces of con-

ceded morlt and falthfulne-s In connec¬

tion wlth the growihg revenues of the
Stnte, upon whlch the demands of hor
admlnlatratlvc offlcors should be a flrst
eharge, and we cannot but belleve that
the quntlont in the present cnse wlll be
r minimum of flve thousand dollars.

Gfiles Jackson, Missionary.
Hurrah for Glles Jnckson! He ls n

good Vlrglnlan, and he has glven tho
Yankee negroca a, tlmely and stlnglng
rebukc. There Is no "bad blood between
the decent white folks and the decent
black folks of Virginia. We belleve that
there Is less of rnce antagonism in Vir¬
ginia than there Ib In Massnchusetts.
If there ls any aerlous frlctlon between
tho whites and blacks of Virginia, we

are not aware of It. There Is certalnly
no evldence of U In Itichmond. Yet o

handful of nogroes In Massnchusetts nre

luildlng up the hill ln the I.eglslnture ap-
proprlatlng a sum of money for an ex-

hlblt at the Jamestown Exposltion, be¬
causo of the suffrage laws of Virginia.
Glles Jnckson made a vlslt to Boston,

appeared before the committee which has
the blll in hand, and entered hla protcst
against such "prejudlce" nnd sectlonal
splrlt Moreover, the colored Vlrglnlan
wanted to know what hls MassachusetLs
brethren had to do wlth Virginia laws,
anyway. His speech muat hnve been n

startler to his Boston audlence. Yot It
was not a new topie. Many years ago
white men iu Virginia aBked the New
Englnnders much the same qucstlon that
Jackson put to them so polntedly. But
that Is another story.
By the wny, we obnerve in the Boston

Transcript of Saturday evenlng n com-

niunication from a dolore«_ preacher,
cnmmentlng on the recent race rlots ln
Springlield, Ohlo. He says that he was

for several years pastor of a colored
church ln that town, and knows the con¬

dltions well.
"When all the heat and excltement

have subsided," says he, "what I ex-
press nnw will be found to be the truth.
Sprinffleld, llko all other cities Norih and
3outh where the two raeea llve together.
has its dlsreputable negrnes and Its dla-
rcputahle whlto peoplp. These elemonts
in every part and section of the United
States, consorl together. But thc root of-»
the trouble In Sprlngfleld Is by no
means due to disrrputuble and vlclous
nrgroes^ it is due to the envy and Jeal-
ousy of'some of the whites of tho thrlft
and prosperity of some of tho blacks."

whites of Virginia, as Is abtindantly tes-
tlfled hy the faot that the colored people
of thls State are to have a prominent
part In the Jamestown Exposltlon, and
wlll make a apeclal exhlhlt to show the
progross and proaperlty of thelr race.

to Ihe vnhlty of thoso ihnt creiite them
thnn to the goiiltis of tho Immnrtnl pnet.

Thit If tho promoiers of tlio ninvement
for a mnnunicnl to Poe would npprnprl-
utoly commeniornte hls life nnd gcnltiH
lliey\could not do so better thnn hy tho
erectlon of a. home whero nged nnd phys-
lcnlly dlsnhled atlthors might pnss tho
evenlng of tholr daya ln the unjoymeiit
nr tho cornfnrts whlch woro ton often
dcnlod to Poe In thls life. Such a moiiii-
ment would hnvo some slgnlllcnnro, nnd
would have prnctlcil titlllty ns woll ns
nonthetlc iiunllty.

Busy Times in Bedford.
At no tlme ln tho past has Ihere boen

such stlrrlng times In Bedford ns wlll
bo seen ln tho next two yenrs. The
Norfolk and Western has let to contract
the gradlng for Its doubta Irock through
tho county of Bedford. Thls work Is
heavlnr than the maklng of the original
rond and more costly. lt almost amounts
lo a new Hnc in whlch curves are taken
out, graden reduced nnd culverts mado
to replacc hrldges. This wlll brlng a

largo number of labnrers to the county
ond glve employmcnt tn men, boys nnd
teams,
The Tidewater rond also hns been let

to contract from the Roanoke to the
Campbell line, nnd already hundred- of
lnlxirors are at work luilldlng a road
thnt wltl be constructed on the strnlglitest
line posslble from ihe mnuntnins to the
soa, and wlth a grnde titiequalled any
exlating line. Thls rond Is unlque in the
fnct that no stock Is belng sold, or bonds
issued, nnd yet money Is suppllod frotn
some unknown sourco to bulld nnd eojulp
tho road ln tho most sitbstanttal man¬
ner. In addltlon to theso enterprlses, It
ls now glven out thnt the Southern wlll
let to contract tho grnding for its doul.-ie
track from Lynchburg to Lvnph's along
the eastern border nf Bedford. Wlth
such great enterprlses in progress Bed¬
ford should havo boomlng times In tne
next two years.
But there Is a reve*rso slde to this

pletttre. Whlle money wlll bo poured out
in the county llke water, farming opern-
tions wlll bc made moro dlfflcult. Tho
farmer cannot pay the prices pald by
those who have conlracts on these roads.
and therefore iaborers will leave the farm
and in many cases the farmers them¬
selves are working themselves and tholr
teams on pubnlc works. Tlm wlse far¬
mer. therefore, wlll so plan hls opera-
tions as to need tho least labor, nnd en¬
deavor by trucklng, the sale of fruits
and poultry, to compensate for the dlml-
nuiton of the heavy crops..Bedford
Democrat.

The Investigation.
Tt is very evldent from the evidence

brought out before tho committee hnv¬
lng in oliHrge the Investigation of the
dlscharge of a clerk of the Corporation
Commission that an Investigation was
necessary, and lt seems the questlon of
those who wanted to know what ther"
wns to Invcstlgate has been well-answe-
ed already. No one, we belleve, has ever
charged any erimlnal wrong against any
one connected wlth the lamentable af¬
fair, but the pvidenc. of the clerk alone
shows a snd state of affairs to have
existed ln the foremoat functlonary body
ln tho 'State.

The Hepburn Bill.
Edltor of The Times-Dispatch:
Slr,.A enreful study of tho Hephurn

rallway rate bill as paaaed by the Houso
of Reprosentatlves leatls to the hope,
that lt wlll bo thoroughly ovorhauled
and mnterlnlly amended by the Senate
boforo It pnsses that bofly. Not only nre
there constitutlon queatlons ralsed as
to the power of Congress to ennct such
leglslatlo" that, lf anawered by the Su-
|preni|Q CP^rt \n the nosa.tlve, would
wlpe the whole law from the ntatute
books, hut thero nTo grave practical ob-
jectlons to giving to a polltlcal commls-
alon, responstble to the Presldent of tho
United States and to no one else, such
vaM powers over the commerce and
Industries of tho Unlted States as Is
proposed.
Somo of theso objectlons are of pa-rtlc-

ular Interost to thc South, for the reason
that many of the most important Indtis-
trlcn of thls section of tho country would
bo endnn«orod if tho Intorstate Com¬
merce CommlSBlon should Interfero ?,lth
the present adjustmont of rates, wheroby
thoy are enabled to reach oompetitlvo
markets on advnntageous terms. Not-
wllhstandlng some oplnlons that have
been expressed to thfi contrary, It onti
bc stated posltlvely thnt Bepresentatlve
Ijlttlefteld. of Malne, one of the ablost
lawyers In elthor housa of Congross, wna
rlght ln holdlng that tho Hepburn blll
would give thn commission power over
dlffcrentlals.ln other words, power to
apportlon commerce among tho dlfferont
loculltlos and sectlons throughout tho
whole Unlted States. Thla power is dle-
tlm.tly conferred hy tho Innguago of the
Hooiburn blll, conferrlng rato-maklng
authorlty on tho oommisalon taken ln
s»onnectlon wlth Koctlon three of the
original Intorstate commerce law, whlch
tho Hepburn hill nolther 'repeals nor
mortlfles.
Giving thls iiower to n polltlcal com-

mlsslon would bo bad enough If I*. wer.
proposed lhat the acts ot tha commis¬
sion were to bo subject to full Judlclal
revlow under a law expreaaly coiiforrlng
on the Unlted States courts authorlty ;o
conalflsr evory questlon Involvod and all
Iho oqulttes ln tho caso. moluilliig ihe
.junstlon of tho reasonameiiesa of the
rates that would he set aiide by an
order of tho comrnlsslon "and t.*je effoct
of the commission-made raUs, not only
on thn rovonues ot the carrlera Involved.
but also on the commerce o< localltlea
that would Imj illsnetroiiBly affectad by
uuch ehunge In the relatlon of rates na
neocBsarlly r<>-lows ovory chanco thut
may h« made, elthor ln a slnglo mte
or ln n group of ratea.
Under the fiopburn blll rho courta

could exerclno no such authorlty, It ls
BBriously queBtloncd by able lawyera
whether the eqiirts would consider an
atipllmtlnti for a ravle-w of an order
made under the Hopburn blll on any
nround whatever, and U la certaln that
lt' there could bo any rovlew nt all, tho
courta would he llmlfd to tho alnglo
Inquiry ns to whether a rate or a group
of rntoa mttdo by tho commlaBlon wero
ao low aa to amount to the taklng of
tho proporty of a carrtar without itift
compensatlon, The doubt as to whottp'V
the. courts would tako Jurlsdtctlon of .m
appllcutlon for a rovlaw of an order of
tho conw-jaaion la baaed on tho fact thnt

thn Hnprotne (.'ourt of tho tlultod BtfttPn,
from Iho foundation of tho govointnoiil
down to the prossni thne, hna Imhl thnt
tho ITnltrd Hlntfis cotirta nre wuirts of
llmltod liiirlwllftlon nnd enn exen-lH'*
only inmii JurlHillctton ns Ib oxprensly
ronret-rod upon them hy the Conslltii-
llnn nnd thn lawn of Coiigress, Thln
belng so, lt Is ilnuhtod whPthe.r tho pin-
vlslon of thn llnplnirn hill tlmt intcs
iniido hy tho rnttmilaalnn ahnll go lnto
nfCeot thlrty rlnys nfter notlce nnd ahnll
romnlti ln force, "imloss the Hnmo sluill
be atispoiided or niodlllod or net nM-ln
hy tho commission or stispoiided or set
nsldo hy n cmirt of onmpetent Jurlsdlo-
tlon," would he rnnstriiPd by the courta
ns Hiich leqlrlnlloji a* would be reoultoil
to glvo them Jurisdictlon of ouhps nrlslng
umlor tho Inw, Thero ls no other lan-
gungo ln Ihe blll thnt could ho <on-
itl-tiod aw directiy or Indlroctly con-
ferrlng Jurisdictlon on thn courts.
Whether or not It would he posnlhlc

lo sniMiro a Judlclnl review of nn ordr
of Iho commission, on the ground tlmt
It wns conflBcatorv, It ls certnln thnt Iho
llephurn blll would not pcrmlt review ori
nny othor ground. Thls wns frnoly nd-
mitlrd by advocatos during thc House
ilehnto, nnd thls Is tho ground on whlch
thc strongpst nrgumrnts for thc ftirlend-
mint of the hill »>v the Kcnnlo nro basetl,
If tho blll should bocotno fi law in lln
proHcnt form, tho Intcrslnto Commerce
Conimlsslon wlll be glven absolutn nnd
tnirestrulnoil nuthorlty to ndjust rates
affootlng rlvnl communlfli-s wlthout any
ooiisldorntlon for tho iipoclnl noeds nf
thoso communltles, or, If tho membors
nf tho coninil**ion ondenvnr to glvo ron-
slilorntlon to tho apeolnl nood.t of loeall-
ilos, thoy wlll hnvo to act wlth such
Imporfoct knowledgo ns.thoy may hnve,
aml tho Inevltnble rosult wlll be a reln-
IIvo udluntmeiit of rates thnt wlll srri-
ouslv fnjurft or totally destroy many
IndustrlPH thnt «re now depondent upon
tho presont. ndjustmont of rntPB for tho.r
silccess, Thls Is a mattor of special
Interost to tho South, for tho reason
that In no othor section of th:- country
hns tho system of ftdjtistlng trnnspoftn-
tlon chargoH so n* to put products lnto
oompotltlvo markcts on iiilvanlagcnus
torniH Ivon moro gont-rnlly followed.
Under tho Hopburn blll nn ndjustment

of rates mlght bo brought nbout tlutt
would plvo to th<* cotton mnnufneturlns
Industry of Now England tromondous
ndvnntaKfs ovor the cotton mlll Industry
of tho South, oc tliat would placo thn
Iron and stool Industry of tho Southern
Sfntes at a irrent dlsadvantngo i-onipnred
to that of Ponnsylviinln, but ln neither
chsp could thoso. whoso huaincss would
l»> Injured or destroyod obtain a henrlng
ln <*->i^t.

Iimt thls Inw been on ffio *^"*«*Ui books
whon tho Interstate Ugniniorce Commln-
kIou, ln tho maxlmum rato caso, unrier-
took to rondjust frelght rates Into Soutli-
onstern territory In favor of Clnclnnntl
nnd Chlcago as ngalnst Blchmond nml
th" othor Eantorn cltles, that ordor
would havo h-"-on lpgal and would hnve
gono lnto effect, and tho itiHrchantH of
Richmond nml tho othor Enstern cltles
would havo been utterly urinlilo to havo
obtalned nny klnd of n Judlclnl rnvlew
nf the order, though tho business of
many of them mlght hnvp been serlously
damnged or totnlly rulned. A eompl"ti*
overhaullng of tho Hephurn blll bythe
Senato nnd Its amendment. so ns to
open thn doors of the courts to nll who
may be nffpotcd by the orders of the
commission Is necesgary. not so much
ln the lnterest of th,' rnllwnys of tho
l'nlted States ns In the lnterest of a
"square doal" for business Interests and
ciinmunltles thnt mlght be rulned by
the efforts of a polltlcal commission to
mako rnten elther ln accordance wlth
somo flxod system or In ncconlnnce wlth
tho vlews of the commissioners as to
the amount of business that each com-
niunlty should hc permltted to transact.

FAIR PLAY.

The Labor Question.
Edltor of Tho Tlmes-nispnti-h:
Slr,.Most vlews of the labor Immigra-

tlon iiiipstion as affectlng th- rural Sou.h
spcm to mo orroneouH. In the ftrst plnco.
tho fnnln ren«on for tho srari'lty of labor
I* that land Is eontlnually sold or ronteJ
to tho very class upon t^iiom wp dppond
for laborers. w ere thls not the case.
the negroes would have to labor for
othors for thelr llving. And as to thn
matter of nnlmus. t hnstcn to say that,
ln my Judgment, the natural laborer
of tho South, tho negro, Is not Improvodln hln own condltion by illhor buylng
or rentlng lnnd. He only becomes a

peasant farmer of a very' low tipe, of
little use to hlmself or the country.
Beyond correctlng thls hablt of puttlnglaborers in cliargo of lnnil. whlch they

can only mlsmannge, laborers, whother
nativo >>r Imported, must ho made. ox-
piTlmentally acqualnted wlth the Inw of
ircspass and be kept from tblnking to
make the moHt of a procnrlous llving
roving over tho lands of others. Cttt-
olT roadH and paths must be abollnhed,
as. Indeed, wlll bo morssary when thn
old estnte* aro mado Into fenced cattjo
riinrhos. aa they must be ln the flmme-
dlato future. whatovor other uaos are
mnde of tho Inslde lots.
lf it 1)2 objectpd thnt this would In-

volve almost n rcorgnnlaatlon of society.
It must he nnswored that our rural
society must be roorganlzod. Tho mako-
shifts adopted bv a disorgnnlzed aiul lin-
poverfshed peoplo after the Clvll War
have yet to give place to permanent nr-
inngements.
The Imniigratlon of worklng* farmers

from whatovor section or country Ih
not a proper solution of the dlfllculty.
A worklng fnrmer In the South Is. for
Ixith physlcal nnd social rensona. a peas¬
ant nnd undoslraible. Such Northern
farmers as come here, ln the largo
majority of Instanccs, fall to prospor
and return whonce thoy came.

It was not by chance that the rural
economy of tho South differed from thnt
In the North. The Southern estates
wore orgnnlzcd rlght Industrlnlly, and
must bo roorgaulzcd as largo estates,
wlth free labor Instead of slave lafcor.
Tho samo genlus that mitdo gardens
pf tho slave plantatlons wlll mako a
success of the same plantatlons, nnd
even larger onos, with free labor, whlch
Ib not really more expenalvo than slave
labor.
Whon men complaln #.' s>'gro labor

thero nre generally two thlnsis to con¬
slder, It may ho thnt the employer
wns not able to pny hlfi laborora regu-
larly,** Agaln, for ihls reason and others.
hls managemont, both of the lahoror and
of the business genernlly, mny have
beon at fault. 1 .belleve that negro
labor. well managed and properly pald,
ls the best labor now avnJlanln on tho
face of the earth. Our pooplo wlll
novor. tolerato tho temper of Itallans.
We cannot nfford to try nny of tho
rnces thnt havo beeome tnoculated wlth
unlon notlons and who are so qulck to
ovor-estlmate thelr contributions to the
success of the enterprlses /'upon whlch
they work and demand wages accordlng-
ly. If the comparatlvoly prosporousNorthern farmers cannot sattsfy whlte
laborors, how can we expoct to enter
the lnbor market of tho world? Mr.
Koiner ls op a wrong scent.
Elnally, Mr. Edltor. lt Is nothing short

of a shame and dlagrace to the falr famo
of our old State that we are hawklng
our lnnds about ln the markets of tho
wholo world as of llttlo worth, because
wo thlnk wo cannot handle them. Tho
groat race of Southern planters must
be tfisturbed In thelr graves!
Wo need no more laborers.no moro

ponsnnts. It Is a questlon of manage¬
mont and finance.not Immlgration. Thero
Is money enough ln our banks to roor-
ganlzo our plantatlons, lf a llttlo of
tho old ganlus of managemont la left, lf
a llttlo of tha ganlus wastod ln tha law
and politics ln our cross roads nnd
oltios and in Northern eltlea can be
brought to boar agaln-. on our lands.
Th-4 old jSouthern Rentlenien wore a great
rnce oT fsrmors. Thelr desxendants can
do even better than they dld under the
prosent altered clrcumBtances. whlch
roally afford greoter onportunltlos thnn
our fathera enjoyed. Tho mon of the
now South must take the matorials at
ihandl and wlth the tnaglc touch of
bi-iiitm and manaeomont make the land
of cotton and tobacco rejoice.
