SITUATION IS GROWING
HOURLY MORE CRITICAL

Churches Keep Open All Night
and Are Filled With Panic-
Stricken People . Much

Miserv But FeAv
Fatalities As

Yet.

'NAPI_1_S, Aprll S..Tho hopc that
Mount Vcsurlus was bcconilng culin waa

dlaslpated to-day when tho. volcano bc-

cemo moro actlve than evcr.
Tho panlo has spread to Nuploa. Two

strong oarthciuake shocks whlch shat-
tered windows nnd crackod tho walls of
bulldlngs, wero cxpcrlenced tolday. Tho
ontlro populntlon rushed to tho strecta
ln torror, many pcrsons crylng:
"Tho Idndonnn has forsnken us; tha

ond of tlio world hus come."
Commune Destroyed.

No trnce remulns of Boscptrecnso, a

commune on tlio Southern decllvlty of
the mountain, whero, up to forty-elght
hours ago, ten thousand persons llvcd
and Torre Annunzlatii, on tho shores of
tho Gulf of Naples, one mlle to tho south-
wnrd, Is almost surrounded by tho in-
vndlng lava and has been evneuated by
Its "thirty thousand Inhnbitants. The
peoplo were Ivrougl-.t to Nuplos by tralna,
streot cars, inilltary carts and steam-
shlps.
Slni'.lnr nieniis of trnnsportntlon nre

belng employed to hring away tho peoplo
from Torro Del Greco. Tho pollco nnd
carblnors nro gunrding tho abnncloneil
hotiaes, nnd sovernl members of tlio gov¬
ernment nre nlso thoro. The tolegram
recelved from tho mayor of Snn Sobas-
tluno, a villngo nenr tho ohsor'vatory, on

the. noKthwcst-.tlocllv.lty.ot.ATesuvlns, says
tho lava la appronchlng vnpjdly, and .that
tho pooplo nro tcrror-strlckbh. They hhve
been for nlghts wtlhout slcop, ho-snys,
nro destltute nnd heg lhat asslstanco be
glven Ihem.

Work of Succor. '.
Tlio work of succor Is hiimporod, owing

to ilclays to the ratlwny servlce, whlch Is
IntciTiiptoil by red-hot stone's thrown to
a lieiglit of 3.000 fee_, __illlng on tho tracks.
As yet It Is imposslblo to cotint the

craters thnt have opened nnd from whlcli
stronms of lava havo flooded tho beautl¬
ful, prosporous and hnppy lund lying ou

tho soutlieust shores of tho Gulf of Nn-
ples. Tlio ntmospliero Is Iicavily charged
wlth clectriclty, and now nnd thon tho
flnshes of Ilghtnlng aro hlliiding, whilo
tlie dctoniillnns from lhe volenno roscmblo
tlioso of terrlblo exploslons,
Tlio churclies of tlio clty wero open nll

Saturdny nlght nnd- wore crowded wlth
pniilc-strlekcn pooplo. IWomhcrs of thu
clergy nro dnitif, tlielr nlmost to ciiliu
thoir foars, hut tlio effects of their argil-
ments go nlmost for naught whon re-
nowed enrtluiuuke shocks nre experleiiced.

"Wlth the danger nnd horror of the slt-
iiutlon nslde, Arcsiivlus presents ono ot
tlio most aplondld sights imuglnnhlo. Tho
moiintnln of ilre, whose speech ls by
delnnatlon, nnd whoso ncts nro dostrnc-
tlon, seoms llko nn onrngeil ginnt rtcter-
nilnod to miike tlio piginles of earth fnol
Iho mlght of hls wrutli. Ilero nnd thoro
on tlio moiintnln sido stnnd tho lilastcd
trunks of plno treos, their hnro branches
oiitstretched ns though in protest ugulnst
tho devustutioii tho volenno hus wrought,

Observatory Destroyed.
Tho Diiohoss of.Aostn, wlio ulwnys la

to bo found whero mlsory exlsts, Is nol \
spnrlng horsolf ln hor offorts to ullevlnto
dlstross, Tlio peoplo call hor nn nngol of
mcrcy. To-dny sho toolc several chlldron
from thelr weary mothers. nud ln her
cnrrlngo convoyed them to tlie royal
pillnco, where they wlll reinuln untll con¬
ditions are brightor.
Tho obsorvatory hns honn destroyed,

nnd Slgnor MatieuccI, tlie illrector, and
tho omploycs had nnriow oscupes. They
pusseii last night ln tlio dnrkness, savo for
tho froqiient flashes of li_.htnlu.sr, as tho
gas works and elcctrlc llghting plant
nlso woro destroyed. Tho ivstaurunt pt
tho funlcular railroad, too, hus iiecn ob-
literated.
