lio ehnrged Ihnt tho Moiitnuu RetitttO.fi
ehullltlnn wns iluo to thn fnct that hn
hnd not been menlloned by Sotiolor Pay-
ner in hls spoooh yestordny ns ono '»f
the rresldent's speclal anihnsnndors. Ho
defended hls own rocoril, on iho ground
thnt durflng hls t-ongresslonul sorvlce hln
parly hnd boon In power only tbe flrst
four yenrs. lf, durlng lhe tlme t.he Demo¬
crats' were In the niliiorlty, ho hnd In-

. trodneed n hill lo regulatc tho rnllronds,
the Senutor sald, lie would bnve been
pc.rformlng nn net nf biincomho. lie ro-

pejed rhnrges of Incorislsleliey on llie pnrt
or lhe Pre*lc1e!it in hls logislallvo pro-
Urnmme, snyltiR thnt thn "nlisolule rnlo,"
flrst contendnd for, had been desortod
for the "inn. Inuitii rnte" and ihnt tbe
Presldenl hnd eh.inped hls .poslllon on the
subtect of susjienslon of rates pendlng a

reversal ln- tlio murts.
TnWng up a slnteinotit ninde by Mr.

Onrter thnt tho President hnd durlng
hls cumpnlgn for llio Prcsldcncy dls-
pluved mulehlo.s oourngo ln defylng tho
rnll'rond power of tlie eountry, Scnator
Bailey sald of the Presldent's nttltudo
ln tlint election:

¦.Hns lhe setintor from Montntin.
examlned tho record on Ihat question,
ns he dld the record of the senutor
from Miirylnnd nnd myself? What
wlll the .Sennte say when 1 tell tho
aenalor from Montdnn that ln bls
jnessnges nf 1902 and 1003 thc Presi¬
dent wns as sllent ns the gravc upon
the (inesllon of rcgulatlng llic rail¬
roads; Ihnt. siandlng in the presencc
nf ihe American nutlon, pendlng llio
grent contest of 1901, he spoke never

a word in Us favor, either in hls
let.ler nf nceeptiiiice or ln hls speecli
of nec-eplnnec. Only after hls olec¬
tlon in 1001 dld hc cluillcngc the rall¬
rond powers ln mortnl combat. Dld
the senator from Montanu know that
when he declared that the President
had exhlbltod tbe mnrvelous courugc
in defylng It prior to hls elovatiori?"
Senutor ('.'utter replled thnt ln u publlo

_ddres3, dollvered ln tho clly of Minne-
npolis beforo hls nomlnatlon', the Pres¬
ident hnd In clear, dlstinct und uneciuiv-
ocal terms aritioiinced hls posltlon upon
the subject, und llkewlso upon necessary
antl-tiuft prdsecutloiis nnd leglslatlon.
ln reply Senutor Bailey sald he dld

not know tbe President hnd dlscussed
the rallrond question ln hls speech at
Mlnneapolis, but hc luid oxejiilned the
Presldent's public messnges prlor to tlio
election vand hnd found nothlng of that
characier ln them.

Surrender of President.
Senutor Bailey sald thnt the Presldent's

secretary had' wrltten to the editor of
b publication known as "Frelght" ln the
suminer of 191)1, deMlnrlns thut ln his
letter of acceptabed thc President would
"speak out" on the rallroad question.
He snld the Presldent's promise had not
been rcdeenied. Continulng, he snld:

"I do not say tliat Iho Presldont
put it in liis letter, and then, whon
his ustuto political ndviscrs told hlm
that tho railroads would not contrlb-
Ute, that he cut lt out. 1 wlll not
say that, nlthough tlicro nre mnny
men uncharlablo enough to sny it. I
only put before the Sennte nnd tho
eountry the fact that hls secretary
sald the Presldont would speak on lt,
n.nd ho dld not speak on lt.
"Perhiips those iiisuraneo companles

.whlch were contrlbutlng the trust
funds of hvldows nn.i orphnJis to
securo hls olectlon owned so mnny
of those rallroad bonds that they do-
terred not tbe Proshlent. but tlie
Presldent's udvisers, from lucorpor-
atlng ln hls letter a messrigo o£ hos-
tillty agalnst tlie railroads Iminedi-
atcly precedliig tlie. election.

"Mr. President, I love a brave mnn.
1 love u lighler nnd the President of
thc Unlted Statos is both on neva-
sion, but lie can glve up wlth us

much nlncrlty ns any liimi who over

went to battle, either clvlo or politi¬
cal. llo flgbts furlously when It ls
a physlcnl contest, grant yon, be¬
cause that is a question of courago
n.s well us eiidtiriinee, but he seems
to havo no endurnuce ln thrae politi¬
cal contests here. Why. he was go¬
ing tu rovlso tbe ini-irr und liis
friends called hlm oll'. nnd 11.ou thnt.
great volce thal wns lllllng thc nu¬

tlon with a detnnnd for tariff revision
siiddenly sank into the gentjeness
and wenkness nf a whispor,
"Then lie was going to liuve tlie

railroads regulated. and It was un-

nounccd thut Congroas would hc con-
vened in extraordhiary session tu

deal wlth it, but the grent. loaders
assembled wllh the Presldenl, prayed
wlth hlm u little whlle, und no call
was issued for .... extrnordinary ses¬

sion of Congress. Mo wnlted untll
thc regular session, und llve months
of thut hus olapsed aud stlll no leg¬
lslatlon. And whon we do get u

bill, God saV'i. the oijunliy from such
n blll us lt,<wlM be."'

suro majorlty ln Its favor nnd
agninst Injurlous nmendmonts.
Mr. Cliundler suld tho president

named varlous Itepublleun senators
who ho tliought wero true frlends of
thu bill, but sald that it mlght rotiutro
all tho Democrats to dofout obnoxious
timendments. Mr. Chandler said the
President had stntod that he had como
lo a conipletp dlsagreoment wlth Iho
aeiiiitarl.il lawyorsj who wero trying
lo Injuro or dofeat tlio blll b.v in-
geiikius eotistltiilional nmeiulmeiits,
nanilng Senator Knox: In addition to
Senntors Spoonpr nnd Fornker; that,
Ilie Presldont stated carefully and de-
llberatcly Ihe basts upon whlch ho
thought thero should bo co-operatlon
viz,.aii amendment expressly gruntlng
a court review, blll limiting It to two
polnts; il) an inqulry whether the com¬
niisslon had acteel bcyond lls authority
iilira viros, nnd (2) whotltor it liad
vlolatod ihe constltutlonal rlghts of tho
carrier. Mr. Chandler siaied that tho,
President ropontcd thnt bo hnd renched
a flnal declsldn Ihat tho rlght of re¬
view should be thus llmltod; that thus
lur ho would gn aiul no farthor; that
hls declslon would be unnltcruble."

Saw Attorncy-General.
Proceoiilng, Mr- Tillmnn decinred Ihat

Mr. 'Chandler liad sald thal. Ihn Presl¬
dont had assured him Ihat lio would be
ln favor uf n. restrlction agalnsi Ilie
Issuanoe or ex pnrte Injunctlons to meet
the wishes nf Sonators Tlllinan and
Bnlley. jAfter Infornilng Mr. BAIloy of (he piir-
jkui of the CTuindler Intervlew. HMr. Tlll¬
mnn snld thut on Ihe next day ho had
told Mr. Chandler tlint/ ln hls nnd Mr.
Bnlley's oplnlon thero would bo no dlf-
ilctilty ln coming lo tin understandlng
on Uie ba.sls proposed by tlio Presldont.
"(in Ihe evening of Mondny," ho con¬
tlnued, "Mr. Chnndler told mc he liud
sb assured lb" President nnd nsked hlm
nol lo be dlsturbed by tbe nowspaper
Itmoii growlng out of Ihe talk about Scn¬
ator Long's nmoiidtnont publlshed ln Ihe
newspapers us one ngreed upon ut tln*
White House conreronco on Saturday."
Mr. Tlllmnn tlicn sald Ihat ho and Mr.

Chandler hnd contlnued their conferences
nnd on Aprll 6th tHo ex-senator liud gone
to the. Whlte House to mako a favorable
report to Ihe Presidont. On Aprll St.Ii.,
Mr. Chandler told hlm that be had con-

lerred witli Senutor Alllson nsklng him
to Intervono in the conferences then In
progress, aud Ihat tbe lowa sonator liad
agreed to do so.

Later Mr? Allison had seon Uie Pres¬
ldont. On Aprll 18th Mr. "Chaudlor had
advlsod llial bc (Mr. Tlll man) and Mr.

Balloy see tho attornoy-genenil. Con-
sequently they had met thut ofllclal on

the 15th, flndlrig thomselves tn perfoct
accord witli him except as to a smull
difference ln tlio matter of Injuiietlon.
"Thero was alyolute ncord from tbo flrst
on Uie proposition thut tlio court revlow
should be liuiited to tho Inqulry whethor
tho cominlsHloh had excoedod lls authority
iu vlolnted tbo carrlers' constltuttpnal
rlghts," Mr. Tlllmnn sald,

Mr. Moody had thon agreed to supply
tbe sonators with a memuraniluin of hls
vlews aml had dono so, "and we havo
tho orlglnal ot lt," sald Mr. Tlllman.
Tho ncxt dny, Mr. Tlllmnn suld ho had

seen Mr. Moody and had assured hlm
that twonty-slx Domooratlo votes could
be secured for tho compromlse proposed
and had Mld hlm that It would bo noces-
Bory to get twonty Kopublican votes.

"it was understood," {ho statement
contlnued, "thut we should work together
to get ihe votes nocossary to pu-vs thu

compromlse. Tho Attonioy-Uoneral bad
exprosstel doubt of getting enough Re¬

publlcan votes to asBiiro tlio neoeptunoi
.f tho Bnlley non-suspension provlso,
bui had suld that ho felt suro of the
Overmnn amendment."
Mr. Moody had. ho suld, assured hlm

that it was tbo llxecl purposo to inslsl
upon 'he Long nmondmont, und ho (Mr.
I'.llniiili) had hud no ysuspleion of a

elinnga of front untll Mny 4th, whon tho

President hud hls Intervlcw wlth thu
nsseinbled nowspaper men.

Change of Attitudc.
Tha readlng of tho Htatomelit evoked

mnny Hinllos and some luughtor from
Keiiitoi-H. Thoro wns especlnl iiiorrliiuou
ovi |* a stalemeiil of ussurancos by tho
South Carolina senator thut tho PiohI-
deut need not bo alarinud nver nuwspiipet

reportH, Hc hud, ho sald, told Um Al-
ney-deneral that thero wns nu dungei

u the result as lo llio blll if tho Prc-.si-

dent should adliom lo hlB pluns, Hc
1'ieii hnd the clerk reud tho Moody moin-

rumluin, covering tho polnts ugrecd upon
s tlio baatB of umeiidments.
Mr Ttllmaii'B tlme expircd before hc

liad coippletcd h'a stiuemcnl, but be.wiu
pormiltod to proceed by unanimous con-

sent. He nuid that he and cx-Semitoi
Chuiidlur bad bcon informed nt Uie snme

tlmo of tho Presldenl's chanae of ut-
lililde. Tlicy bad gono together to Mr.
Ilailey and nll thicc* liud repl Ired to thc
resith-noo of .Mr. Moody. "tlio I'ourib
consplrator," and had found hlm upimr-
eiilly entlrely innciceiu of .knowledge ol
thu chungo.

President should bo entltled of tho glory
of tho legl;. ntion whlch wns concelvnd
In a Democratic eonvontlon. Ho would
louve the nnswer to the people ot tho
eountry.

Deliberate Falsehood.
Somo tlmo nfler Sonator Tlllman had

comiileted hls statemont, Mr. Lodge came
Into the Sennte chamber. Ho sald he had
not heard Mr. Tlllman, but thnt he had
read portlons of hls statement. Ho saul
ho could hardly belleve that part ln whlall
Scnator Chandler wns quoted by Mr. Tlll¬
man as sayltig thnt the President sald
ho hnd "como to a complete. dlsagree-
ment wlth sonatorhil lawyors," mentlon-
Ing Senators Knox, Spooner and Fornfter.
Sonator Lodge, contlnulng, snld ho hnd
gone to the ofhclal 'stenographer nnd ob-
talnod the exact sentence used by Senator
Tlllman, und hnd called up thn Whlto
House on the telephone, thnt bolng lhe
most rnpld wny of l'eachlhg tlio Presi¬
dent. Senutor Ijodge contlnued:

"I read the sentence to the Presi¬
dent, and he sald In reply that the
statement whlch read to hlm.at-
trlbuted to hlm by Mr. Chandler.was
a dellberate and unqua llfled false¬
hood.
"Senator Foraker's name was never

inetlonod at all ln the convorsutlon;
Ihat Senator 9pooner'B name was only
mentioned by hlm to express a cordial
approval of Senutoi- Spooner's ainen.l-
luent. As to Senutor Knox, hn snld
thut he dld not, ngree wlth u portlon
of hls proposed amendment, hut
thought that he made a very strong
argument for gi-hnllng afhrmatlvely
thc jurisdictlon nr authority of lhe
c.oua't. ,

"I thlnk," Mr, President, "that 11
Is a mere net of .lustloe to nllow thls
statement to go out wlth thnt which
wns rend and attributed to the lato
senntor from New Hnmpshlre."
As Mr. Lodge seeined to have con-

cluded, Mr. Bailey nsked if the senator
would tell the Senate whether It was

admltted by the executlvo that the al¬
ieged conference took placo.
Mr. Ivodge mnde the remnrk in closlng

thut It niust be oUvlous to the sonntor
from Texas from what ho (Lodge) had
nnd, thnt the President ndmlts fully
thut he hnd n conver. ntlon wlth ex-son-

ator Chandler on tho subject, "as hn
lins had with dozens nnd scores of sen-

ntors nf hoth partles in thls" chamber."

DEMOCRATS ARE
MORE HOPEFUL

Consideration of Bill in Commit-
tee of Whole Has Materially

Improved It.

WASHINGTON, D. C, May 12,-Tho

ridvnfcatos of leifecbtve _egislatlon ton
thc govoriimenttil rogulntlon or rallrond
ohnrges nre hopeful of tho results whleh
havo' been obttulued ln thc Senate thls
week. Thc rato blll is now practically
complete. Tho House will almost cer¬

tainly ngree to the blll ns It pnsscs the
Seiiulo, and the ^Presldont has mado
it very clear thnt lhe blll will recelve
hls npproval. /

1 'I'ho opponOnts or a strong law on tlie
subject, glvtng the Interstatc Cohmierre
Commlsslon anything llko nbsolute power
over riu'.lroud ratos, are pleasod. Their
dellghl ls inniiifest on every hnnd, and
thelr ploasuro ls wrltten ,on thelr fucos
ln. capltnl letters. It. Is somewhat dis-
concertlng to the ndvocules of effective
loglslatlbn on the. subject. ihls pleasure
niiinlfested by Mr. Aldrleh lllld his
fnondB. The slncero ndvocules of n rnte
blll would profer thut the upponcnts of
tho bill should be more enst down.

More Satisfactory.
Tho result of eon'slderutli.n of the

niiiondineiits to tlio blll In commlttee of
tho whole. of tlils woek hna beun to
improve It very inutorlnlly. The otitlook
on lust Saturday nlght was nnythlng
but reassuring to tho Democrats und
few Republiciins, who wanted ennete.l
o lnw whleh would ronlly regulnte rnll¬
wny ehnrges. Tlie Presldenl bad glven
Itfs adhoronco tn tho so-enllod Allison
nmendiuent, wltlch wus not druwn by
Mr. Allison, nnd whlch ho ubsolutely re-

pudlated on the lloor or the. Sennte on

lust Mondny. Thls amendnient gavc to
tho Clrcult Courts of tho Unlted Htales
nhsolttto Jurlsdletlon ovor rates, without
tho llghtest lin.llutlon. A Fodernl Court

could siispeiid by liijunetlon nny order
of tho eonimlas'.on ns soon ua ontered
uml cnuso the order to romalh ln iiboy-
iinco untll tbo enso wus llnally passed
on by Hie court.
Tho blll now provldes thnt thls jurls¬

dletlon, wllllo not llmlted lu suoh a wny
ns to vloluto thu constilutloiml Inhllxlllon
ugalnst tuklng private property for pub¬
lic, uses without. duo process of law,
sliull In effect be llmlted b.v requlrlng
thut euses from tbe eomniisslon shnll
tuko preeodeiieo ovor other cases on the
dockot, when tho revlow und InJunclinn
uro sought, nnd lhe heurlng on tho appll-
eutlon for tho sumu shall bc hnd beforo
the rate goes into elfcet,
Thls ls a compromlso, but It ls oiiu

whleh ls far moro satisfactory thnn any
hoped ror Iiy lhe Democrats a week ago.
lt la slncorely believed by honoBt ndvo-
eati's of rtue loglsltilkm tlmt tlm result
yyfll be fnlrly sutlafuctory to the shlp¬
pers. It is mi id to lioantlsfuetory to tho
carrlors.

Thero nre other feulures whlcli com-

mend therrisolvea to the Domoerats and
such KeptlbllcaiiH as voted wlth thom to
knock out tho very objcctloiiublc feulures
contalnod In tho Alllson amendment uud
iimpndiiients proposed by tho so-ciillcd
rnilrond sertatorB. Tho rostoratlon nf tlie
Imprlsonmont penalty for offerlng or ac-,
ceptlng 11 rallroad rebate espcclnlly om-

meiuls llself, althoilgh, in vlew of tho
fact that all the evidenco showed thut
tbe present law against rcbatos Is being
vlolnted every dny, thn Snnute could
Bcnrcely refuse to Blrengtlien. Its own luw
on tbe sublect whon asked to do so.

Tho lncluslon ot a featiirci against tho
vholesalo dlstrlbutlon of free triinsnortu-
tlon to government ofncials, shlpiiers and
others, ls also rcgarded us ootnmendatory.
Tho amendment which brlngs sleeplng
car companies, and cxpresB com¬

panlos under tho provislons of
tlie law Is emlnently satlsfactory to the
advocates of rnto regulatlon by the gov¬
ernment.

Got There By Accident.
The amendment whlch Includes In cx-

press companleB under tho term of car¬

rier as iin'derstoocl ln the blll B,p,t there
by an accident. Senator Platt, of New
Vork, president of tho Unltod States j5.jc.-j
press Company, wbo Is so old and Inflrm
he enn scarcely get to hls sent i.ri tho
chamber, und who hns admlltod that ho
slays In the Sennte only for the reuson

that he wants tn protect hls personnl In¬
terests, dld nol go to Iho Capltol Wed¬
nesday, Ho sent his secretnry up short-
ly past noon to ascertain whethor there
was nny llkellhood of hls own prosence
being requlred.
