President's Daughter Seated at
Left of British Monarch,
Preceding Duchesses.

THE SCENE VERY BRILLIANT

A Distinguished Gathering of
Statesmen and Others at

Dorchester House.

(By Associated Press.)
LONDON, June 12..Seldom has the en¬

tertainment of the representative of any-

foreign government attracted moro of
tho attention of tho social diplomatic
and political world than did tho dinner
and recoptlon given by Ambassador and
Mrs. Reld, at Dorchester House, Una
evening, for Representative and Mr«.
Nicolas Longworth, at which King Ed¬
ward, by his presence and attention to
Presldont Ropsevolt's daughter, marked
his esteem for tho United States and tno
Chief Magistrate'.
Park Lane, in tho vicinity of Dorchester

House, drew immenso crowds as tho car¬
riages of distinguished guests pamjod
through the fashionable thoroughfare to
tho resldcnco which, slnoo Mr. Reld took
it a yenr ago, has welcomed the most
famous Englishmont and visiting Amort-
cans and foreigners. In many other re-

fcpocts, however, the gathering this even¬

ing was distinctive, for besides King Ed¬
ward, who was attended by Lord Grnn-
ard, lord In waiting, and Captain Hol-
lord, equerry, and Mr. and Mrs. Long-
worth, the company included cabinet min¬
isters, political lenders oof both parties,
diplomats and persons of prominence in
English society. Over the main entrance
of tho house, which overlooks the Stan¬
hope Gato entrance of Hyde Park from
Park Lane, a marble eagle looked down
upon tho arriving guests, who on enter¬
ing, passed between banks of flowors to

the head of the stairway, where thoy
were received by Mr. and Mrs. Relr and
presented In turn to King Edward and
Mr. and Mrs. Longworth.

Honored by King.
Dinner was served in the main dining

hall, which contains many valued paint¬
ings, for which Dorchester house Is fa¬
mous, and which no Bcheme of embel¬
lishment could Improve. The table, how¬
ever, stood out oven amidst this gran¬
deur with its simple but nrtlBtic arrange¬
ment of Alexandra and other varieties
of orchids. King Edward took out Mrs.
Eeld, and at tho King's dosire Mrs.
Longworth was^seated at the other side
of him, thus making precedence of tho
duchesses. Amabssador Reld escorted
the Duchess of Marlborough, with tho
Duchess of Buccleuch on his left. There
was less formality than at purely Eng¬
lish functions attended by the King, who
was technically for the time on Ameri¬
can soil. During the dinner Herr Gott-
loib's orchestra played,' Gottleib himself
conducting.
Dinner ovor, King Edward received the

members of the embassy staff, who did
not attend the dinner. They were Craig
XV. Wadsworth. Grant Smith, Major John
II. Beacon and Lieutenant-Commander
John H. Glbblns, accompanied by Miss
John H. Gibbons, accompanied by Miss
Gibbons and Miss Carter.

Famous Singers There.
For the musical entertainment some

hundred guests were Invited. The con¬

cert was almost as notable as the dinner,
tho programme being provided by vocal¬
ists, Mme. Eames, Mme. Klrby Lunn,
Slgnor Caruso and Slgnor Glllbert. Each
of these sang two songs, and the pro¬
gramme concluded with a quartette from
"Rigoletto."
Supper was served. at separate tablés

under a pavilion erected over the north
garden, which was overlooked from a

picturesque portico, a verj». prttty effect
being produced. King Edward presided
over one of the tables, at which were

fifteen guests.
Flowers were also largely used within

the pavilion, .being in striking contrast
with the green and white drapery, of
which tho celling was formed. Here, ns

throughout the great "hall and reception
rooms of the mansion opposite, the
guests mingled freely and engaged In
Informal conversation. Some very strik¬
ing costumes were worn by tho ladles.
