Growth of the Primary.
Tho recent action of the Demoerntlc

State Commlttoo of Kentucky, ln order-
Ing a general prlmnry for the nomina¬
tion of cnntlldnteB ror Unlted States
Senator, State oillcers and Congressmen,
Is a hopeful slgn for popular rlghts nnd
hrlngs Into Uno another Southern Stato
for one pf the most Important electlon
reforms of the present ago.
The growth of the prlmary system ln

thls country within-tho past decado has
been somothlng wonderful nrid Is strong
'evldenco of tho oft-repeated fact that
revolutlons do not go backwnrd. It can-
not now bo recalled thnt a slnglo State,
savo North Carollna, has trled tho sys¬
tem and abnndoned- It.
Tho prlnclplo was dtstasteful to the

pafty leadors there, and tho partlciUar
pltfn put Into operatlon was besetwlth
all klnd*3 of stumbllng blocks and hari-
dlcapa; so that, after Its flrst trlal, the
Stnte iCommittee declared in fnvor of

its abnndontnent nnd returned to tho old
conventlon system of nomlnatlng candl-
dates.
For many years tho prlmnry prlnciple

hns been In satlsfoctory operatlon ln
Alnbamn, Arlcnnsns, Mlsslsslppl, Loulsl-
ana and South Carollna, and In all these
States the plnns have gradually been per¬
fected, untll now thero is no remoto

prospect of nbandonment.
Virginia came Into llne last year, d'nd

now Tennossee, Kentucky and Misaourl
have Jolned the prlmary ranks.
La Follette forced the system upon

the unwllllng polltlclnns In Wlsconsln,
as Folk hnd done ln Mlssourl, whllo

Bryan, yenrs ago, estnbllshed lt ln Ne-

braskn. Florlda hns trled lt wlth success,
nnd other States, especlaily In the South

and West, aro comlng to lt by degrees.
Tf prlmarles nre unpopulnr, their unpop-

ularlty can nlwnys bo traced to'one ot

two courBOs: Bither tho partlcular plan
adopted ls! lrctaerfect and cumbersomo, or

somebod'y doe'a' not deslre the broadest

expresslon of tho voters at tho polls.
The Virginia jslan Is mnnifestly Imper-

fect, and needs remedylng, elther by tlie
Leglslature or by party authbrlty, but
this Is no fault of a great prlnclplo,
.whlch ls steadily maklng Its way into
the henrts of tho peoplo. So thoroughly
nre tho Amerlcan voters ln favor of a

freq nnd falr expresslon ot tho popular
wlll nt the ballot box that it would not
be surprlslng should both the leadlng
partles, ln all' tho States, eventually
adopt tlie prlmary electlon' system ot
nomlnatlng tholr candldates for publlc
offlce.

Hearst's Advice.
The labor movement Bhould dlBassoclato

Itsolf from partlsan polltlcs, nnd then
labor people should regard themselves not
so much as Democrnts or Republlcana,
but as labor men, nnd uao thelr strength
and thelr great influenca to elect to
Congress candldates favorablo to thom.

made In 1905. The government report does
not show an increaso in acreago
planted ln tho dark-tobacco Bectlon ot
Kentucky, TenneBseo and Vlrglnia, but
rather a decrense in theBe threo States
Practlcal farmers whom we havo mot ln
dlfferent parts of'thls State do not re¬
port an extra heavy crop from any sec-
tlon.

Tho 1906 crop blds
falr to bo the shortest for years, and If
tho tobacco growers of thls country wlll
reallzo the sltuation, co-opernto wlth
each other, pledgo the 1906 crop to be
sold through the assoclatlon, put a falr
and equltablo price on thelr tobacco,- nnd
hold lt for thls price, tholr efforts will
be crowned wlth Buccess.

Wo not only need tho help and co-opor-
ntlon of all the Jntelllgent farmers, but
wo need tho help and asBlstance of tho
experlenced warehousemen. If thls
movoment ls a succeBB, the assoclatlon
wlll havo 16 omploy experlenced tobacco
men to handle lts tobacco and. men who,
know the tobacco trade to grndo and .sell
lt, It Ib not tho object of the aBsocJa-
tton to tako the tobacco out of the handa
of experlenced men or out of lts regular
channek except In the modo or way of
selllng. To put tobacco, or any product,
on an open nnirket nnd sell wlth Just a
pretense of competition, ls a fnrce, and
every honeBt warehousoman knowB It,
and ought to ndmlt It. Under the pres¬
ent B5'8tom of solllng tobacco thero Is
not a snleBinan In the -tate thnt oo.n
add ono dollar to tho avorage prlco of
tobacco sold on IiIb floor; and the farnrer
who makes It, or the man who sellB It,
has no. moro volco In tho nvorago prlco
nt which tobacco ls sojd than tlio muio'
that ploughed lt. In dlscusslng
thls matteti recently wlth a promlnent
worehoiiBcman of PeterBburg. Vn., he ad¬
mitted that the above statement was
true, but sald tho roason tho worohouse
people Woro bo rotlcent nnd slow to tako
hold of the. ussoclation was that they
had nover hnd any proposltlon from tho
leaders of the assoolatlon. It.Moes seem.
to me that tho tlrne has como when tho
Jntelllgent- warohouae managers, whp love
the farnTer8 so muoh, and sympathlze
wlth them bo deoply, ought not to walt
for a formal Invitatlon, but jnanlfest thelr
"love by cordlal co-oporatlon and as-
slBtanco, nnd qult dlBcouraglng the mem-.
hers of tho assoclatlon by telllng'them
thut they. cun never aoll .thelr .op&cco,

All the asaoclatlon nsks of tho people
who liaye been handllng thelr tobneco ln
ia "toto" falr. If they expcel to hnndle
the farmers' tobneco In the future they
onght to put themselvea In a posltlon to
truly rcpresent the people from whom
they derlve thelt llving. A prnctlcnbte
plnn of selllng tobneco enn be mndo by
tho unlted efforts of the Intolligent
wnrehouscnien and tribnneo growers, by-
whlch the nrnnngers ot the wnrehousea
enn be well pnld for thelr work nnd tho
fnrmers grenlly beneflled over the old
wnyof selllng. Whlle I nm not n mem¬
ber of the Stnte Execiitlve Committee
of the Dnrk Tobacco Growers of Vlfglnln,
hut a prlvate In the lower ranks
of the nssoclntlon, I nm Sure thnt nll
tobneno men -who rln not belong to the
trust aoul .-ind body, flnd who nre truly
In syrhpnthy wlth thls movement, nnd
who hnve at henrt the hest lnterest pfthe tobneco growers of thls seetlon, wlll
hlwnys recelve a welconre at the mect-
Ings of the Stnto Exceutlve Committee,
The sueeess of the ftssoelntlon depends
upon tho falthful co-opcrnllon of nll to¬
bacco growers of thls. country.. If the
dirrcrent sectlona aro not wllllng td sne-
rlflee thelr llttle dlfferencea of oplnlon
nnd work In hnrmony ns fnr ns possible,
the thlng wlll bo n faiiure.. It hns been
snld thnt "compotltlon Is the llfe bf
trnde," but thls old ndnge Is out of dnte.
Co-oporntlon Ib the llfe of ovory buslness.
and ftll clflssea of peopto, from bootblncks
up, hnve found lt out, except fnrmers.
There hns not been nny real competltloti
on the tobflceo market for yenrs, nnd
never wlll be ngnln for any lenglh of
tlme, from the vory nnture of thlngs. I
helleve the lendlng fnrmefs of our Stnte
hnve sense enough to see thls, and wlll
exert thfimselves to dccompllah thls grent
undertnklng by worklng together. The
trust wlll not huv our tobacco If It can
do wlthout It. and It Islhe duty. pf every
tobneco grower who hns any ndepon-
donce to Jotn the nssoclntlon hy.pledglng
hls 1908 crop and help In every wny pos¬
sible tho Stnte Executtve Corrrmltteeivto
make thla movement a sueceas, .-

The Railroads and the Legisla-
ture.

Editor of The Tlmes-Dlspatch:
Slr,.Tho questlon of the two-cent pas-

aenger rate on rallroads ln Virginia has(
to my, mlnd, assumed n pecullar, far:
roachlng, and we mlght say appalllng
ahap3. The Leglalature last wnUer pasaed,
by practically a unanlmoua vote, what.-ls
.itnqwn-.iaa the Churchman two-cent' rate
blll,-; whlch provldes that upon certalil
condltlonB mlleage books shall be aold
by oll of tho rallroads ln Virginia at
two cents per mlle. At the tlme of
tho passagj of thls blll, It was publlcly
and boldly stated by the representatlvea
of the rallroads that thls law would bo
lgnored, upon the ground that the new
Constltutlon |hnd dolegated tho power
to regulate passengor farea and frelght
ratea to the Stato Corporntlon Commls¬
slon; Then came tho Booker resolutlon,
possed by tho House flnd Sennte, dlrect-
ing'the"corporatlon commlsslon to flx^a
flnt pa'asonger faro at two cents per
mlle." It -was' stated In .Rlchmond that
tho rallroads In comblned force were mak¬
lng a flerco attack on the clause of the
Constltutlon Creatlng tho State Corpora¬
tlon Commlnslon, nnd'wns endcavorlng to
get the courts to'practically abollsh thls
commlsslon.

'.,' The Leglslaturo regnrded thls questlon
as of so much lmportanco, aa that it
passed a law glvlng to tho Attorney
rOoneral, of the State an ,asslatant, at a

atatod annual aalary of $2,600, and ap-
proprfote'd tho further sum of. $5,000 to
.employ., |>pec.lal (counael to asslat tho
Attorney General on thla partlcular ques¬
tlon. Mr. A- C Braxton Ib. tho speclal
counsel employed, and the publlc ls fa¬
millar wlth tho excollent fight he and
the Attorney, General nro now maklng.
The rallroads have utterly lgnored the
Churchman ,1)111, and are thus trcatlng
a solemn act of the General. AaBembly; of
Virginia, a law of thls land, wlth utter
Indlflerenco. Thia corporatlon commls¬
slon has dono nothlng towarda puttlng
the Booker-reBOlutlon Into practlco. ThUB
we flnd a conditlon of nffn!r8by whlch
the railroadB canlgno.re leglaia.tlon, upon
tho ground that tho power haa been delo-
gated to the State Corporatlon Commls¬
slon to leglslate. They Ignore a Jolnt
resolutlon, upon tho ground that the
corporatlon commlsslon has no power to

act, beeauso the law creatlng tho com¬

mlsslon contravenes the Federal Constl¬
tutlon. Tho State Corporatlon Commls¬
slon seem to acqulesco in thls contentlon
by thelr faiiure to act under the Booker
resolutlon.
Thls conditlon; to my mlnd, ia appall¬

lng.'Has the new Constltutlon taken from
the people the rlght to leglslate on these
great 'questlons, and formed a poweriess
trlbu'rial, ahd thus left tho rallroads co

act, or not act, as they see proper? Whnt
ia the remedy? If leglslutlon Ib riot the
remedy.then the sooner the Constltutlon
ls changed, the better it will be. Somc-
thtng must be done.
