'i'ho nomlnatlon of Evans for Gover¬
nor camo aftor a most oxcltlng sosslon
and marks the tranafor of Republican
lendershlp ln TennosBeo from Congross-
bKiii' n'altor F. Brownlow, of tho Flrst
Dlstrict, to Mr. Evans. Factlonal differ¬
ences betwe.on .thego two, huvo boen sharp
at tlmes',1 "'.¦-n-.,, .,,,,.

Harmohy-'was Mndlcated thls, mornlng
whon Mr.- Brownlow. doclared-..ho .would
not opposo the Evans candldato for per-
manent chalrman. Aftor long walts for
tho Commlttee on Crodcntlnla to roport
tfr-nlght, tho storm broke. There waa u
divislon over somo of tho contostod coun¬
ties, and tho attempts of each faetlon to
sent its cholco soon chaiiged the coiiveiT-
tlon Into a bowllng mob. Quiot llnally
bolng restored, tho roport of the Commlt¬
tee an Permanent' Organlzatlon,-'namlng
Congreasman Xathnn W. Hnle for chalr¬
man. was ndopted, and tho remalnlng
buslness of tho conventlon qulckly nnd
harmonlo'ilsly dlspntdhed.

Roosevelt hr the greatest statesman of
the twenttoth century. The platform do-

Captain Alfred Dreyfus." of tho artillcry,

Plcquart thero-
upon determlned to seo that JubUco was

dono to Dreyfus. A tao slmlle'oC the:
most Incrhnlnntlng documont allegiTd to
havo ticen wrltten by Dreyfus found Ita

way Into tho columns of a Paris news¬

paper and caused a sensation. The sup-
porters of Dreyfus claimed.that tho doc¬
umont was a forgery and lt was com-

pared wlth tho hundwrltlng ot Esterhazy
and alleged to be tho worlt of the lat¬
ter. Soon ilfterward, Colonel Plciiuart
was Buporsedoil aB chlof of tho Intelll-
gence department .by Colonol Henry, and
then began a flght to presorvo tho honor
of the French nrmy.

utmost excitement prevntled ln military,
political und soclnl clrclos, Put n renctlon
of feellng ln fuvor of Droyfus sot ln wflh
tho ulcldo of Colonol Hnnry, and on Juno.
3, 1899, a fresh court-riartlal of Drey*-\'
wns ordered. nnd the prisoner wns brought
buck from Devll's Islnnd to be tried.
In tbo metinwhllo tho pross throughout

tho world hnd beon fllled Witli stories of
bnrbnrltles whlch Dreyfus had been flub-
Jected to durlng IiIh sblitary cohflnomont
on Devll's Islnnd, whlch droused furthor
feellng ln hls favor.

The Second Court-Martial.
Tho second court-martiul of Droyfus

opened at Perines, France, August 7, 1899.
under the presldoncy of Colonel Joiiaust.
Droyfus wiir represented by Mnltros tin-
borl nnd Demango. Colonol Picqunrt nnd
Cnptaln Preystottor, tho latter a member
of tho llrst court-martial, who at" tH«*
tlmo was opposed to tho prisoner, wei'o
tho prlnclpnl wltnesses for Droyfus; Op¬
posed to the prl.tonor was almost tho
wholo Frenoh..army "and .tho muchlnory
or the government. Strong evldonco wns
brought forth In faVor of Dreyfus, and
thc ense of the proBecutlon wns shown
to bs very weak.In fact, to be restlng
nlmost ontlroly on ono documont. statlng
that "D-" was furnlshing to tho Ger-
nwns vallinblo Informatlon, wheroaB it
hns Blnco beoli dlsolosod thnt tho Inltlnl
was "P," forged Into a "D."
Anpthor polnt whlch tho dofonso un-

succossfully attempted to pi-ovo was thnt
tho lricrlminntlng letters had arrived
nfter Dreyfus was sorvlng hls sentenco.
Lnter thn correolnoHs of thoso polnts wns
establlBhcd, and It wns further provod
thut ono of tho wltnesses at the Itennes
court-mnrtlal recelved money for hls tps-
tlmony.
But, after a long and sonantlonnl trlal.

Dreyfus wns ngaln convlctod, and was
sontonced to ton yonrs' knprlsonment ln
a fortress. Lator ho ohtnlned a full par¬
don from Presldont I^oubot, nnd was sot
at liberty.

Friends' Incessant Work.
Tho friends of thls tmfortunnto cnptaln

wore not contehtcd. They kopt hard ut
work' huntlng for fresh evidence ln bls
behalf, and llnully. got tho <uso boforf.
tho Supreme Court.
Mnltre Alornand, oounsel for Dreyfus, ln

presentlng hls clImit'H caso before tho Su,-
pronie Court. suld Droytus dld not aflk for
dninnges. Ho deslred only tho vlndlcation
of hls honor and tho rostoratlon of hls
name to tho llst of ofllcors of tho Frenoh
army. He gavo a now phaso to the pror
ceedlnirs by outtlng looso from hlstorlcal
(letiillrt and nsHiii'tlng that untl-Soinii.lc
lintred hnd boon the primary entiso of tho
mlscarrlnge of Jiistloe. Ho argued thnt
Iwyfu. hnd boon oonvlotod, not as ah ln-
dlvldunl ofllcer, but boonuso he wna a Jew.
l'y'ven beforo tho ctm,rBe of treaBon flrat
nroso, pounsol snld nntl-Somltlsin had
relgnod Buprome, not only ln mllltnry olr.
cIcb, but ln tho wholb of France. Tpe
Idonl of tho superior ofllcer. of thnt tlmo
wiiB to excludo Hebrews from the higher
military .rndos,
