,tlng scrape botwoon Jamos C. Norton
und diarios N. Johnson In tho Chester¬
field county village of Matoaca yesterday,
resulted In tho serious stabbing of John¬
son, nnd nearly proclpltatcd a riot by a
big crowd of ojigiy villagors who wero
massed In front of Norton's home, when
'SquJro Dunston, a county magistrate, ar¬

rived and arrested him,
Tho'quarrel and ensuing fight occurrod

In ono of tho villago streets, and Is said
to havo boon the outcome of, an old foud
botween tho two men, Johnson having
'.boon discharged from tho cotton mills
"by Norton, who is the boss spinner In
/tho Matoaca Manufacturing Company's
plant.
* Johnson, wlio was stabbod hi tho stom¬
ach, was taken home and attended by
Dr. W. W. OUI, of this city, who reports
his condition a« serious, but not critical,!
thore being as yet no indication that tho
lcnlfo Injured tho bowels,
Norton has been brought to tho Peters¬

burg Jail to await tho result of Johnson's
Injuries. Both mon aro married.

Tho funeral services wero
conducted Sunday afternoon.

JUDGE WADDILL GIVES
A BOY TO HIS MOTHER

He Swore to Being..Older Than
He Was and Joined the

Navy.

NORFOLK. VA., July 16..Judge Wad-
dill, of. the United SuUeaJbistrict Court,
arrived In Norfolk this morning and im¬

mediately proceeded to the hearing of;
the'>docket of tho court. - . '¦<;¦;,',.¦
Tho case of George Otto Kunde, the;

youth of St. Louis, under eighteen years
of. ago, whom his mother desired to
get out of the navy, was In court on

habeas corpus proceedings. Following his
previous rulings in such,cases, the Judge,
speedily issued an order for the .boy's,
discharge, directed to Captain A. C. Dil-
llngham, muster of iho receiving ship
Franklin, where the boy has been held.;
Rundo liad been attached to the ship's'
band. To get into tho navy he swore
that.ho was eighteen years of age. He
was ádmonlshod by Judge Waddill to
stick to his mother, and that-he prom¬
ised to do.
A Joyful mother received the boy and

will Boon have him back In St. Louis.
The case that occupied most of the

court to-day was the admiralty case of
the barge Oak and owners against tho
Baltimore tug Dauntless and owners.

Tho tug was towing the,barge, loaded
with phosphate, from Baltimore to Nor¬
folk. In a storm the bargo went down on

Thlmblo Shoal, In the.lower Chesapeake.
The libellants claim that proper care for
tho safety,of tho barge was not aboard
tho tug, and ask damages in the sum of
$15,000.
The caso will probably domand the

attention of tho court for two days.
