IN WICHITA HANGE

Offer Matte by Zoological So
cicty.to, the Government

is Accepted.

ALL CONDITIONS TO BE MET

Twelve Square Miles to Be De¬
voted to Preservation of

American Buffalo,

NEW YORK, July 30,-Tho offer madt
by the Now York .Zoological Society to th«
United States government regarding the
placing of a herd of buffaloes on th»
Wlohlta Forest Reservo In southwestern
Oklahoma has been accepted nnd th*
condition named will bo promptly met.
As an evidence of a desire to presorv»

the American bison tho Zoological So¬
ciety offered to tho government as a gift
a herd of. between fifteen and twenty buf¬
faloes, provided the government would
fence In a suitable range on the' Wichita
reserve,.,wherein the herd could bo main¬
tained without the expense of constan»
feeding. An area of about twelve squar«
miles of good grazing- grounds, provided
with permanent water and shelter from
storms, was selected. An item was In¬
serted in the Agricultural bill for »15.000
with which to erect the fence necessary
for an enclosure'for the'maintenance ol
the buffalo-herd.

' Inasmuch as the Agricultural Appro-
prlntlon tyll Is now a law, tho fund Is
available,, arid the Department of Agricul¬
ture proposes to take Immediate steps
to procure the orection of the fence. As
soon as the fence has been completed thr,
Zoological Society will deliver its glfl
herd.
Tho gift of tho Zoological Society Is

prompted solely by. patriotic motives, and
not because of the fact.as has been
erroneously said.that the buffaloes In
the Bronx Zoological Park are not do¬
ing well. As a matter of fact, no buffa.
Iocs tn captivity are In finer condition or
breeding more readily than those la Bronx
Park, which Is to-day the largest and
finest herd on public exhibition any¬
where.

It is conceded, however, that the Amer,
lean bison cannot'be preserved from.ulti¬
mate extinction In the close confinement
of zoological gardens. This animal can b«
saved only by establishing herds on very
large areas, so that the animals will bs
In a semi-wild state and will thereby ob¬
tain tho exercise that Is absolutely ne¬

cessary to their permanent welfare.
It is-'hoped that the fencing of tht

Wichita Buffalo Range can be accom¬
plished in time for the hnrd to ho trans¬
ferred from New York some time In Oc¬
tober or November.

¡I" .-.¦-,'Permanent Buildings' for' James¬
town.

Many of the State buildings at the
Jamestown Exposition will be constructed
of extraordinary beauty, and after tho
exposition Is over will bo converted Into
palatial residences, clubs* and seasld«
hotels. The plans of the exposition Com¬
pany verft wisely provide for, permanent
buildings, the'State commissions being
permitted to buy tho land on which their
buildings are constructed, and by "thus
owning the land and bulldlnpts. the States
can dispose of them to advantage. In- ;
stead of tearing them down after serv¬
ing their purpose at the exposition. These
conditions worrant the States In erecting
hondsomo structures, which can be sold
at cost or perhaps even at a profit, since
many of tho State buildings are to be
of novel or historic deplgn. and therefor«
peculiarly attractive..Jamestown Maga¬
zine.

Estimate of the World's Coal
Supply.

Statistics as to ,'the amount of coal In
the world, or In any particular country,
are of small» value, because estimates are

based on Inadequate Information. Tho
German periodical, Stahl and Elsen, gives
figures as to Germany's supply, which It
places at 280,0»»,0CO.CO0 tons, which will
last, at the present rate of consumption,
a couple of thousand years. The coal de¬

posits of Great Britain and Ireland aro
placed at 193,000,000,000 tons, with an an¬

nual consumption of twice that of Ger¬
many. Tho estimated coal deposit of
Belgium. Is 23,000,000,000 tons; of F"rancc,
19,000,000,000 tons; Austria, 17,000,000,000,
and Russia, 40,000,000.000 tons. North
America's coal deposits are estimated
by the same authority as 651,000,000,00(1
tons. The total for all Europo Is placed nt:
700.000,000,000 tons. Asia Is conceded to
have much larger deposits, which cannot
oven approximately be estimated.

Famine and Reduced Taxation in
India.

According to a British hlue book, fa¬
mine conditions hnve been declared to
exist In ten districts In India, and by
the end of February over 360,001) persons
were In receipt of relief. In thr» rest
of India the seasons were on the whole
favorable and the harvests j generally
good. After making adequate provision
for famine relief, tho revenue would
show, according to in.« estimate, a sur¬
plus for the current fiscal year of »8.000,-
000. It has been accordingly decided to

carry* Into effect certain reductions ot
taxation which are estimated to amount
to nearly $3,000,000.
