CITED TREATY.
Counsel for Browne Secured

Habeas Corpus Writ.
(Hy Associated Press.}'

NEW YOltK. July 30.-Judgo Hough,
in tho United States Circuit Court, to¬
day ¿ranted a writ of habeas corpusdirecting Warden Johnson, of Sing Singprison, to bring into court on August7th next, Charles C. Browne, tho former
employe In tho customs service In this
city, who was extradited In » Montreal
and Uuken by United States Murshal
Henkel to Sing Sing last week. Krowno
was convicted In March, 1804, and sen¬
tenced to serve two years In prison for
alleged conspiracy to defraud tho gov¬
ernment. He Jumped his hall bond and-
fled to Canada. The Canadian govern¬
ment refused extradition on the con¬
spiracy charge, but extradited Browne
on the amended charge of being u fugi¬
tive /rom justice. Drowno was taken
from Montreal direct to Slug Hing to
begin his term, His counsel, in making
application fqt" the writ of habeas
corpus, cited a passage from the treaty
between tho United States and Great
Britain, which read:
"No person surrendered by either of

tho high contracting parties shall be
triable or 'tried for any crime or offensa
commited previous to his extradition,
other than tho ofTonses for which ho
surrendered, until ho shall have, had an
opportunity tó return to tho country
from which he, surrendered."

Mr. Jamos Osborne being In' Europe, ho
could not reach tho city after hearing
news of his mother's illness.

mnrkablo women ever, born In this State.
She was possessed of every womanly
quality, and.-aside from these, was ono
of tho brnlnic-st and most attractive and
conversationally brilliant women tho
South has over produced. She was edu¬
cated In Charlotte Salom and Philadel¬
phia, and It was during this time that she
developed her lifelong fondness for lit¬
erature. All her life was spent Ini Char¬
lotte, except one year In. Mississippi and
several yoars on lier farm in Mecklenburg
county, located on tho Catawba River.
She was a devout Christian woman and

a lifelong member of tho First Presby¬
terian Church. Her chief Interests wero
In her chlldrenj her church and her
