issortment of bulldlngs that make lt lm-
possible for the merchants to carry on
thelr trade with the proper faeilities
they should havo for the produce busi¬
ness.
Drayage durlng the last twelvo months

las lncreased 50 per cent., and the street
s constantly tlironged wlth all sorts of
/ehlcles cartlng varlous kinds of truck.
rho largest tobacco warelioilses in the
clty are congregated here, nnd large
fvholeaalo houses are also much In the
way of tho prpduce-dealors. Tho mer-
.hants are very much dlasatlsfled wlth
:bo conditions exlstlng on Cary Street,
ind somo- Important deelslon wlll ln nll
Ikellhood be arrived at during tho meet-
ng to-night.
Tho idea Is to hnve some bapltallsts

Diilld sultablo houses on upper Broad
Street, or somo other deslrable street,
ivhero the conditions will be much better

Presidcnl r>f Ncwbcrry Addresscs
Big Men's Meeting Hero and

Rev. James A. II. Scherer, LL. D.,

president of NeWborry Collego, who la
vlsltlng' In Richmond, ls the nuthor of
several we|| known books on Jnpan. Dr.
Scherer was for llvo years a ptofessor ln
tbe government school nl Hngn, Japan,
nnd sinco hls return to this country hns
kept In closo tcmch, through hls llterary
work, with Japaneso customs.

Dr. Scherer rcgarda Japan as the key
to tho Orient. lt has brought Itself l.ii.i
promlncnco ln reoent years untll it
domlnatos tho thought of twn-thlrds of
the humnn race. India ls nendlng to
Japan for leoturors for its natlve schools.
Thore are to-day 13,000 Chinese students
in Japan. Japanese t'-acli-rs control tho
schools, colleges and unlverstUea of
China, whllo inponese offlcers aro dlrect
Ing. drllllrig ni,u controlllng the Chinese
army and navy.
Tho problema beforo thls country In

Its relations to the Orlenl, Dr. Scherer
regards In tho most serlous light. Tho
only HaUsfao.tory and flnal solution, Dr.
Scherer bollovos to be tho broad ap¬
pllcatlon of the boslc princlples «t Chrls¬
tianlty.

"Chrlstianlty and Woatcrn thought nro
synonymous," says thu doctor, "while
tho morals an,i Ideabj of tho Orlentnl
n.-itlo.iH are anllpodal to our hlghest b«-
llefs". W», must evangciize Japan, tho
key to the Orient," ho contlnins, "not
uocossurlly by thls or that mlssionary
effort. Not mlssionary endeavor, but tho
broader princlples of "christlan teaching,
and practlce of tho ono great rellglon
must be glvon to thc M'/.igollan races
to make them think arlght and act
arlght. We have glvon Ihcm our clvlll-
zatlon, whlch ls the produet of our Chrls¬
tianlty. Now wo rnust glve them its vltal
power. Tho strongoji.t band that can
blncl natlons together Is tho doctrlno >>f
the brothcrhood of man. The polltlcal
iirgument nlono Ih a. sufTlcIent one tu
Justlfy forelgn missions."
Contlnulng, Dr. Scherer llghtly sketchocl

the posslbllltles growlng out of the re¬
ports of Htralncd relations wlth Japan.
"ln theso rnatlers we should bo exceed¬
ingly careful," ho says.
Japan has the finest navy for lts slze

In tho world, whllo the Unlted Statea
has almost no nava] strcngth In tho
Paclflo, and cannot send forces thero on
short notlco. The doctOr strongly ad-
vocates, as a prevenUve nt posslblo
trouble. a «trong Anglo-Japanese-Ameri-
can alllance.
Dr. Scherer is known to many as tho

luthor of "Jupan of To-day." a Imok ef
iketches, and hls work of modein Japa¬
nese history, "Young Japan." Hls lat' t
t>ook on Japan Is the one Just publlshed,
"What is Japnne.uf, Moral'ty?" a cllsous-
slon of the ethics of this interesting
people.
Dr. Scherer addresscd the great men's

meetlng nt tho Academy of Music yes¬
terday aftornoon at 4 o'clock. Tho Acad¬
emy waa well 1111,'d wlth men, who gavo
:!ose attention to the address. Tbe sub-
[eet was "Tho Growth of the Klngdom,"
md ln a strlklng manner the speaker
jTouped tho ovents of tho hlstory of the
Christlan Church about four typlcal men,
ivho atand as representatlves of tho In-
luences and elements that have entered
nto the expansloa of Chrlstianlty.
Beginnlng with Bauj of Tarsus, after-
