OLY FIFTEEN . DAYS
WITHOUT GONTRACT

National Association Revises
Constitution and Re-Elects
Officers.

NEW YORIS, January 0.—The Natlonal
Association of Baseball Leagues to-day
made some revislons of the conatltution
and re-slected its officers and bonrd of
arbitration.

Nelther the natlonal assoclation nor Its
board of arbltratlon found time to-day
to take up tho matter of the territorind
rights of the Tri-State League, which i&
contending for the Wilmington and Tren-
ton flelds, wanted by the newly-organized
Atlantic League.

Rules were mads prohibiting players
from jolning other leagues than the
jeague with which they are playlng with-
out the consent of the secrotury of the
natlonul assoclation, A new sectlon was
adopted imposing a penalty upon clubs
failing  to report players who have
“jumped’ contracts. Clubs are also to
be penallzed for using a player for maoare
than Aftean daye without having a con-
tract with the player.

A regulation was maeda that all con-
tracts with players shall be uniform, and
thora sholl be no ‘‘non-reserve’ con-
tract entered Into save on the consant of
tha segretary. of thie nationnl board and
the secretary of tho Natlonal Pascball
Commission,
