The Richmond teajn has recelved a
cliallengo from Georgetown College to run
a reluy rnce at that time.
Richmond College ran wlth Georgetown

in the meet at Richmond in a very sen-
sa'.lonul race. It scems that Georgetown
ls not wholly satlsfled with that victory
nnd wishes to put the matter to a second
test. Jt would have been perhaps ungra-
clous to havo failed to accept tlie chal-
Itnge of so generous a victor,
Thnt the track team of Richmond Col-

lese has made some reputatlon for lt¬
self, In splte of tho rece.it date of lts
organizatlon, is evldenced by the fact
that Manager Gwathmey has recelved a

largo number of InvRations nnd chal-
lenges to take part In track nieots ln
varlous parts of the South.

Not Unlikely That Old Eli's Reprcsentatives Will Buili

a Stadium Near University, With $130,000 Surplus
in the Treasirrv As Profits From Snorts.

NEW HAVEN, CONN., February 4..
Yale's nthlotlo nuthoritles nre plannlnr.
to clispose of Ynlo Held for a largo traet
of lantl neurer to.the university, whoro
a stadium can be btillt for athletic pur¬
poses. Tho woodon grsiiidstandij uso up
every year in repnlis tho Interest on
floo.ooo. There is now u aurplus of
about $130,000 ln tho Ynlp Flnaneial
Uuioii'a treusuty tliat cun'-ho upnllea to

lit for ;vu auto iu tho way of roads, nnd
wlth no prospect of much help unloss
thc States can be lnduccd to lake hold,
using conviet labor nnd probahly would
need some eubstantlal bc-lp from otltBldc
sources. This is not imposslble, and with
thc openlng of the flrst section to Pine-
hurst I bope lt wlll at least bo the
nuc'.eus for a trunk llno Sou(,h.

invented ln Chicago ln 1887 by a mem-

bor of the Farragut Boat Club. From
tho beginnlng the game has grown,
untll it now reaches out into'all parts
of the country, and thousnnds upon
thousands are entertalned durlng the
wlnter months either as active partici-
pants nr as oiithuslastic followers of
tho teams engaged in the sport.

From Rule 1..When a game ls

played ln a largo armory or other
large building, the dlamond may bc
lald out witli thirty-five feet base llnes,
tlie front line of the pitcher's box to bo
thirty feet from tho centre of homo
plate. All other dimenslons to bo tho
same ns when using the twenty-seven
feet base llnes.
From Rulo HT..Tho bail must bo

not less than 16 3-4 nor moro than
17 1-4 Inches in clrcumference, made
of a yieldlng substance, not less than
S rior moro. than S 3-4 ounces in
.veight.
From Rulo IV..Tho bat must bo

2 3-4 foot long and not larger than
1 3-4 inches in diameter in the largest
part. lt must be mudo of wood, ex¬
cept that a metal rod may be passed
through tho centro to glve deslred
welght; hut under no circumstances is
lead to be used ln loadlng.
From Rulo V..Seven or nino play¬

ers must constltuto a side. Tlio play¬
ers' positlons shall be such as shall
bo assignod them by their captain,'-ex¬
cept that tho pltcher must take his
position wlthin tho pltchers' line.
From Rule VI..The pitchor shall

tnke hla position factng tho battar,
wlth both foot on the ground wholly
withln tho hox, and witji both feet
on the rear llno of sald box. nnd when
in tho act of dellverlng the bail shall
not take more than one stop, but shall
not be restrlctod ns to curvlng the
bail, although the arm must' be swung
parnllol wlth tho body.
