The Farmville Horror.
Two negroes wero hung ln Farm¬

ville yosterday, and a crowd of several

hundred persona gathorod nround tho

jall beforo dnybreak to get a peep at

the doublo executlon. One of tho con-

domned men was taken oft decently,
but in the other case the executlon

was horribly bungled. When tho drop
flrst fall, tho ropo brolce, and tho poor
wretch foll ln a hcap upon the iloor.

Ho was not rendered un'consclous, how¬

ever, nor dld ho loso hls nerve, but
again ascended the scuffold nnd wns

hung a second tlme, wlth much the

sume result.tho ropo broko and tho

body fell to the iloor. This tlme,
iiowever, tho victim was rendered un-

cohscious, nnd linally dlod.
Tho whole story ls hornblo nnd dls-

gUBtlng, and it wlll bo a long tlmo
bofore the ^ood and reflncd Inhabltants-
of Fnrmvlllo recovcr from the effocts
ot tho grini tragody. They have our

hoarly sympathy. Tho Stato hud no

rlght to put thls lnfllctlon upon them,
All exoeutlons ahould bo ln tho pc'nl-
tehtlary. Wh'enevor a person la con-

deinned to death, ho should be romovod
ul once to the ponltenUary nnd ex-

ecuted aa quletly us posa'ble. Nonu
but the offlcera of the law und tho
surgoon should be allowed to be pres-
ent, and no mentlon of tho oxecullon
should bo mado in tho newspapers,
Sttvo the bnro announcement.

lf thls plnu should bo adopted, evory
county and clty ln tho rituto would
be spared the demoralizatlon -of hang-
ings, there would bo no bungling, and
the effect of such a myslcrloua taking
off upon tho criminal class, especlally
tho negro criminal class. would be most
wholesomo. A person who had boon
sentenced to death would bo taken to
the penitentlary.and forevor lost:
The sherlff would dellvor hlm to the
ponitcntlnry authoritlos, and that
would bo tho last of hlm. so far us
tho outside «vvbrld ,was concornod. The
tnystery *'."f li' would givo somo follcs
the crecps.
For years The Tlmos-Dispatch has

advocated this mode of executing con-
domnod crlmliials. The Farmville hor¬
ror emphaslaes tho argument.

Ho wlll he grcutly inlased
ln our hlgiic-st social and lltcrary clrcles,
but ho will be most missed in tho nomes
of tho huinble, whoao hospttallty he has
enjoyed and whose eorrows nnd uililc-
tlona hc has slmred. There aro thoua-
ands of mon, viomen and ehlldren ln all
olrcles who havo keen rc-gret in Dr,
Evuns's departure. Thelr best wishca go
uftcr hlm, and u pruyi-r thut ho inay
havo eciual succesa ln lils now lh-ld of
rellglous epdeavor.

Thcro wero no llinltntlons upon tlio
powors of llioso dolegatoa sn.vo tho
llmltntlons of tho Conslltutioh of tho
Unlted Stntoa, Thoy woro not required
to tnko nn oath. Thoy woro not re¬

quired to submlt thelr work to n voto
of tlio pooplo. Thoy wero tho pooplo;
thcroford thoy woro suproihO. Thoy
luid full atltllot'ity and powor to wlpo
out tho orgoiilc lnw of thls Stato, Blll
of Hlghla and ull, nnd wrlto lt ttiiow.
Thcy dld rowrlte tho orgnnlc lnw, In-
cludlng tho Blll of Rlghts, nnd pro-
clalmcd tho Constltution whlch thcy
llnally ndopted, nnd thcro wus no

powor whlch could lawfnlly ovorthrow
lt, savo tho pooplo themsolvea.

lt ls strange that so many men ln
thls day havo such a inlstdkou Idea
of tho dlgnlty of a sovorclgn Stato.
II Is more stl'tingo and moro to bo do-
plorcd that the rrosident of* tlio Uttlteo
Statcs ls ono of that number. l'rosl-
dont Roosovolt Is now tolllng the Con-
stituttonal Conventlon of tho now Stato
of Oklahomn. that unless such and
such things aro dono, nnd unless such
and such thlnga aro loft undono, he
wlll rojoet tho Constltution. Ho may
do so. Ho may compcl tho moinbers
cf the conventlon to mako a constltu¬
tion to sult hlm; but ns soon as it is
crpclalmed, and as soon aa Oklnlioma
becomos a full-llodged Stato, tho poo¬
plo may cnll tholr constltutlonai con¬

ventlon ugain, rovlse tho Constltution
to sult. themsolvea, and nclthor Mr.
Roosovolt nor nny other representa-
tlvo of tho Fedoral government can
provont them.

The Capitol Square.
Tho proposal to open the way to tlio

Capitol Squaro has nttructed much at-
tentlon in Riclimond, and is under dis-
cusslon by press ~hnd people. Tho fol-
lowitig ooniniuiilcatlon is an Intcrcsting
contributlon to tho dlscussion:
Editor of Tho Times-Dlspatch:

I have been intorestod hy j'our edito-
rlal conceriiliig the removal of tho post-
ollico nnd other buildings obstructlng tlio
vlow of tlm Capitol. I am heartlly In
sympaUiy with the ideaa of tho gentleman
whoso lotter called forth your edltorlal.
Towurds the closo of tlio last sosslon oC
tho Leglslaturo 1 Inlroducod tho follow-
lng jolnt resolutlon:
"Wheroas, it Inus boon suggested by

tho Mtiyor of tlio clty of Rlchmond that
sald city mlght co-oparntb with tho
Stato in extondlng tho Capitol Squaro
und ln openlng a vista and dlroct np-
prottch from Maln Street to tho centr.il
portico of tho Capitol, which would great-
ly udd to tlio beauty of tho Capitolgrouhds und to tho convenienco of all
tlio citlzons of thls Commonw'eultli and
others vlslting tlio Capitol: be it

"Resolved by the Houso of Dolegatoa(tbe Senato eoncurring), That a commlt-
teo of three, of whom two shall be ap¬pointed hy tho Speakor of the Houso and
ono by the Preaident of the Senate, shalllnvestlgato the possiblllty of securingBuoh oxtenslon of the Capitol Squaro and
npproach to tlio Capitol, and report tholr
flndlngs, Including nn es.tlmrito of tho
eosts of any recoinmendatlons that maybo mado by tliein, to tlio next aesslon
of tho General Assombly."
Thls resolutlon was not passod hocausp

it dld not meet wlth the favor of- the
chalrman of tho Commiltoo on Publle
Property, nnd in the rush of buslness it
wus Imposslblo to exp'luin lt to tho Hoti«o
so ;is to gvercomo lils oppositlon. It
would ho a grand liuprovomont oven toleuvo tho sito of tho presont post-offlcu
yncant lf the expense of romoving all
tlio buildings sliould bo considerod too
great, suroly tlio clty nnd Stato togotliorcould affoid to buy thls building from th<aFedoral government. Ono of our loadingreal estate agenta estlmates tho valtto of
tlio half-aquare,.,w!th all tho buildings,betwoon Maln, Bank, Tenth nnd ElevcnthStreots, iu $575,000, wlth a probable sal-
vttge of ?L'5,000 from tlio building mnte-
riuls, lonvlng tho net cost $550,000. Themttln ppst-ofllco building and grounds aroestlmrttod nt $^S0,O00. It was suggestedl'.v,tho Muyor tlmt tlio clty mlght co-
openite wlth tho stato In'extondlng tbebounds of tbe Capitol Squuro, both ontlio north and south, by closlng Capitolund Bank Stroots from Ninth lo TwoltthSlreots. If thls wero dono tho slto oftho Clty Hall, as woll as that of tlu,state buildings, would bo grcdtly onhancedln beauty. I Bincoroly trust tlint somo-
tlllng may yet be dono nlrmg thls Uno.lt Is nn ontorprlao whlch should ongtigothe sympathlea of our Chambor of com-
mereo .-..< Woll as tho Clvlc ImprovemontUenguo, a,id ono tlint should recelvo thofavorablo attontlon of the city CouneJIund tlencial Aaaombly,
