Demurrer Will Be Argued on
March nth.

Argument on -the demurrer of West
Virginia In tlie suit Inatituted by Vir¬
ginia for the reeovery of the former's
share in tho old State rtebt before their
divlslon will be heard before the United
States Supremo Court on March 11th.
Vlrglnla will be represented bv At-

torney-Goneral Anderson and Major
lllolmcs Conrad. of Wlnchester. West
Virginia will be represented by Mr.
John G. Carlisle, Mr. Mallohan and
Profossor Hokr. dean of thc law facul¬
ty of the Unlversity of West Vir¬
ginia.

If the demurrer be overruled, Attnr-
ney-General Anderson will go on wlth
the case* lf lt he Bustained, the case
may go out of tlie court, or the bill
may bo amended.
The amount involved. exclusive of

tho Interest which haa accumulated
through many years, ls something over
$15,000,000. Wlth interest, thc' sum
would be much larger.

FIRE AT SUMTER.

Fire Department at Funeral of
Chief When Blaze Discovered.
SUMTER, S. C, February 24..While

both companles of the llre department
were attendlng tho funeral of Chief Gra-
ham, who was killed by falllng -walls iu
Ihe fire here Frlday, a blaze broke out
at 3 o'clock In tho baggage-room of the
Unlon Stntion, nnd galned sufllclcnt hend-
way before the department could respond
tn destroy the building.
Flremnn Eugene Stunsill sealed tho

building, and -was flghtlng tho blaze from
the roof, when an explosion of gus oc-
currcd ln lho Interior, hurllng blm to
the ground and soverely cuttlng hlrn
nbout the face nnd head wlth pari"-'*^
of slnte roofing. Flreman Frank Lymar;
was also severely cut by flylng slate, but
not seriously- Stansill was tuken to tlie
hospltal, and may recover.

Investigation Fails to Locate
Mrs. Hodgson, Who Disap-
peared From Washington.

Reports 'clrculated yesterday to tho
effect that Mrs. Nollie A, Hodgson, who
disappeared from AS'ashington recent¬
ly, ls now in Richmond, could not bo
vorlliod lnst night. Tho most careful
Inquirlcs failod to locato her. The po¬
llco know nothlng of tho caso. Con-
ccrnlng the dlsappearance, tho AA'ash-
ington E'ost said:

After havlng possossed herself of
1800, to whlch she Avas entltled undor
the wlll of hor father, which had not
boon 11 led fpr probate, Mrs Nolilo A.
Hodgson, thirty-three years old. tho
wlfo of a woll-to-do citizen of Rich-
monvillc, N. A'.. loft her sIsUt's home,
No. 709 Elghth Stroot, Southeast, dn
the morning of February 10th.
Her relatlves have requested tho po¬

llco to locnte nnd arrest hor. The only
trace whlch has boen found ls a letter,
which is alleged to have boen writton
by Mrs. Hodgson, and postmarked
Springflcld, Mass., and which declnres
s!:o is "done with tlio wholo crowd."

Mrs. Hodgson came to AA'nshlngton
from her homo in New York about
Fobruary lst, having been called to
tho bedsule of lier dying father. Af¬
ter his death and the rccolpt of the
money, she left with the avowed ln-

tontlon of vlsltlng friends in A'lrglnia.
AVIlliam Hodg3on. tho husband. ar-

rived ln AA'nshlngton yesterday morn¬

ing from his homo in Schohario coun¬

ty, N; Y.. and later vlsited Attorney
Sigmund Block, with a view of dlscuss-
ing lc-gal stops to bo taken. Mr Hodg¬
son says that ho belleves hls wife was

coerccrt .nto leavlng the city, for there
had never been any trouble between
them. They were married about tor
yoars ago, and have a child elght years
old.
The police havo also been asked to

look out for John E. Cook. a marriec
man, twenty-five years old, who disap¬
peared from 109 Eighth Street. South¬
east, the home of Mrs. Bray, Mrs. Hodg-
son's sister. on the same day that Mrs.
Hodgson disappeared. Cook occupled
a room in tho house. He ls a machlnlst
by trade, having been formerly em-

ployod in the Washington Navy Yard.
He has been separated from hls wife.
