NO TIGHT WADS IN CROWD

Soinc of the Richcst Men in thc
Country at thc .Pit-

side.

NEW ORLEANS, LA., Fobruary 24..
Perhaps not ngnin durlng tho prosont
gcneratlon will thoro rcndczvoua such a

lnrge camp of sportsnicn, farnous thc
world ovcr( ns that whlcli Is now lnying
sicgo to thls clty. It ls a sttro enough
bang-up gathei-lng of celobrltlcs wc havo
with us. They drlfted ln durlng Mardi
Grns, nnd will now stny on pretty much
untll aftor tho running of tho Crcsccnt
Clty Derby next month, and untll the
tlmes comes to "blow" to Bcnnlng's, at
Washlngton, D. C. After somo elKhty-
two clays of racing nnd gambllng- on
tho horses tho sports found a sotirce of
rclnxatlon in some hlgh stako coclc-
flghting durlng the last ten days. Tho
main served to bring out a full repre-
sentatlon of the sportlng colony, for
about tho pltslde at somo tlmo or other
during thc perlod of the main wero to
bo seen many of the noted personages
of the prlzo rlng. tho paddock, tho Cot¬
ton Exchange and Wall Streot.
The main was probably thc greatest

ever fought ln tliis country or abroad,
for over ,'150 battles were contestcd be¬
tween the best blrdg Texns, Georgln.
Vlrglnla, Mlssissippi, Callfornla and
evca Cuba and the West Indlos could
produce. No such hettlng on rooster
flghts is on rocord as thut which cen-
tred about the mnln of twenty-two blrds
a side between the "Texas Rongcrs"
and the "Mlssissippi Red Eyes." The
former birds were baelced' and pltted
by "Johnnle" Maddlgan's lleutenants.
