CLASH OVER ATHLETICS.

Professor Franke Says the Presi¬
dent Misrepresented the Case.
CAMBRIDGE, MASS., February 27..

The expected olash between President
Roosevelt and the Harvard faeulty on
the subject of Harvard athletics came

to-day, when Professor Knno Franke,
ln a coinmunlcation to the Harvard
Crlmson. said tlie stand taken by tlio
Presldent ln the matter was a pal-
pable misropresentatlon ot Uie prlncl¬
ple involved in tho case.
